1. In regards to the Committee’s question on work permit and residency, Seychelles delegation would like to inform that a migrant worker is allowed to remain in the country and work on a work permit. No alternative permit is required.

2. Reference is made to the question raised chair on the lack of participation by the Seychelles Human Rights Commission given that invitation was sent to them for their participation in the validation of the second periodic report. There is indeed an apparent conflict of interest in that regard given that the Seychelles Human Rights Commission has to be seen to be neutral as they will have to provide their own report with regards to matters of Human Rights. 

Nevertheless, the Committee's concerns have been noted and shall be conveyed to Seychelles Human Rights Commission. Consideration will be given for an appropriate modality for their participation in future report validation.
