On behalf of the Task force and the entire Committee, I would like to thank the Ghana Delegation for the dialogue  and the interaction we have had for the last six hours. We are thankful that the delegation has demonstrated  commitment to the welfare of persons with  disabilities  in the State. However, we are concerned  that most of the intentions are based on a bill whose   enactment is indefinite  given  that the process of its development has taken many years and it is only two or so months before the Parliament rises and the country will be in election mood ready  for the general elections in December.  This may mean that the process of this bill will be started all over again  should the government  change before it is enacted. 
We are further concerned that the African Disability protocol is as yet to be ratified, the optional protocol is as yet to be acceded  to and the National Council for persons with disabilities which is the focal   point remains  weak in terms of human and financial resources to fulfill its mandate. 

No measures have been taken to establish an independent monitoring mechanism that is allocated resources from the budget and is independent in accordance with the principles relating to the status of national institutions for the promotion and protection of human rights of persons with disabilities through their representative organizations have not been facilitated to carry out the monitoring mandate in accordance to article 33.3 of the convention. We hope that these concerns and the concluding observation that the Committee will issue will be address.
