(c)	Teachers - Although only two public schools have a violence prevention program, each school relies on school policies and the advice of its Parent-Teacher-Student Association (PTSA) in matters that involve institutional violence.
(d) 	Health-care personnel - There is one national hospital in the Republic of Palau and 3 private clinics. The Palau National Hospital has 2 paediatricians working specifically with children. The Family Surgical Health Clinic a private clinic has one paediatrician and one medical officer who also see children when needed. Belau Medical Clinic has 5 doctors who also see children although are not paediatricians.
(e)	 Social Workers - There are 9 social workers/counsellors at the Bureau of Public Health, under the Ministry of Health where they offer social health services to the community and people of Palau. The concept of Social Health Program under the Public Health was introduced by a local medical doctor in October 2004. It was later integrated into the Public Health organizational chart as one of the supportive services. As a supportive service, it is one of the cross-cutting programs for the Bureau and works with other divisions and programs to provide both in-patient and out-patient services. The Social Health main roles and functions include psychosocial assessment and counselling. The Social Health main roles and function include psychosocial assessment and counselling. They also provide intervention for clients and linking them with other resources available on island. 

The three levels of proposed licenses for Social Workers are for Social Worker Specialist, Social worker and Counselor. People entering the field without the required qualifications are able to work as a counselor’s aid while gaining experience and qualification necessary to work as a licensed counselor or social worker.  A Counselor must also register to take the Clinical Counseling class at the Palau Community College. Applicants must show proof of a Bachelor Degree in Social Work or in Human Behavior Science or Social Science and provide 2 letters of references. Relevant degrees may include Psychology, or Sociology, Counseling, Community Welfare, depending on the course content (i.e., minimum core courses of Social Work related study). Renewal Applicants must whow proof of 45 hours of Continued Education and lectures (inclusive of: 6 hours of Professional Ethics , 6 hours of Confidentiality, 6 hours of HIV/STI/Aid).

The purpose of the license is to set the minimum standards of qualifications, education, training and experience required by individuals who wish to work as a Social Work or Counselor in Palau

	Definition of Disability Categories
1. Autism…means a developmental disability significantly affecting verbal and nonverbal communication and social interaction.
2. Deaf-Blindness…means concomitant [simultaneous] hearing and visual impairments, the combination of which causes such severe communication.
3. Developmental Delay… means a delay in one or more of the following areas: physical development; cognitive development; communication; social or emotional development; or adaptive [behavioral] development.
4. Emotional Disturbance…means a condition exhibiting one or more of the following characteristics over a long period:(a) An inability to learn that cannot be explained by intellectual, sensory, or health factors.(b) An inability to build or maintain satisfactory interpersonal relationships with peers and teachers.(c) Inappropriate types of behavior or feelings under normal circumstances.(d) A general pervasive mood of unhappiness or depression.(e) A tendency to develop physical symptoms or fears associated with personal or school problems.
5. Hearing Impairment…means an impairment in hearing.
6. Intellectual Disability…means significantly sub-average general intellectual functioning.
7. Multiple Disabilities…means concomitant [simultaneous] impairments (such as intellectual disability-blindness, intellectual disability-orthopedic impairment, etc.), 
8. Orthopedic Impairment…means a severe orthopedic impairment. The term includes impairments caused by a congenital anomaly, impairments caused by disease (e.g., poliomyelitis, bone tuberculosis), and impairments from other causes (e.g.,cerebral palsy, amputations, and fractures or burns that cause contractures).
9. Other Health Impairment…means having limited strength, vitality, or alertness, including a heightened alertness to environmental stimuli.(a) is due to chronic or acute health problems such as asthma, attention deficit disorder or attention deficit hyperactivity disorder, diabetes, epilepsy, a heart condition, hemophilia, lead poisoning, leukemia, nephritis, rheumatic fever, sickle cell anemia, and Tourette syndrome; and etc.
10. Specific Learning Disability…means a disorder in one or more of the basic psychological processes involved in understanding or in using language, spoken or written, that may manifest itself in the imperfect ability to listen, think, speak, read, write, spell, or to do mathematical calculations. 
11. Speech or Language Impairment…means a communication disorder such as stuttering, impaired articulation, a language impairment, or a voice impairment.
12. Traumatic Brain Injury…means an acquired injury to the brain caused by an external physical force, resulting in total or partial functional disability or psychosocial impairment.
13. Visual Impairment Including Blindness…means an impairment in vision.
