The Republic Centre for Research of War, War Crimes and Search for the Missing Civilians of Republika Srpska participated in preparation of the Law on Protection of Victims of Torture identifying this category of war crime victims and it shall be responsible for issuance of a certification for recognizing the status of victims of torture.
A Draft Law on Protection of Victims of Torture identifying this category of war crime victims was proposed in the National Assembly of Republika Srpska.
Namely, in Article 4, paragraph 2) it is stated that the person who was raped or subjected to any form of sexual harassment against his/her will (hereinafter: the victim of sexual harassment) shall be considered a victim of torture in terms of this Law.

  Article 7
A person with the status of a victim of torture may exercise the following rights under this Law:
1) the right to receive monthly payments,
2) the right to health insurance,
3) the right to be exempted from paying the costs of personal participation in the use of health care services, i.e. from co-payment,
4) the right to medical spa rehabilitation,
5) incentives for employment and self-employment.
Article 11
(1) The victim of torture shall be entitled to health insurance as a civilian victim of war in case he/she is not or cannot be insured on any other grounds provided for in health care regulations.
(2) The victim of torture shall be entitled to exemption from payment of the costs of personal participation in the use of health care services, i.e. from co-payment in case he/she does not meet the requirements for such entitlement under the health care regulations.
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A person with the established status of a victim of torture shall be entitled to the medical spa rehabilitation organized by the Ministry of Labor, War Veterans and Disabled Persons' Protection (hereinafter: the Ministry) under the separate project approved by the Government of Republika Srpska (hereinafter: the Government).
Article 13
The victim of sexual violence shall be entitled to incentives for employment and self-employment in accordance with special programs of the Government providing for employment and self-employment of unemployed persons.
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
