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Licensing lawyer profession in Belarus

The profession of a lawyer in Belarus is a licensed type of activity in accordance with the Law of the Republic of Belarus of October 14, 2022 N 213-Z "On Licensing". 
The Ministry of Justice acts as the licensing authority. 
In accordance with paragraph 1 of Article 7 of the Law of the Republic of Belarus of December 30, 2011 N 334-Z “On the Bar and advocacy in the Republic of Belarus” to exercise law an individual should meet the following criteria:
to be a citizen of the Republic of Belarus, 
to have a higher legal education, 
to complete an internship, 
to passe qualification exam,
to obtain a license, 
to be a member of the territorial bar association.

The qualification exam consists of testing the knowledge of applicants in written (computer testing) and oral forms.
The qualification exam is conducted by a commission under the Ministry of Justice which consists of the Chairman of the Belarusian Republican Bar Association, one representative from each of the territorial bar associations 
(6 regions), a representative of the Supreme Court of the Republic of Belarus, a representative of the Prosecutor General's Office; five representatives from the Ministry of Justice and two from scientific organizations.
