STATISTICAL DATA 

Statistical data are collected in accordance with: 

1. General Guidelines regarding the form and content of periodic reports to be submitted by states parties under Article 44, Paragraph 1 (b) of the Convention and the Appendix to the General Guidelines (2005.)
2. Reporting Guidelines under the Agreement, on the form and content of periodic reports to be submitted by states parties under Article 44., Paragraph 1 (b) of the Convention and the Appendix to the Guidelines
3. UN Committee on the Rights of the Child Recommendations on the Second Periodic Report
Taking into account the UN Committee on the Rights of the Child Recomendations No. 17 and 18 on the Second Periodic Report, we report that the Croatian Bureau of Statistics is the chief producer, disseminator and coordinator of the Republic of Croatia's (hereinafter RoC) official statistics. Some of the main activities from the area of statistics in the competence of the Bureau are as follows: coordination, preparation and implementation of the Programme and the Annual Implementation Plan and the Report on the implementation of the Program and the Annual Implementation Plan; defining, updating and maintaining methodological bases, their international harmonisation in cooperation with the bearers of the official statistics, monitoring their implementation and giving instructions to other bearers of the official statistics on the application of the methodology; preparation and implementation of statistical activities, fulfilling international obligations related to official statistics from the scope of activities determined by the Programme; production of basic indicators and aggregates of the official statistics from the scope of activities determined by the Programme, use of all available data sources, use of administrative data sources and data obtained by the observing and monitoring method gathered by all producers of the official statistics; monitoring and implementation of the quality control of statistical results and analysis and official interpretation of the statistical results in the competence of the Croatian Bureau of Statistics, etc.
In accordance with the Act on Official Statistics, the Croatian Bureau of Statistics collects statistical data by conducting statistical surveys and by taking data over from various administrative records. On the basis of the data collected, it produces and publishes aggregated statistical data and indicators complying to the principles of personal data protection. In accordance with the Eurostat regulations and standard practice in statistics offices of the European countries, national statistics offices do not keep administrative records, but use them for establishing statistical records which then serve for the purposes of the statistical system. Within the framework of conducting statistical surveys, under the Annual Implementation Plan, various data on children are collected, which are published in publications and on websites of the Croatian Bureau of Statistics www.dzs.hr. Data on children are collected within the statistics on birth (characteristics of the records, child, mother, father) and statistics on the deceased (characteristics of the deceased infants). Within the survey Kindergartens and other legal entities that perform programmes of preschool education, data on children are collected according to gender and age, duration of daily stay, children foreign citizens, children in nurseries, children with developmental difficulties, etc. In the survey on primary schools, data are collected on pupils according to shifts, gender, achievement and class, foreign languages they learn, pupils foreign citizens, integrated pupils, etc. In the survey on secondary schools, data are collected on pupils according to fields of education, gender, class and year of birth, pupils who failed, pupils according to achievement and finishing school, foreign languages they learn, pupils foreign citizens, pupils with developmental difficulties according to the type of difficulty, etc. Within the judiciary statistics, data are collected on reported and accused juvenile perpetrators of criminal offences and juvenile perpetrators of misdemeanours (demographic data on perpetrators, information on accomplices, detention, family situation, etc.). Hereinafter we deliver statistical data collected by the Croatian Bureau of Statistics, that are collected according to its scope of activities, while other data are delivered by competent state administration bodies and other institutions based on the records they keep in accordance with respective regulations and taking into account peculiarities of their work and determined needs.
· Section 19. (e) of the Guidelines – International Assistance
· Pre-accession assistance from EU funds – state bodies:
a. CARDS 2004 Project Sustainable Development in the War Damaged Areas was implemented in 4 counties. County partnerships chose priority projects financed from the funds of this programme, one of which was the building of the Institution for Children With Special Needs in Požega. The value of the investment amounted to 133,302.52 EUR;

b. Implementation of a twinning project from EU CARDS 2004 programme Fight Against Human Trafficking (2007), in partnership with the Austiran Institute for Human Rights „Ludwig Boltzman“ and German Foundation for the Internation Legal Co-operation as well as other relevant bodies responsible for the protection of victims of human trafficking. The principal aim was to strengthen institutions in the fight against human trafficking, especially children, as well as the protection and assistance for victims.

c. The following projects are to be financed within the operative programme Development of Human Potentials,IPA IV 2007 – 2009: Youth on the Labour Market - 1,099,055 EUR funding has been contracted so far (EU funding: 934,197 EUR, national co-financig: 164,858 EUR), the total planned amount being 2,945,055 EUR, of which EU funding amounts to 2,503,297 EUR, and national co-financing to 441,758 EUR; Implementation of the new curricula- the total planned amount (for the agreement on services and deed of donation) being 5,365,500 EUR, of which EU funding amounts to 4,560,675 EUR, and national co-financing to 804,825 EUR; Strengthening of the Institutional Framework for the Development of Vocational Standards of Professions, Qualifications and Curricula – the total amount being 1,799,965 EUR, of which EU funding amounts to 1,532,970 EUR, and national co-financing to 266,995 EUR; The Development of Ensuring Quality in Vocational Education and Training (VET) – the total amount being 1,639,750 EUR, of which EU funding amounts to 1,393,787 EUR, and national co-financing to 245,963 EUR; Further Development of the Croatian Qualifications Framework - CROQF – the total amount being 1,468,000 EUR, of which EU funding amounts to 1,247,800 EUR, and national co-financing to 220,200 EUR. 

d. The project Inclusion of Pupils With Difficulties into Education for Employment is being carried out within the IV component of IPA programme, with the aim of providing access to pupils with difficulties to the vocational education and training system and labour market as well as of increasing abilities of schools and/or centres for the education of pupils with difficulties and/or employers to use/develop innovative mechanisms at the national or regional level, necessary for their adequate education (allocated funds – 1,318,273.03 EUR). 
e. Within the IPA I 2009 we single out the project Strengthening Capacities in the Area of Fight Against Sexual Exploitation and Abuse of Children and Police Assistance for Vulnerable Victims of Criminal Offences. Funding: 1,613,000.00 EUR. The purpose of the project is further strengthening of institutional ability to prevent and fight against sexual abuse of children as well as police assistance for vulnerable victims of criminal offences, especially children and their families. The abovementioned projects would considerably improve working conditions for police officers for the youth who are responsible for the investigation of criminal offences of sexual exploitation and abuse of children. The project consists of two components that include data gathering and the analysis of characteristics, scope and trends of reported and unreported sexual exploitation and abuse of children, data gathering and the analysis of the existing legislation regulating police procedure for investigating sexual exploitation and abuse of children, data gathering and analysis of police practices in the investigation of sexual exploitation and abuse of children, development of Interdepartmental Protocol on the procedures in cases of sexual exploitation and abuse of children, training of police officers and trainers for further transfer of knowledge and skills regarding investigation of sexual exploitation and abuse of children as well as the equipment of 45 interogation rooms for conducting interrogation of children and youth with special furniture and computer equipment. 

· Within the framework of obligation of monitoring the implementation of pojects financed by the EU pre-accession programmes for the civil society sector, the Office for Cooperation with NGOs monitored the implementation of 5 projects within CARDS 2004 and Phare 2006 amounting to 620,603.75 EUR (CARDS) and 126,511.08 EUR (Phare), whose implementation finished in 2009. The users were children and youth and the projects were implemented in partnership with the local government, public institutions and/or civil society organizations. We single out the following: 

(two year projects - CARDS 2004 Provision of social services of nonprofit sector): 

a. Centre for Peace, Non-Violence and Human Rights from Osijek carried out the project Family and School Together whose aim is to develop quality family and peer relationships through education for responsible parenting and creative conflict resolution in partnership with primary schools and SOS children's village Ladimirevci. A total of 633 primary school children and children from SOS village participated in the project and were educated about conflicts and non-violent conflict resolution as well as peer problem solution through mediation. 

b. The project Contribution to the Improvement and Development of a Functional and Successful Foster Care for the Children in Istria was carried out by humanitarian organizations „Nadomak sunca“ (Near the Sun) and „Oaza“ (Oasis), in co-operation with the representatives of the local government. The aim was to improve the basic living conditions of foster families and prepare them adequately for the care of children without adequate parental care as well as to provide continued support. It resulted in the increased foster care capacities, including the provision of pre-conditions for quality foster care, development of children's potentials (those participating in the project) by organising extra-curricular activities, additional support for children with learning difficulites, continuation of the programmes and platforms for children/youth in foster care by integrating the youth in the work of the Office. 

c. The Split Healthy City Association, in partnership with the City of Split, carried out a project Stella Polaris: Social, Health and Preventive Programme with the aim of empowering children and youth for a healthy, proactive and self-responsible life. It resulted in the establishment of an education and resource centre for the prevention of violence among children and youth as well as education ybout new life styles intended for children, youth, educators and parents (more than 1,000 users in the framework of the project – experimental period). 

(Since 2008, two projects are being implemented within the framework of Phare 2006 Enabling the Civil Society Sector for Active Contribution in the Pre-Accession Process):

d. Project entitled Mobile Professional Team - Supporting the Integration of Children With Special Educational Needs is carried out by the IDEM Association. It aims to increase the level of the integration of children with special needs into the regular education system and set up the system of professional support for schools in accepting children with special educational needs, in partnership with the City of Zagreb.

e. Zora Association is carrying out the project My choice is prevention aiming to prevent violence in adolescent relationships and improve sexual and reproductive health by systematically educating 1st and 2nd grade secondary school pupils in Međimurje. A total of 56 secondary school pupils participated in the project activities through education for peer-educators (15 boys and 41 girls) as well as 1400 secondary school pupils through workshop activities aimed at empowering the youth regarding issues such as HIV/AIDS, sexually transmitted diseases, violence in adolescent relationships and gender equality. 

· As a part of the bilateral pre-accession assistance of the Kingdom of the Netherlands: the Dutch programme of bilateral co-operation – MATRA Pre-Accession Projects Programme (MPAP) for 2009, a project entitled Improving the Quality of Alternative Sanctions and Pedagogical Measures for Youth With Behavioural Problems is being carried out aiming to help increase the quality of alternative sanctions and pedagogical measures for youth with behavioural problems. Funding: 300,000.00 EUR

Data in the table above include the entire funding of programmes and projects of associations at the national and local level but we single out several examples: 

a. Office for Combating Narcotic Drug Abuse of the Government of the Republic of Croatia co-operated with civil society organizations in implementing prevention programmes in the community, resocialization programmes, education, counselling, damage reduction programmes and working with children, youth, addicts and their families, that contribute to combating narcotic drug abuse and the prevention of addictions and awarded them in the period from 2005 till 2009 about 6,500,000.00 HRK; 
b. In the period from 2004 till 2010, Office for Human Rights of the Government of the Republic of Croatia financed projects and programmes of civil society organizations that promote children's rights and the culture of non-violence and deal with the victims of human trafficking that includes children – a total of 1,251,000.00 HRK;

c. In the period from 2006 and 2009, the Ministry of Science, Education and Sports co-financed a range of programmes for the prevention of addictions and violence of civil society organizations in the area of extra-institutional education of children and youth and within the framework of its regular activities (co-financing of educational workshops for pupils, printing of educational publications and alike), including programmes and projects intended for Romany children and youth (2007 – 2009). A total of 10,029,171.41 HRK was spent in the aforementioned period;

d. The Ministry of the Family, Veterans' Affairs and Intergenerational Solidarity co-operated with civil society organizations working for the benefit of children, youth, disabled persons and children growing up in risky family conditions and co-financed some 1955 project with a total of 124,214,290.64 HRK (includes combating of narcotic drug abuse);
e. In the period from 2004 till 2009, the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare approved financial supports for civil society organizations for the implementation of projects and programmes whose content contributes to the promotion of rights and protection of children according to the Convention with a total of 12,160,883.00 HRK;

Judiciary

In the period from 2004 until today, the Judicial Academy conducted a number of training activities that were thematically related to the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child:

· “Psychological testing of a child –  victim of violence”: seminar was conducted in March 2006 in cooperation with Polyclinic for the protection of children of the City of Zagreb and was attended by 27 judges, state attorneys and expert associates that work in courts.

· “Family Act”: during November and December 2005, 8 workshops were held with 158 participants; the topic of training was the presentation of the new Family Act with the emphasis on the measures for protection of interests of the child in the light of a changed authority and new role of courts that took over a portion of responsibility from social welfare centres.

· “Extra- judicial procedures under the Family Act”: the continuation of elaborating the topic of applying new provisions of the Family Act with special emphasis on recognition and application of procedural possibilities offered by the Family Act in the protection of children’s rights. 7 workshops were held, attended by 133 judges and expert associates in courts and lawyers and social workers from social welfare centres. The training took place in November and December 2007. 

· “The prevention of family violence”: the issue was explained through the prism of legal context and psychosocial treatment of victims of family violence. A special chapter was dedicated to children as victims of family violence and manners of their protection with the elaboration of the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child. The topic was in the programme in 2006 and 10 workshops were held with 219 participants. The training was attended by criminal and misdemeanour judges, state attorneys and professional associates in judicial bodies and social welfare centres.

· The above mentioned workshops explicitly elaborated the issue of protecting children’s rights. However, the Judicial Academy conducted workshop “Protection of witnesses in criminal procedure and assistance to victims” which partly covered the issue, in the segment concerning the manner of giving statement by a juvenile for the purpose of their protection. In June and July 2008, 5 workshops were held, attended by 89 judges, court advisors and state attorneys.

· “Manipulating children during divorce”: a round table was held in October 2008, organised by the Polyclinic for the Protection of Children of the City of Zagreb, the Ombudswoman for children and the Judicial Academy, which was attended by 31 judges. The aim of organising the round table was undertaking joint activities in preventing manipulation of children after the break-up of families.

· “Youth crime, adolescent victims, youth courts”: a seminar organised by the Judicial Academy in cooperation with the German Foundation for International Legal Cooperation (IRZ) in December 2008 in order for Croatian judges and state attorneys to gain an insight in the structure and task of youth courts in Germany and to get familiarised with the functioning of criminal law for youth. It was attended by 46 judges of municipal and county courts, court advisors and deputy state attorneys.

· “Extra- judicial procedures according to the novelties of the Family Act”: the continuation of the training in the light of new provisions that came into force as of 1st January 2008. 5 workshops were held, attended by 105 judges of county and municipal courts that judge in family matters.

· A three-day seminar and the closing meeting “Improving inter-sectoral cooperation in preventing family violence on the community level” for experts in direct contact with victims and perpetrators, co-organised by the Judicial Academy and the Society for Psychological Assistance and  the Matra programme of the Dutch Ministry of Foreign Affairs:

Police

· The process of training special police officers is performed through a specialised course which, in accordance with the curriculum adopted by the Ministry of the Interior, is performed in duration of eight weeks. Participants who successfully complete this course are certified as specialised officers, which is a basic precondition for assigning them to workplaces within the police system the scope of which includes, besides juvenile delinquency,  the issues related to criminal justice protection of children and juveniles and family violence. The condition for placing police officers on these workplaces within the police system is higher education mainly of social orientation (BSc criminalist, social worker, pedagogue, psychologist, social worker, lawyer, etc.).

Specialised police officers for youth act in issues of criminal justice protection of children and juveniles, juvenile delinquency, misdemeanours perpetrated by juveniles, family violence, escapes and flights of juveniles from parents’ home and institutions, omitting parental care on the ban of harmful company and ban on night going outs for persons younger than 16 and participate in the implementation of preventive programmes in the field of juvenile delinquency and crime and crime against youth and family.

Actions of specialised police officers in these issues also include team work with police officers of other lines of work and a cooperation with social welfare services, health services, educational services, civil society organisations and other institutions responsible for the care and upbringing of youth.

The first course for specialised police officers for youth that act in issues of criminal justice protection of children and juveniles, issues of juvenile delinquency and family violence started at the end of 2000. Since 2000 until today, the course has been completed by a total of 279 police officers.

· Conducted trainings of police officers that include programmes on the protection of children from abuse and neglect: 

A) Specialised course for preventing juvenile delinquency: 

2004 – for 23 participants of generation VII,

2005 – for 28 participants of generation VIII,

B) Basic course for the work of police officers in issues of crimes perpetrated by juveniles:

· in 2008, in Ainring (Germany), conference “Easter Days in Ainring 2008” was held on the topic “Violence in near social environment – detection/prevention/prosecution”,

· in 2008, regional conference was held in Budapest on the topic of preventing trafficking in juveniles,  

· in 2008, in Minsk (Belarus) international conference was held on the topic “Violence against children: Challenges and manners of prevention”, 

· in 2008, in The Hague (the Nertherlands), a specialist course was held on understanding the perpetrators of sexual criminal acts against children, 

· in 2008, in Sofia (Bulgaria), the III regional forum police in community was held on the topic “Social differences and police in community”,

· in 2008, in Den Hague (the Netherlands), annual meeting of experts was held on the prevention of child abuse, 

· in 2009, in Paris (France), study trip was made on the topic “Youth and violence”, 

· in 2009, in Prague (Czech Republic), conference of experts engaged in prevention of family violence was held, 

· in 2009, in Warsaw (Poland), expert meeting of the Salzburg forum was held, on the topic of safety of children on the Internet, 

· in 2009, in London (Great Britain), study trip was made with the aim to get familiar with the work of London police and Centre for On-line Protection of Children, 

· in 2009, study trip was made to London (Great Britain), within the TAIEX programme of pre-accession assistance of the European Commission “Application of the European Union Acquis in the Field of Police Assistance to Vulnerable Victims of Crime”, 

· in 2009, study trip was made to Amsterdam, Den Hague and Rotterdam, within the Matra project of the Dutch Ministry of Foreign Affairs on the topic “Building capacities for coherent reaction to family violence in community”.

· in 2009, seminar held in Skopje, organised by France Cooperation Internationale, on the topic of family violence, 

· in 2009, on the topic of building and implementation of the programme of addiction in schools and local community, TAIEX SEMINAR was held in Zagreb,

· in 2009, within the TAIEX programme, study visit was made to the Austrian police during which the knowledge on police practice and procedures in case of family violence were gathered. 

· Every police station and police administration in the Republic of Croatia has specialised police officers for youth who act in issues of criminal justice protection of children and youth, issues of juvenile delinquency and family violence. On the Ministry level, the Division for juvenile delinquency and crime against youth and family was established, which is responsible also for control and directional activities of police administration units and cooperation with other public administration bodies, institutions and organisations responsible for care and upbringing of youth. 

· The Ministry of the Interior monitors and analyses indicators related to recorded cases of child abuse and neglect, the number of educated police officers for youth who have completed the specialised course for acting in issues of criminal justice protection of children and youth, issues of juvenile delinquency and family violence and other indicators important for improving working conditions of experts engaged in protection of children against abuse and neglect.

· During 2009, the Ministry of the Interior nominated the project called “Strengthening Capacities of the Ministry of the Interior in the Field of Preventing Sexual Exploitation and Abuse of Children and Providing Assistance to Vulnerable Victims of Crime” within the pre-accession assistance programme of the European Commission IPA 2009. By realising this project, working conditions of police officers for youth responsible for investigating criminal acts of sexual exploitation and abuse of children would significantly improve. The project consists of a twinning component and purchase of equipment. The twinning component of the project would also include collection of data and analysis of characteristics, scope and trends in reported and unreported sexual exploitation and abuse of children, collection of data and analysis of the existing legislation that regulates police actions in investigating sexual exploitation and abuse of children, collection of data and analysis of police practice in investigating sexual exploitation and abuse of children, production of the final report, production of inter-sectoral protocol on procedures in case of sexual exploitation and abuse of children, training of police officers on general knowledge and skills in investigating sexual exploitation and abuse of children and training of trainers for further transfer of knowledge and skills on investigating sexual exploitation and abuse of children. Purchase of equipment would include equipping with special furniture 45 rooms for interviewing children and juveniles, purchase of 28 sets of digital equipment for audio-visual recording of interviews with children and purchase of 30 computer sets with appropriate programmes for computer search and data storage. The total value of the project amounts to EUR 1.6 million. The project is expected to be realised during 2010.  

·  Programme of education of police officers for preventing hate crimes, launched by OSCE-ODIHR, was presented for the first time at the OSCE Conference on Anti-Semitism and other forms of intolerance. During June 2006, the Programme of education of police officers for recognising and preventing hate crimes was started at the Croatian police academy. The programme was developed by police experts and experts for hate crimes from seven OSCE countries: Canada, France, Germany, Spain, Hungary, Great Britain and United States of America. The programme was designed, developed and conducted for police officers. The first training for trainers – 10 police officers was held from 28th to 30th June 2006 at the Police academy in Zagreb. In addition to employees of the Ministry of the Interior, representatives of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and European Integrations and Office for Human Rights and representatives of NGOs also participated in the training. 

Social welfare
· Within the reform of the social welfare system, trainings were held for professionals from children homes selected for testing the “methodological centres” concept. These trainings related to the organisation and work of methodological centre, which was envisaged as an institution of social welfare that provides services to its users, and due to the quality of its work, it was selected for active development of various work methods with users, coordination and development of good practice and transfer of practise to other similar institutions in order to develop and/or maintain the high quality of work. Education of professionals was conducted through professional meetings, seminars, lectures, implementation of projects in cooperation with the UNICEF Office for Croatia, University of Zagreb and NGOs. In addition, a certain number of professionals from social welfare institutions were granted a paid postgraduate studies, as well as additional education in various psychotherapy methods. 

· Based on the gathered data on completed trainings of professionals from social welfare centres, especially those related to education for work with children and families, the analysis of competence of professionals for work with children and families was created. It was determined that a large number of professionals have various additional trainings, but with new categories of users the social welfare deals with, as well as new forms of family pathology, the constant need for further education of professionals is visible, in order to achieve the desired degree of their competence. 

· In addition, supervision in social welfare has not yet been institutionalised through the Social Welfare Act, but within various projects, approximately 150 employees of the system, working with children, are included in the regular supervision. Some institutions for children organised supervision for their professionals, for which funds are ensured through the annual financial plan of the institution. 

· With the aim to train experts from social welfare centres for group work with children without adequate parental care that are not separated from own home, during 2006, in cooperation with the Study centre for social work of the Faculty of Law at the University of Zagreb, an intensive education of social workers for more efficient assistance to families in crisis was held, in order for the least possible number of children to be forced to leave their biological parents in the region of Slavonia. Developing a model of a more efficient assistance to families in crisis resulted in the preparation of a textbook for social workers and defining criteria for family evaluation, which will enable social workers to make better decisions, and families to obtain appropriate measures of assistance.

· For professionals in homes for children and youth with behavioural disorders, homes for children and youth without adequate parental care, homes for children and adults – victims of family violence and representatives of the social welfare centres, in 2007, education was organised under the title “Training Upbringing Skills” on detection, consequences and treatment of child abuse and neglect. The education was organised through five two-day seminars, and it included 165 participants, primarily educators from homes for children and other professionals directly working with children. 

· On the professional meeting of directors of social welfare centres held in 2007, with the aim to detect all forms of child abuse and neglect, for directors of all social welfare homes, expert lectures were held on the topics “Role of a psychologist in a Home for children and adults – victims of family violence” and “Role of a social worker in a Home for children and adults – victims of family violence”.

· Within CARDS project 2004 “Strengthening Capacities of the Republic of Croatia for Combating Drug Trafficking and Drug Abuse” which was conducted at the Office for Combating Drug Abuse of the Government of the Republic of Croatia, during 2007, a pilot education for the MOVE preventive programme was held. The education was intended for professionals who meet youth of risky behaviour in their scope of work, and those who engage in counselling, and come from social welfare centres, services for prevention and outpatient treatment of addiction, school medicine services, NGOs and homes for care of children and youth. Until February 2008, 12 educators were trained who during June 2008 conducted three-day trainings for the MOVE preventive programme. The trainings were held in 6 towns: Split, Slavonski Brod, Varaždin, Zagreb, Rijeka and Daruvarske toplice. The education was planned to include all doctors and nurses in school medicine services as well as workers in services for prevention of addiction and workers in social welfare centres and in pupils’ hostels.

· Training was held on conducting preventive programmes and on the implementation of special obligations with children and youth of risky behaviour and with children and youth from risky families, for professionals working in the field of protection of children and youth with behavioural disorders. In addition, trainings were also held on the topic “Social welfare system in taking measures against juveniles with problems of addiction to drugs and alcohol”. On regional levels, trainings were also organised for professionals from homes for children without adequate parental care, aimed at better recognition of children needs.   

· In 2008, in cooperation of the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare, Office for Combating Drug Abuse and Croatian National Institute of Public Health, training was held under the title MOVE – Short motivation intervention in which approximately 150 professionals from the social welfare system participated. MOVE represents a form of counselling which in short time period gives good results and may be applied in various situations. It is based on the client-oriented approach and on social and psychological theories on changing attitudes and behaviour. 

· During 2008, training of professionals from homes for children was held with the aim to recognise forms of abuse and neglect. The training was conducted through programmes and projects of associations financed by the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare. In addition, professionals from homes for children also participated in various trainings that were held on the local level. A portion of professionals was included in therapy education, which significantly improves the quality of care provided to children placed in these homes.

· The rule books prescribe the contents and duration of training and education of a foster family. The bearer of training is the social welfare centre which in the training and education includes also external experts. Foster parents who care for children with physical or mental disabilities and children with behavioural disorders are additionally educated on types and characteristics of disabilities, approach and manner of work with disabled children, specific characteristics of these children related to development of motorics, cognition, communication and speech, socialisation, characteristics of puberty and adolescence, acquisition of practical skills, development of other abilities, integration, sexuality field and sexual education of children with difficulties. For children with behavioural disorders, foster parents are educated on the causes of behavioural disorders and the selection of education methods and discipline methods. Foster parents who care for children victims of family violence are additionally educated on the definition and forms of family violence, dynamics of abuse in family, characteristics of victims and perpetrators of violence, protection of family violence victims and planning of safety. Training and education of foster parents lasts for a minimum of 20 hours, and is conducted through lectures, workshops and group and practical work. Social welfare centres continually conducted the education of foster families in their area. In the process of renewing the licence for fostering, all foster families, a total of 2675, were included in the education. During 2007, 131 foster families were educated, and during 2008, 114 new foster families were educated that have not received any of users into accomodation yet. As the Foster Care Act places a special emphasis on this activity, a by-law regulation that is effective since 6th May 2008 prescribes the contents and duration of training and education of foster families, depending on the category of users they care for. Systematic three-year education, started in 2006, was organised in the field of foster care supervision. The education was completed in 2008, and 40 professionals participated.

Professionals working in foster care are continually educated through the project “Improving the Quality of Foster Care for Children in the Republic of Croatia”, conducted by the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare together with the UNICEF Office in the Republic of Croatia. 7 county centres for support to foster care were formed with a total of 54 professionals. For them, 8 two-day trainings were organised, covering various aspects of foster care, and a continuous supervision was also ensured, conducted by 7 supervisors. One of very important activities and effects of educated members of county support centres is certainly forming 35 support groups for 364 foster parents and 14 support groups for 138 children in foster care. Support groups have undoubtedly achieved significant results with those to who they were intended.

In addition, four regional training and promotion seminars were organised for professionals from the social welfare system, in which professionals from family centres, county courts and town and county offices for health and social welfare also participated. The purpose of these seminars was the presentation of the results of research on attitudes and characteristics of foster carers for children in the Republic of Croatia and a discussion with the aim to create common guidelines for further improvement in the foster care for children. 300 professionals participated. 

· the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare participated in the implementation of the project “The Right of the Child to Life in Family: professional assistance to families with children and supervision over parental care as the support process for successful parenting” the aim of which was to educate and train professionals from social welfare centres from eastern Slavonia for a quality implementation of supervision measures over parental care with the aim to prevent separation of a child from a family through this measure, and to direct parents through a quality professional assistance to parenting skills and higher responsibility in caring for the child.

Family centres

· In accordance with the Plan of training and expressed needs, professionals from family centres since their foundation in 2007 until today have attended a number of trainings related to children, of which we single out the most important ones: “The importance of early child development and incentive parenting”, “School for parents”, “Reality therapy and Theory of choice, Systematic approach to family”, “Positive parenting”, “The right of the child to live in family, “I want, I like, I can differently” – training of parental competence, “Multidisciplinary approach and cooperation in interventions in the field of violence against and among children”, “Harmonising interventions with the needs of children and youth at risk”, “Foster care for children younger than 3”, Education for baby fitness, and similar.

Education

· During 2008 and 2009, in cooperation with the Education and Teacher Training Agency, and with coordination of professionals from the positive parenting field, activities for the education of pre-school institution workers and parents were launched, within the project of UNICEF Office for Croatia “Let’s Grow Together”. During 2008, trainings were held for representatives of 12 pre-school institutions whose representatives participated in the initial education and until the end of 2008 in their institutions conducted a set of 10 workshops, in which approximately 100 parents were educated. During 2009, 3 educational and supervisory cycles of workshops were held for professionals from 25 kindergartens, through which approximately 80 new professionals and teachers were educated, while through workshops approximately 400 parents were educated. In cooperation with the Education and Teacher Training Agency, mechanisms were developed for the implementation of these activities in other pre-school institutions in the Republic of Croatia. A professional textbook was prepared for its implementation through the work of expert service in day nurseries, as well as working materials for parents, with the purpose of as early as possible preventive action and strengthening parents, which are included on the voluntary basis. A programme of “school for parents” under the title “Let’s Grow Together” was designed and tested, and professional textbook for its implementation through the work of professionals in day nurseries was prepared, as well as working materials for parents, with the purpose of as early as possible preventive action and strengthening parents, which are included on the voluntary basis. 3 educational and supervisory cycles of workshops were held, for professionals from 25 kindergartens, through which approximately 120 professionals and teachers were educated and in cooperation with the Education and Teacher Training Agency, mechanisms were developed for the implementation of these activities in other pre-school institutions. With necessary adaptation, this programme of work with parents might be applied also to parents at risk, in cooperation with social welfare centres. Workshops for parents “Let’s Grow Together” were conducted in cooperation with 25 kindergartens from the entire Republic of Croatia, including approximately 250 parents. Posters, brochures, DVDs and other educational materials for support to parents of small children were distributed all over Croatia through institutions for social welfare and other relevant institutions.

· In 2009, the Education and Teacher Training Agency developed a two-year programme of professional training in which civil education was included. During 2009, the mandatory professional training organised by the Education and Teacher Training Agency in cooperation with experts from NGOs, university experts and teachers – heads of county professional councils for democratic citizenship and human rights covered 1,485 of educational workers on the state, inter-county, county, town and school levels. 

· Professional meetings “School Preventive Programmes – role of school in the addiction prevention” are also being held, published in the Catalogue of professional meetings of the Education and Teacher Training Agency for carers, professional associates, teachers, heads of county professional councils of teachers in younger classes, etc. Textbook School programmes of addiction prevention has also been printed and is distributed in these meetings. 
Health care

· Educational seminar in the field of prevention of violence in schools for school medicine doctors held in 2004, with participation of approximately 80% of school medicine doctors, Educational seminar in the field of prevention and improvement in mental health of children for school medicine doctors held in 2005, with participation of approximately 75% of school medicine doctors and Permanent Training Course “News From the Field of Reproductive Health of Adolescents” for school medicine teams and other public health workers, started in 2007.

· The Ministry of Health and Social Welfare in cooperation with the Polyclinic for protection of children of the City of Zagreb organised in 2009 six two-day professional courses under the title “Prevention and Interventions in the Field of Child Abuse and Neglect” intended for doctors specialists paediatricians and doctors specialists of school medicine. The aim of the education was informing on emergence of abuse and neglect in child and adolescent age, sensitising for the issues of abuse and neglect of children in family and peer environment, on possibilities of prevention and intervention in work with children and families, familiarising with manners of communication with children and families, and familiarising with the role of a doctor in the context of a multidisciplinary approach. 

· UNICEF Office for Croatia supported the organisation of meetings in the field of social paediatrics, in cooperation with the Croatian Paediatric Society and Croatian Society for Preventive and Social Paediatrics. In June 2008, two professional symposiums were organised: 20th Symposium of social and preventive paediatrics on the topic “Impact of Diet on the Early Development of a Child” and 3rd Symposium of patronage nurses on the topic “Prevention of Accidents with Children”. Around two hundred health care employees participated in the symposium – doctors paediatricians, patronage nurses, nurses employed in pre-school institutions, employees of the Croatian National Institute of Public Health and other experts from the field of early child development. 

· Professional training, organised by the Institute of Public Health of the County of Primorje and Gorski Kotar, the Faculty of Medicine of the University of Rijeka and Faculty of Philosophy in Rijeka, under the title “Promotion of Health and Addiction Prevention” for professional associates and teachers was organised in five modules during 2009. Each module contained 40-60 hours and was organised through 2-3 three-day sessions.
Education of target groups in relation to prevention of human trafficking

· The Ministry of Health and Social Welfare conducted education of professional associates employed in the social welfare system. Seminars under title “Protection of Victims of Human Trafficking” were held for professional employed in social welfare centres.

·  A series of seminars was organised also on the topic “How Employees of the Local Government Bodies May Contribute to Prevent Human Trafficking”. 

· Seminars for health workers (doctors and nurses) were also organised. Seminars on public health problems of victims of human trafficking were held on the topic “Medical Assistance to Victims of Human Trafficking”. 

· In addition, trainings were organised for employees of the Ministry of the Interior in all fields included in the work related to the prevention of human trafficking and for attendants of the Judicial Academy and the Diplomatic Academy, as well as for representatives of media and NGOs included in the system.  

· Seminar on the topic of preventing child trafficking was also held for employees of refuge centers. On this two-day seminar, the National plan for prevention of child trafficking was presented, and activities and protocols of procedures related to identification, accommodation and providing assistance to children – victims of human trafficking were separately presented, and promotional materials were distributed. 

· During 2007, the Ministry of Science, Education and Sports, in cooperation with the Education Agency organised a seminar for professionals from primary schools and kindergartens.

· In organisation of the Office for Human Rights in 2008, seminar for journalists was held on the topic “How to Report on Human Trafficking Issues”. Special attention was given to the protection of identity, privacy, family and other circumstances of children and juveniles in media reporting and investigative journalism, experience of reporting on the topic of human trafficking and importance of preventing a secondary victimisation of human trafficking victims as well as avoiding sensationalism in reporting on the subject. After the seminar, 20 journalists were educated on the subject. 
· Organisations of civil society connected in the informal network of associations PETRA who are active participants of the National Committee for prevention of human trafficking, organised for pupils of final years interactive workshops in secondary schools on the topic of preventing human trafficking. Lectures were also organised on the topic of preventing human trafficking in cooperation with associations of young volunteers. 
· In 2009, the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare organised a specialised training for members of mobile teams for providing first assistance and protection to victims of human trafficking. In this seminar participated 21 police officers for organised crime, 8 representatives of NGOs that participate in assistance to victims of human trafficking, 4 representatives of the Croatian Red Cross and 4 representatives from social welfare centres – a total of 37 participants. One of the topics was “Care for a Child Victim of Human Trafficking Within he Social Welfare System”, and during the lectures, the subject was legislative and institutional framework, basic principles of care for a child victim of human trafficking, manner of interviewing the child victim, shelters for children victims of human trafficking, placement of a child victim of human trafficking and return of a child of a foreign citizen.

· Seminars were held for employees of military police (30 persons), police officers of the criminal police (28 persons), family centres (20 persons), homes for children with behavioural disorders and homes for children without adequate parental care (71 children), as well as education workers and pupils (70 persons).
· Office for Human Rights continually conducts trainings of all target groups foreseen in the National Plan for the Prevention of Human Trafficking 2009 – 2011, in which children are marked as especially significant target group. Office for Human Rights organised workshops on the phenomenon of human trafficking for pupils of primary schools and Homes for children and youth.
· Pursuant to the Decision on the Allocation of Funds for the Projects of Civil Society Organizations in the Area of Protection, Respect for and Promotion of Human Rights in 2010, the Office for Human Rights envisaged the amount of HRK 100,000.00 for projects of education of target groups (police officers, state attorneys, judges, health, education and social workers, army officers, civil society representatives, tourism workers, diplomatic and consular personnel, journalists, pupils and pupils) on human trafficking.
National minorities

· Within the Catalogue of professional meetings, the Education and Teacher Training Agency during 2008 organised 21 professional meetings for teachers who organise and hold classes in accordance with the Law on Education in the Language and Script of National Minorities. A total of 1760 education workers who teach and hold classes in languages and scripts of national minorities participated in the professional meetings.

· In cooperation with the Ministry of Science, Education and Sports, the Education and Teacher Training Agency organised in 2008 professional meetings for teachers and professional associates in primary schools in which education is conducted in languages and scripts of national minorities. A total of 282 participants attended these professional meetings. 
· In 2009, organised by the Education and Teacher Training Agency, 26 professional meetings were held for 1106 teachers: for teachers of Hungarian national minority – three (3) professional meetings – 101 participants, for teachers of Serbian national minority – eleven (11) professional meetings – 602 participants, for teachers of Italian national minority – twelve (12) professional meetings – 403 participants. The funds for the realisation of the professional meetings were ensured by the Education and Teacher Training Agency and founders of schools who refund costs of teacher participation in professional meetings to schools. For teachers of Czech national minority, the Ministry co-financed two (2) professional meetings for (20) participants, and for teachers of Slovak national minority, it co-financed one (1) professional meeting for eight (8) participants.

· Section 7. of the Appendix to the Guidelines (General Principles – Respect For The Views Of The Child)
· The number of associations and organisations of children and youth and the note related to the number of their members is shown in the Report in the section Freedom of association and freedom of peaceful assembly.
· In accordance with the provisions of the Education Act, pupils’ councils are established in schools, consisting of representatives of pupils from each class. A representative of the council participates in the work of school bodies when deciding on rights and obligations of pupils, without a voting right. The manner of election and the scope of work of the pupils’ councils are determined by the school articles of association. The National Pupils’ Council of the Republic of Croatia is the highest body of pupils of primary and secondary schools on the national level. It is s representative body of all pupils and an advisory body to the Ministry of Science, Education and Sports since 2005, in which 21 pupils represent each of the counties in the Republic of Croatia and the City of Zagreb. The task of the Council is: representing pupils in all issues at the national level related to them, their work and educational system; in public and institutions significant to the educational system and pupils, caring for obligations, rights and interests of pupils and representing them, preparing and submitting proposals to the Minister of Science, Education and Sports on issues important to pupils, their work and results in education, proposing measures for improvement in (conditions of) work in schools, helping pupils in fulfilling school, out-of-curriculum and other obligations, promoting interests of pupils with special needs and looking for solutions in relation to problems they meet every day, promoting sport spirit and combat against all forms of addiction among pupils, encouraging and maintaining the dialogue culture and tolerance among pupils in relation to national, racial and religious differences, developing cooperation of pupils with pupils in other countries, promoting innovation and scientific spirit among pupils, strengthening the structure of pupils’ council in the Republic of Croatia and pupil representation, and for the purpose of promoting democracy, transparency and representation among pupils, helping in personality building and strengthening identity of pupils.

Regarding the table above it should be mentioned that mental retardation, central nervous system impairments, voice and speech communication disorders as well as chromosomopaties and inborn anomalies are the most common causes of disability and severe developmental difficulties. In around 80% of disabled children and children with severe developmental difficulties the cause of disability or comorbid diagnosis, contributing to the severity of their disability, is from the abovementioned groups of cause of disability or severe developmental difficulties. In around 20% of disabled children the cause of disability is mental retardation, with almost 54% share of mild mental retardation Central nervous system impairment is the cause of disability in around 20% of disabled children and the most common impairments include: infantile cerebral paralysis and epilepsies that cause disability. Chromosomopaties and inborn anomalies are the cause, or comorbid diagnosis, contributing to the level of functional impairment, in around 13 % of children. In this group, the most common chromosomopaty is the Down syndrom as well as congenital heart and blood vessel defects and defects of the muscular and skeletal system as the most common types of congenital defects. Voice and speech communication disorders are the cause of disability or comorbid diagnosis, contributing to the level of functional impairment in 27 % of disabled children and children with severe developmental difficulties. Mental and behavioural disorders are the cause of disability or comorbid diagnosis contributing to the level of functional impairment in around 8% of children. The most common diagnoses causing disability, due to the impaired social functioning of a child, are behavioural disorders in childhood, conditioned by an organic factor or a psychopathological condition, as well as the hyperkinetic disorder. Impairment of other organs or organ systems is the cause or comorbid diagnosis contributing to the severity of disability in around 9% of children. The most common diagnoses causing disability or severe developmental difficulties are the consequence of neoplasms, diabetes mellitus and bronchial asthma. Impairment of the locomotive system is the cause or comorbid diagnosis, contributing to the severity of disability, in around 5% of children, the most common diagnoses causing disability or severe developmental difficulty being those from the group of deforming dorsopathies. Visual impairment (blindness or partial sightedness) is the cause of disability in around 4% of children, and the impairment of hearing (deafness or partial deafness) is the cause of disability in around 4% as well. Peripheral nervous system impairments are the cause of disability in around 1.2 % of children, the most common diagnosis being muscular dystrophy. It should also be noted that there are 2% of children with pervasive developmental disorders (autism). Around 40% of children suffer from multiple impairments. Data on children suffering from mulitple impariments are also being recorded in the educational and welfare systems pursuant to a separate article of the relevant regulation. There were 5794 pupils in the educational system and 5926 children in the welfare system with multiple impairments.

· In 2002 and 2006, an international research Health Behaviour in School-Aged Children (HBSC) was conducted in Croatia, which serves as a source of data on sexual behaviour and behaviour regarding drug and alcohol abuse among teenagers in 2006 and changes in behaviour as compared to 2002. The research included a representative sample of around 4500 pupils aged 11, 13 and 15: 

a) Smoking (male and female pupils aged 11, 13 and 15)

As compared to 2002, no significant increase in experimenting with cigarettes was observed in 2006, whereas daily smoking increased in both sexes. The proportion of girls aged 11 and 13 experimenting with cigarettes as well as those smoking regularly (weekly or daily) is smaller than the proportion of boys of the same age, whereas the proportion of girls aged 15 is higher than the proportion of boys (Table 17.d).

b) Alcohol abuse (male and female pupils aged 11, 13 and 15) 

There was an increase in alcohol abuse in 2006, as compared to 2002. There were 34 % of boys aged 15 drinking beer at least once a week, 24% drinking wine and 12% drinking hard liquor. There were 13% of girls drinking beer or wine every week or more often and 9% of girls drinking hard liquor. The incidence of getting drunk two and/or more times in the researched age groups is shown as a possible risk behaviour for the development of problems regarding alcohol abuse. Boys in all age groups are more prone to getting drunk than girls and there i san increase as compared to 2002 (Table 17.e).

c) Marijuana abuse (male and female pupils aged 15)

In 2006, there were 17% of boys and 11% of girls reporting to have tried marijuana at least once. Most of them did it 1-2 times (8% boys and 5% girls), whereas 4% of boys and 2% of girls reported to have smoked marijuana frequently (40 times or more). There was a smaller proportion of 15-year-old male pupils who had ever tried marijuana as compared to 2002 (16% in 2002, 14% in 2006). 

d) Gender differences 

Gender differences in smoking, alcohol and marijuana abuse were surveyed in ten largest cities and the areas outside the largest cities. Male pupils drink alcohol more often than female pupils in both the largest cities and the areas outside the largest cities, except at the age of 15 when girls in cities become equal with boys. In the areas outside the ten largest cities, boys aged 11 smoke more than girls, whereas girls aged 15, living in the ten largest cities, smoke more than boys. There is no gender difference in marijuana abuse among 15-year-olds living in one of the ten largest cities, whereas in other areas boys smoke marijuana more often than girls. 
e) Sexual behaviour (male and female pupils aged 15)

In 2006, 28.6% of boys and 16.5% of girls engaged in early sexual activity (at the age of 15 or earlier), which represents an increase as compared to 2002 ( 23% of boys and  10% of girls). As compared to 2002, there was an increase in the proportion of pupils using condoms and a decrease in the proportion of pupils not using any protection. In 2006, 76% of boys and 77% of girls used condom during the last sexual intercourse. Risky methods of calculating ovulation and interrupted intercourse were used by 8% of girls and 6% of boys 8 (in 2002, 8% of girls and 12% of boys). Oral contraceptives were used by 8% of girls. A total of 15% of boys and 11% of girls reported using no protection during the last intercourse. 

· European School Survey on Alcohol and Other Drugs 


Data on drug and alcohol abuse in 2007 are shown in the European School Survey on Alcohol and Other Drugs (ESPAD). The survey was then conducted for the fourth time (1995, 1999 and 2003) and included a representative sample of around 3200 pupils aged 15. 

a) Smoking

The number of pupils smoking stabilized; in 1995, 66% of girls tried smoking at least once, 67% in 1999 and 69% in 2003 and 2007. In 2007, there were 68% of girls and 65% of boys who tried smoking at least once. In the period from 1995 till 2003 there was an increase in the number of daily smokers (from 26% of boys and 19% of girls in 1995 to 29% of boys and 27% of girls) after which the number stagnated (29% of boys and 26% of girls). 

b) Alcohol abuse 

Since 1995 there has been an increasing trend of alcohol abuse in both sexes, present in all indicators of risky drinking (drinking at least once in a lifetime, drinking 6 or more and 10 or more times during the last month, drinking 5 or more drinks in a row). Thus, 55% of male pupils and 43% of female pupils had 5 or more drinks in row (binge drinking) during the last month, which represents an increase as compared to previous years. The prevalence of alcohol abuse among girls is still increasing constantly (Table 17.f).

c) Psychoactive drugs 

From 1955 till 2003 the number of pupils experimenting with marijuana was increasing. In 2007, their number decreased, so that 20% of male and 15% of female first-grade high-school pupils tried smoking marijuana at least once, whereas 12% of male and 8% of female pupils tried smoking marijuana 3 or more times. Although the proportion of those who have experimented with marijuana stabilized up to a point, the proportion of children who use marijuana more frequently (therefore, being more at risk) is not decreasing. There was an increase in ecstasy abuse all until 2003, while a decrease was recorded in 2007 among both boys and girls. Taking tranquilizers/sedatives (excluded those prescribed for any reason by a doctor) is more present among girls in the entire surveyed period. The use has constantly been decreasing since 1995 (Table 17.g).

As regards data shown in the table above it should be mentioned that adolescents were in most cases treated in the Services for the Prevention and Out-of-Hospital Treatment of Addicts. During the observed period 90% of adolescents, on the average, requested help in the Services. During the observed period there were no significant changes neither by years nor by the methods of treatment. Psychiatric Hospital for Children and Youth Zagreb and Psychiatric Hospital Lopača admit mainly patients under the age of 18 for in-patient treatment. Outpatient treatment for patients under the age of 18 is provided by the network of county services for mental health, prevention and outpatient treatment of addictions, school medicine clinics of the county institutes for public health, community health centres or out-patient clinics and counselling centres run by psychiatric hospitals at other locations.
