Annex No 7
Report data that may have become outdated due to more recent data collection or other new developments

It should be noted that some of the statistical and other information is not included in this section as it is reflected in the responses to preliminary questions from the UN Committee on the Rights of the Child.

12 p. of the report
Additional information: From May 1st 2019 new provision of the Civil Code entered into force – they establish that CP Service, having identified a threat to the child’s safety and placed the child in a safe environment, must apply to the court within 3 working days, and in exceptional cases when this is objectively impossible, within 5 working days for permission to take the child from his/her representatives in accordance with the law. The provision also entered into force that cases regarding the permission to take a child from his/her representatives are examined in accordance with the law in a closed court session and in oral proceedings, except in cases where the evidence in the case is sufficient for the court. Also, the Code of Civil Procedure has been supplemented with an important provision that the request for a court permission to take a child from his/her representatives must be examined by law no later than within 10 working days from the date of its acceptance. From January 1st 2020 in the Code of Civil Procedure new provision was established that when the court examines the case regarding the permission to take the child from his/her legal representatives, it is necessary that the legal representatives of the child are represented by a lawyer, who, if the parents wish, is appointed and paid for with state funds.

Updated information: 10.3 million Eur was allocated to the project “Creation of conditions for a sustainable transition from institutional care to family- and community-based services”; to ensure the activities of Foster Care Centers and mobile teams under CP Service – 18.6 million Eur was allocated; also, 15.0 million Eur was allocated to the project “Development of services that promote and effectively support child care in family-based environment”. To provide community-based social services – 17.4 million Eur was allocated; 14 million Eur  was designed too for children and 24.5 million Eur for persons with disabilities.

Updated information: The number of child rights protection specialists is increasing – from 642 employees in 2019 up to 751 positions in 2023.

Additional information: Foster Care Families Day is celebrated in Lithuania on the first Sunday of July. In order to raise awareness on child care and foster parents, and to change negative public attitudes about child foster care, in 2020-2023 the CP Service initiated and together with Foster Care Centers in each municipality implemented a week of events to celebrate the Foster Care Families Day. In addition to numerous events in each municipality, the summer festival of foster families “Children are children” was held for the past three years, in which all Lithuanian Foster Care Centers together with foster parents and fostered children, representatives of Lithuanian cities and district municipalities, and guests of the city participate. 
 
33 p. of the report
Updated information: a booklet “Child’s Constitution” was published – it is a special publication intended for children, their parents and other family members, other persons who are important in children’s lives. The publication contains information about children’s rights and responsibilities, where to seek help, with whom to share challenges arising in child’s life, and what adults should protect children from. Every year, this booklet is given to every first-grader in the country; a video clip about Child Constitution has also been created in 2023. In 2022, a poster about children’s rights was created on the basis of the Child Constitution. These posters were distributed to kindergartens and primary schools in the country and are currently used in many educational institutions as methodological material for informing about children’s rights.

35 p. of the report
Additional information: Every year, information campaigns are created by CP Service on relevant topics, such as the prevention of violence against children, adolescence, parental divorce, promotion of positive parenting, Child Rights Line.

44 p. of the report
Updated information: The Children’s Health Monitoring Information System (hereinafter referred to as CHMIS) was created, in which national health data of children and adult students attending educational institutions are collected centrally in one system. The data includes information on the height and weight indicators of children and students, physical education group, health recommendations regarding participation in educational activities and assessment of the condition of teeth and jaws. Data on visits to a public health specialist and children and student morbidity are also processed in CHMIS. Morbidity indicators for the CHMIS are obtained from the Compulsory Health Insurance Information System SVEIDRA, which collects data on the provided health care services (inpatient, primary level, specialized outpatient, admission-emergency care), paid from the PSDF.

62 p. of the report
Updated information: In 2020-2021 during the COVID-19 pandemic, 0-17 years old children’s sickness from many diseases decreased, primarily due to a decrease in children’s visits to health care institutions. In 2019 at least one disease was registered in 92.9% children, and in 2020 – 81.9%. As a result of the quarantine, infectious diseases have especially decreased. In 2020 compared to 2019 the number of children suffering from infectious and parasitic diseases decreased by 46%, those suffering from acute upper respiratory tract diseases and flu – by 39.3%. In 2021-2022 sickness in children increased and in 2022 at least one disease was registered in 91.9% of children.

63 p. of the report
Updated information: In 2019-2020 infant mortality decreased and in 2020 there were 2.7 stillbirths per 1,000 live births. In 2021 infant mortality increased slightly: 73 babies died, which is 3 more than in 2020, and in 2022 decreased again: 67 babies died, which is 6 babies less than in 2021. Infant mortality rate in 2022 – 3.1 stillbirths per 1,000 live births (3.3/1,000 in 2019). The most common causes of infant death in 2022 – infectious and parasitic diseases (40% of all infant deaths) and malignant tumors (40%).

66 p. of the report
Updated information: From 2019 on average, about 16 children aged 1-4 years died every year. Mortality rate during 2019-2022 increased from 10.1 to 16.2 cases per 100,000 inhabitants.

73 p. of the report – not relevant anymore.

74 p. of the report
Updated information: The Lithuanian code of ethics for public information strictly regulates the principles of informing about suicides. The Institute of Hygiene’s Suicide Prevention Unit monitors the media and advises journalists on appropriate reporting. Various electronic publications on the topic of suicide prevention for specialists in different fields (health care, family doctors, police officers, etc.) are published and freely accessible on the website of the institution (vpsc.lrv.lt).

75 p. of the report
Updated information: Based on the principle of inter-institutional cooperation, the activities of youth centers (in the absence of an open youth center – open youth spaces in the municipality) in the field of mental health promotion and prevention are strengthened, and the availability of psychological help for young people is increased. Municipal public health offices cooperate with open youth centers and spaces in providing psychological well-being and mental health strengthening services (individual and group).

76 p. of the report
Updated information: From 2021 Basic suicide prevention training is organized in public health offices, in which persons from the age of 16 can participate.
78 p. of the report
Updated information: From 2021 Mobile psychological aid crisis teams have started operating throughout Lithuania. Their teams provide crisis assistance to institutions, including education, communities, families/groups of persons (when 2 or more persons are affected) in the event of suicide, violent death, disappearance of a person, accident, injury or death of a person, rape, assault, other traumatic event.

79 p. of the report
Additional information: In 2022, after the establishment of the Child Rights Line in November, the Child Help Line was integrated into the Child Rights Line. The Child Rights Line is a consultation call center where child rights protection specialists are ready to answer questions of children and adults about the implementation of children’s rights in the country, to advise and refer help. The line is intended for everyone: children, parents, teachers, every responsible citizen of Lithuania. Consultations on the protection of children’s rights are provided free of charge in Lithuanian, English and Russian by phone on 8 800 10 800.

80 p. of the report
Updated information: Emotional support is provided by phone and online helplines – Youth Helpline, “Hope” Line and Helpline for Women are open 24/7, Children’s Helpline – daily from 11:00 am to 11:00 pm, Crisis Overcoming Center provides help for adults and teenagers Monday - Friday from 4:00 pm to 8 p.m. and Saturday from 12:00 to 16:00, and Linija doverija (for young people in Russian) from Tuesday to Saturday from 16:00 to 20:00.

82 p. of the report
Updated information: In 2022 to identify the risk of suicide as early as possible and to ensure the provision of continuous assistance, the description of the procedure for providing assistance to persons experiencing the threat of suicide has been updated.

83 p. of the report
Updated and additional information: In 2018 the suicide prevention sign “You are” has been developed. The website is currently live (www.tuesi.lt), which is constantly updated. It contains information on how to help yourself or someone else who is experiencing suicidal thoughts, where you can be referred or how to get help yourself. Also, there is a section dedicated to professionals who work with the threat of suicide.

99 p. of the report
Updated information: From 2009 until 2023 (end of March), 92 children were found in the “Life Box”, of which 59 children were adopted by families of LR citizens, 14 children were returned to their biological parents.

122 p. of the report
Updated information: From July 1st 2018 CP Service responds to reports of PVCR 24/7, without any exceptions. On January 1st 2020 a new procedure description establishing procedures for the assessment of PVCR was adopted – “Description of the Procedure for Assessing the Child’s Situation”, which replaced the previous procedure, i.e. “Description of the Procedure for Determining the Criteria of the Level and Level of Threat to a Child”. 
From January 1st 2020 the description of the procedure for child’s temporary supervision came into force, which establishes the procedures related to the child’s temporary supervision. This is a new child protection measure that aims to reduce the number of cases of children separation from their biological family even in the event of PVCR. After the evaluation of the child’s situation and the determination of the child’s protection need, taking into account the circumstances of the individual situation, a measure of child’s temporary supervision may be applied, i.e. the child remains in the family, the child’s representatives according to the law still are child’s parents or other legal representatives of the child, but the parents (or one of their) specified persons who can help the parents take care of the child is involved. Additionally, child’s temporary supervision can be established in the crisis center. Intensive support of the CP Service’s mobile team is initiated for the child’s parents and/or the child, and case management is initiated for the family.



147 p. of the report
Additional information: In July 2023 an agreement signed between Police Department, the General Prosecutor’s Office, MSSL, CP Service and CRPO in 2018 was updated significantly. The main goal of this amendment is that all institutions involved in the case of sexual violence against a minor have up-to-date information about protective measures, the need for assistance, so that actions are coordinated and carried out in the shortest possible time, to properly ensure the rights and legitimate interests of the minor and reduce the negative impact of the criminal process on the child. The amendments also stipulate that the cooperation of the institutions in working with missing and runaway children is foreseen, with the aim of prompt exchange of information, compatibility of actions. To properly implement these changes, CP Service will prepare recommendations with algorithm for responding to a report of a missing child, which will be relevant both within CP Service, during response, assessment of the child’s situation or foster care review, and for external entities (like legal representatives of the child, Foster Care Centers, service providers etc.).

156 p. of the report
Additional information: In 2021Help Center, in cooperation with CP Service prepared the “Recommendations for working with children who may have had sexual experiences” (updated in 2023). The recommendations are adapted for child rights protection specialists, but given the fact that they contain a lot of useful information for all other specialists working with children, they were also shared with law enforcement institutions and municipalities.

159 p. of the report
Updated information: It is noticeable that after the reform of the child rights protection system and the prohibition of all forms of violence against children, the number of identified cases of physical violence against children has increased significantly. It can be assumed that this shows that this form of violence is increasingly recognized and noticed in society, and tolerance for it is significantly decreasing. However, other forms of violence, especially psychological, are still relatively difficult to recognize.

163 p. of the report
Updated information: From 2018 to 2020 there were 12 mobile teams under CP Service, with 3 specialists each (a psychologist, a social worker, a specialist with knowledge and/or experience in working with people with addictions), the work lasted 14 days (excluding weekends and holidays) from the day the child was taken from his/her legal representatives. From 2020 two mobile teams (24 in total) were operating in each regional unit of CP Service. The term of work with family has been extended to 30 calendar days, with the possibility of extending work with family by 10 days. From 2023 there are 19 mobile teams under CP Service, which are composed of at least two different specialists – a psychologist and/or social worker, and/or a crisis management specialist. At least one of the team’s specialists must have completed training for addiction counselors and have at least 1 year of experience working with people who are addicted or who use psychoactive substances in a risky or harmful way and/or their families. The mobile team provides intensive individual or group counseling and/or other psychological and social assistance to a family in crisis for 30 days (it is possible to extend the work with the family for another 10 days) after determining the child protection need, in order to help manage the crisis, identify and solve the problems that have arisen so that the parents or the available only parent can meet child’s needs, create conditions for the child to develop and live in a safe environment, prepares recommendations for the case manager regarding the organization of further work with the family.

170 p. of the report
Updated information: To unify the practice of preparation of the conclusions of child rights protection specialists, which are submitted to the court regarding the pending dispute regarding the child, the requirements of the content of such conclusion were approved. From July 1st 2018 after the centralization of the function of child rights protection, changes were made and came into force in regards to these requirements, obliging CP Service to comply with these requirements when submitting a conclusion to the court. To ensure the smoothness of the process of submitting a conclusion to the court and to establish a unified form of the submitted conclusion, the “Conclusions submitted to the court in disputes over children” process and the form of the act of hearing the child’s opinion and conclusions submitted to the court in civil cases regarding disputes over children have been approved by the CP Service.

171 p. of the report
Additional information: From May 1st 2019, the provision came into force that the CP Service applies to the court for permission to take a child from his/her legal representatives within 3 working days, and in exceptional cases when it is objectively impossible, within 5 working days.

174 p. of the report
Updated information: In 2022 the Penal Code has been revised. In order not to separate individuals from their children, as well as children from their parents, this Code provides for various forms of visits between parents and children: short-term remote (video communication) or non-contact visit (up to two hours), contact visit (up to three hours), visits when it is allowed to leave the place of execution of the sentence (up to eight hours). Convicts, depending on the number of dates available, choose how they will exercise their right to visits. The number of visits that convicts can have with their minor children (adopted children) is not limited. Also, the Penal Code provides for other forms of communication between family members: writing letters, calling on the phone, internet telephony, short-term trips home.

175 p. of the report
Updated information: Juveniles serving a prison sentence in a semi-open prison in an ordinary group are given the opportunity to communicate with their parents, relatives or other persons (they can receive four visits per month, one of which takes place without the supervision of a representative of the prison institution; four times per month call, receive and send an unlimited number of letters per week). Well-behaved juveniles who serve their sentence in a semi-open prison in the conditions of a light group can communicate with their parents, relatives or other persons even more often (the number of dates, calls and letters sent and received is not limited). Juveniles serving a sentence in an open type of punishment place have the right to see other persons without restrictions after leaving the place of punishment, to receive handed over items, to have and use a phone at the place of punishment, as well as to use the Internet. If the convict serving the sentence at the place of execution of the open type sentence has no disciplinary sanctions or has no not fulfilled administrative penalties or measures of administrative impact, he may also be allowed once a week for up to two days outside of working hours to visit houses located in the territory of the LR or to visit relatives living in the territory of the LR, or , for the remaining three months until the end of the sentence, to serve this sentence in a house located in the territory of the LR. For impeccable behavior and progress in reducing the risk of criminal behavior, juvenile convicts serving prison sentences may additionally be allowed to leave the place of execution of the sentence for up to eight hours to see relatives, participate in educational, cultural, sports or other events organized outside the place of execution of the sentence, or may be granted an additional short-term trip to houses located in the territory of the LR.

176 p. of the report
Updated information: In order to reduce the possible negative impact of imprisonment on children and mothers, these persons may be allowed to live in residential premises located near the place of execution of the sentence owned, rented or otherwise legally used by the prison institution or by the convicts themselves. For this purpose, a mother and child home has been set up, which provides conditions that do not differ in any way from the living and household conditions of ordinary residents of the country. To ensure the proper behavior of these persons, they are supervised by prison officials, social workers and psychologists who work with them. All prisons have special meeting rooms with child-friendly areas, such as a play area, for meetings with close relatives. Number of children who grow up in prisons with their mothers:

Additional information: “<...> and in 2018 – between Lithuania and Ecuador and Jamaica, and in 2022 – between Lithuania and Tunisia, Bolivia and the Philippines.”.
179 p. of the report
Additional information: “<...> 2018 – 64, 2019 and 2020 – 38 in each year, in 2021 – 45, and in 2022 – 38.”.

181 p. of the report
Additional information: “<...> 2019 and 2020 – 10 applications each year, and in 2021 and 2022 - 8 applications each year.".

186 p. of the report
Additional information: From 2022 after the amendments to the Civil Code came into force, the GRL regulations on the organization of child care were significantly updated, which now include all procedures related to both temporary and permanent care. To ensure that in the shortest possible time a foster care family or professional foster care family, or foster care-based household that meets the child’s interests and needs is selected, a foster care place selection commission was launched in each municipality. The process of removing a child’s temporary foster parent from duties has been established too (in cases when the foster parent does not perform his/her duties properly). The term of the duration of temporary care does not apply anymore to temporary care established for the child of minor parents (to keep the child with his/her biological parents). It has been determined that CP Service is the legal representative of a child left without parental care until a caretaker is appointed for this child.
Considering the amendments to the Civil Code, the actions of CP Service upon receiving a notification about a PVCR in child care placement are now comprehensively regulated. Provisions have been established as to what actions must be taken by the CP Service if it is determined that the foster parent is not performing his/her duties properly or the actions of the foster parent pose a real danger to the child’s safety, health or life.
The new legal regulations establish the content of the file of the child in care settings, and the storage rules of necessary documents in this file, etc.
To ensure a faster evaluation of persons who want to become foster parents, professional foster parents, members of founders of foster care-based household, and to reduce the administrative burden on institutions, applications for the appointment of a person as a foster parent of a child are accepted at the CP Service.

187 p. of the report
Additional information: Specific terms have been set during which child care determination processes must be completed. A deadline has been set, within which CP Service must apply to the municipality with an instruction on establishing temporary care for the child. It is also established that the municipal administration is informed about the appeal to the court for the permission to take the child from his/her legal representative within one working day from the day of the appeal to the court. It was determined that the child’s temporary care is determined within three working days from the date of registration in the municipal administration of the order of CP Service on the determination of temporary care.

188 p. of the report
Additional and updated information: Under certain circumstances, the foster parent of a minor may be dismissed or suspended from performing his/her duties. During 2019 there were 16 cases when foster care in the family ended due to the removal of the foster parent from his/her duties, in 2020 there were 18 such cases, in 2021 - 17, in 2022 – 12, in 2023 – 10. In 2019 there were 9 cases when the foster care-based household was removed from their duties, in 2020 there were 9 such cases, in 2021 – 1, and in 2022 and 2023 there were no such cases. It should be noted that the cases of removal of foster parents have been decreasing in recent years. It can be assumed that such a change indicates the proper preparation of foster care families to care for children who have lost their parents’ care, as well as availability of developed and available services in the community for foster care families and children placed in their families. 

190 p. of the report
Updated information: The legal status of professional foster parents and Foster Care Centers was established in the law. At the end of 2019, there were 201 professional foster parents who take care of 251 children left without parental care; in 2020 – 204 professional foster parents who took care of 198 children, in 2021 – 219 professional foster parents who took care of 210 children, in 2022 – 231 professional foster parents who took care of 244 children.

192 p. of the report
Additional information: During the four years (2019-2022) of implementation of the Foster Care Centers strengthening activities, the number of specialists at these centers increased twice. By allocating funds from EU investment funds, the specialists were given opportunities to improve their competences. In total, 300,000 Eur was used to raise competences during the specified period.

193 p. of the report
Updated information: to ensure the implementation of the GIMK program in Lithuania in 2019-2023, 66 Foster Care Centers are operating throughout Lithuania that provide services to foster care parents, professional foster care parents, members of foster care-based household, adoptive parents, and persons preparing to become them. In 2019 GIMK services were provided by 67 institutions, in 2020-2023 – 66 institutions.

194 p. of the report
Updated and additional information: From January 1st 2016 foster care parents, members of foster care-based household, adoptive parents or persons who are preparing to become such persons must be continuously provided with the assistance of GIMK specialists in each municipality. According to the GIMK program, these services must be provided in the municipality by two certified persons who have an attestation certificate issued by CP Service. In 2019 197 persons had the right to carry out GIMK activities, of which 137 persons were active in this field, in 2020 209 persons had the right to carry out GIMK activities (133 were active), in 2021 216 persons had the right to carry out GIMK activities (133 were active), in 2022 225 persons had the right to carry out GIMK activities (143 were active).
On July 1st 2022 after the amendments to the Civil Code came into force, GIMK training is mandatory for every natural person who wants to become a foster care parent, professional foster care parent, member of foster care-based household, adoptive parent, as well as for a spouse of such person or a partner living together (in cases when marriage is not registered).

195 p. of the report
Additional information: During 2019 there were 282 positive conclusions for families and/or persons wishing to foster a child (236 in 2020, 274 in 2021, 199 in 2022), 131 positive conclusions for persons and/or families wishing to adopt (2020 - 87, in 2021 – 143, in 2022 – 94), 189 positive conclusions for close relatives who want to foster a child (2020 – 216, in 2021 – 252, in 2022 – 200), 82 positive conclusions for persons who want to become professional foster parents (88 in 2020, 60 in 2021, 55 in 2022), and 0 positive conclusions for members of the foster care-based households (8 in 2020, 3 in 2021, 6 in 2022). In 2022 1864 persons (1436 families) started attending training under the GIMK program, and 1680 persons (1259 families) completed it.

196 p. of the report
Additional information: During 2019-2022 155 persons were certified for the first time for 1 year by granting them the right to perform activities according to GIMK program (including training and assessment of persons wanting to foster or adopt the child), among them: in 2019 – 43 persons, 2020 – 44 persons, in 2021 – 2 persons, in 2022 – 26 persons. In 2019 137 CP Service’s certified persons provided services under the GIMK program in Foster Care Centers, in 202021  133 CP Service’s certified persons, in 2022 – 143 CP Service’s certified persons.

197 p. of the report
Additional information: From July 1st 2022 GIMK training is mandatory for every natural person (including child’s relatives) who wants to become a foster care parent, professional foster care parent, member of foster care-based household, adoptive parent, as well as for a spouse of such person or a partner living together (in cases when marriage is not registered).


200 p. of the report
Updated information: For persons who consider the possibility of fostering or adopting a child as well as to all existing foster care parents and adoptive parents, to be able to find information of interest to them in one place or to be directed to where they can find the desired information, a website was created (https://www. globoscentrai.lt/), which publishes systematic information about foster care and adoption, services provided by Foster Care Centers and their contact information, about foster care ambassadors, organized events, etc. In order to continuously raise awareness on foster care in Lithuania, Facebook profiles “Children are children” have been created for each municipality, where relevant information about child care, foster care stories, moments of events, etc. are constantly published.

202 p. of the report
Additional information: After determining the child’s temporary care, CP Service visits the fostered child for the first time no later than one month after the date of establishment of such care, later – as often as needed, but not less than every six months, counting from the temporary care determination day. If CP Service, after one year has passed from the establishment of temporary care, decides to continue temporary care for another six months (but not longer), the child is visited at least once during the extended period of temporary care. After permanent care of a child is established, the fostered child is visited for the first time no later than one month after the date of establishment of permanent care, later – as often as needed, but at least twice during the first year of permanent care, and in the second and subsequent years of permanent care – at least once a year.

203 p. of the report
Updated information: Temporary and permanent care of a child is organized according to the procedure established by the GRL regulations on the organization of child care. It is important that decisions regarding the extension and end of temporary care are made during the case management meetings by a joint decision of the representative of the institutions participating in the case management process.
From July 1st 2022 new terms for the monitoring of children care placements have been established (see p. 202).
Also, CP Service approved the description of the monitoring procedure of children care placements, which determines the actions of child rights protection specialists in carrying out this action.

Factors that led to such situation – a lower number of children available for adoption is recorded, fewer children agree to be adopted in foreign countries and more children are adopted in the LR. Comparing 2019-2022 and 2013-2018 statistical data of national adoption, the decrease is visible too (it decreased by 54%). However, comparing the last three years (2019-2022), a stable adoption trend can be seen, when about 60 children who have lost parental care are adopted per year.

234 p. of the report
Revised information: According to data as of 2022 there are 83 inpatient psychiatric beds and 9 day inpatients for children and adolescents in Lithuania. Other information provided in State report in 234 p. is not relevant anymore.

235 p. of the report
Updated information: In 2023 49 public health offices operate in Lithuania. The main functions of these offices are: providing information about the health of the population to the public, organizing and conducting health training in communities, schools, preschool institutions, creating and implementing public health improvement programs, monitoring data about the health of the population. Office public health care specialists provide various public (and children’s) health care services in educational institutions. Psychological well-being and mental health promotion services are provided in the offices as well. Services aimed at strengthening the psychological well-being and mental health of the population are provided individually or to groups. The content of the services includes practical group sessions on stress management, emotion recognition, conflict management, self-help group sessions, individual (up to 6 individual psychological consultations, which can be provided anonymously, if desired) or group psychological counseling for difficult life situations.

240 p. of the report
Updated information: In more complex cases, a psychiatrist or a psychotherapist can prescribe psychotherapy sessions for patients during a consultation (a doctor’s referral is required for these services). From 2020 PSDF funds cover 30 sessions per year instead of 24 psychotherapy sessions. Also, from 2022 the base price of specialist consultation has been increased by about 40% with PSDF funds and brought closer to private sector psychotherapy session rates.

242 p. of the report
Updated information: In order to promote well-being related activities, in 2016 the State Public Health Promotion Fund was established. The purpose of this fund is to support health preservation and strengthening activities, preventive projects, awareness raising and scientific research. In 2019 funds of State Public Health Promotion Fund amounted to EUR 3,087,000.00, in 2020 – EUR 3,248,000.00, 2021 – EUR 3,351,000.00, 2022 – EUR 3,303,000.00, 2023 – EUR 3,346,000.00. These funds are used to organize preventive projects, scientific research, and awareness raising campaigns.

Additional information: Since 1995 Lithuania participates in the International Study on Alcohol and Other Psychoactive Substances (ESPAD), since 1994 – in the international Student Lifestyle and Health Survey (HBSC).

248 p. of the report
Updated and additional information: In 2013 The Early Intervention Program (“Fred Goes Net”) has been launched in Lithuania for young people aged 14-21 who experiment with or irregularly use psychoactive substances (except tobacco). According to the description of the procedure for the implementation of the Early Intervention Program, young people who regularly use alcohol or drugs are directed to participate in 8-hours long peer group sessions. in 2022 The Early Intervention Program was implemented in 44 out of 60 municipalities (it was mostly implemented by municipal public health offices and Pedagogical Psychological Services or educational support services). In 2022 657 young people started attending the program sessions, of which 539 (82%) successfully completed the program. The number of young people participating in and completing the program is increasing, and the number of young people who successfully completed the program in 2022 was the highest during the entire duration of this program. In 2023 municipal public health offices plan that the Early Intervention Program will be implemented in all Lithuanian municipalities and over 1040 people will participate in it. In the future, further development of this program is expected.

251 p. of the report
Additional information: In Lithuania, 682 schools are recognized as health promoting schools and 233 schools are recognized as active schools. These schools carry out consistent, long-term health promotion activities in their communities, which include substance abuse prevention, as well as promoting physical activity and healthy eating.

253 p. of the report
Updated information: The National Agenda on Drug, Tobacco and Alcohol Control, Consumption Prevention and Harm Reduction until 2035 was adopted, which sets out strategic goals, directions and tasks, related inter alia, to the need to decrease the use of psychoactive substances by children and youth and the need to increase the variety and availability of services. To implement this strategic document, inter-institutional activity plans will be prepared and approved by the GRL.


254 p. of the report
Additional information: the age from which it is possible to buy and consume alcoholic beverages has been raised (from 18 to 20 years old). Legislative amendments were adopted, according to which from November 1st 2019 in Lithuania, it is forbidden to produce or sell food products, toys and other goods intended for children and teenagers, the design of which imitates alcoholic beverages and their containers. In order to further protect the population (especially its most vulnerable groups, children, teenagers, pregnant women, and the elderly) from smoke-polluted air, legislative amendments were adopted, according to which from January 1st 2021 the list of non-smoking places has been expanded, adding to it children’s playgrounds, public transport stops, balconies/terraces of apartments in apartments buildings, if there is an objection from even one resident of the building, outdoor cafes, except for places specifically designated for smoking. To reduce the attractiveness and consumption of electronic cigarettes among young people, from July 1st, 2022, amendments to the laws establishing restrictions related to electronic cigarettes came into force. From January 1st, 2025, it is planned to ban the display (demonstration) of tobacco products, electronic cigarettes, smoking herbal products and products intended for their consumption at retail outlets (except for specialized tobacco product shops).

256 p. of the report
Updated information: In 2023 indications for psychosocial rehabilitation were expanded – addictive disorders were included too.

257 p. of the report
Updated information: In 2021 the 2021-2024 Action Plan for Improving the Availability and Quality of Addiction Treatment and Harm Reduction Measures was adopted. According to it, several measures have been implemented – in 2022 a complex (inpatient and day inpatient) support center for children using psychoactive substances and their family members was opened in Vilnius. Also, in 2022, a complex (day inpatient, outpatient) care center for children and adolescents using psychoactive substances and their family members was opened in the Klaipėda (as the branch of the Republican Center for Addictive Disorders).

281 p. of the report
Updated information: General education of convicts is organized in closed and semi-open places of execution of sentence. The general education of convicts held in closed and semi-open places of execution of sentence is organized by the municipalities on whose territory these places are. In these places of execution of the sentence, the facilities necessary for the activities of the schools established by the municipal councils are provided by the institution of deprivation of liberty, that also pays the costs of operating and repairing these facilities and purchasing school furniture. Education funds for the implementation of the educational plan, for the purchase of textbooks and other teaching means and for the school economy are allocated from the state budget. Organizational issues of the general education of convicts held in closed and semi-open places of execution of sentence can be discussed in the agreements between the place of execution of sentence and schools providing general education for convicts. The general education of juvenile convicts kept in open-type prisons takes place in schools that operate outside the places of execution of sentence. The general education of convicts is carried out in accordance with the legal acts regulating the organization of the education system.

282 p. of the report
Additional information: Kaunas “Aitvaras” school has been established for juveniles incarcerated in the institution of places of deprivation of liberty.

283 p. of the report
Updated information: The general education of imprisoned persons under the age of 16 is organized regardless of their number. For imprisoned persons older than 16 years (except for those serving an arrest sentence), general education is organized at their request. The general education of disabled persons and persons with limited liability is organized at their request, with the consent of the officer authorized by the director of the prison institution and with the permission of the doctor. In carrying out general education programs, the school works according to the general education plans, general programs and descriptions of primary, basic and secondary education programs approved by the MESS. General education in the place of imprisonment is free of charge, and the administration of the place of imprisonment provides the necessary school supplies. In addition, the place of imprisonment organizes various educational events, quizzes, and other meaningful activities for minors. During the education process of imprisoned persons, the established mandatory requirements for separate place (isolation) and protection of imprisoned persons are followed.
297 p. of the report
Additional information: In 2019 CP Service has received information about 11 UFM, 0 – in 2020, 264 – in 2021, 2113 – in 2022, 153 – until July 18, 2023.

326 p. of the report
Updated information: separate placement of minors from other persons is regulated, as well as longer walks in the fresh air (3 hours per day); also, it is stipulated that detainees are provided with living and household conditions that meet hygiene standards. Better living and household conditions are provided for pregnant women, minors, the disabled and the sick.

Part I.1 of the report
Additional information: During 2019-2023 CP Service in order to raise the qualifications of specialists working in the field of child welfare and develop their competences, organized over 60 trainings (for child rights protection specialists, municipalities’ social support units’, education units’ specialists, representatives of Pedagogical Psychological Services and health care institutions, Foster Care Centers specialists, police officers) on various topics related to ensuring the protection of the child’s rights and the best interests of the child. A special focus was put to the training about the child’s needs and listening to the child’s opinion, including children placed in foster care. In total during 2019-2023 over 5000 specialists have been trained.
As part of the project “Preparation for the child rights protection system reform”, CP Service organized different trainings and meetings too, e.g., in 2019 – “Presentation of CP Service’s activities”, “Organization of child and family support”, “Amendments to legal acts in the field of child rights protection, coming into force from July 1st 2018”, “Adoption accounting. Actualities of the SPIS. External communication”.

Part I.2 of the report
Additional information:
2019 – 74 children were adopted by citizens of the LR, 34 – by citizens of foreign countries.
2020 – 51 children were adopted by citizens of the LR, 29 – by citizens of foreign countries.
2021 – 57 children were adopted by citizens of the LR, 12 – by citizens of a foreign country.
2022 – 59 children were adopted by citizens of the LR, 7 – by citizens of a foreign country.
2023 (as of July 18, 2023) – 30 children were adopted by citizens of the LR, 1 – by citizens of a foreign country. 
In order to ensure the right of every child, regardless of their age, health status or social origin, to grow up in a family, the institutions of foreign countries, authorized to act in the implementation of international adoption in the LR, are given the opportunity to search for families ready to adopt children with special needs, according to the CP Service list of children for adoption who meet special criteria. The procedure is organized by CP Service in accordance with “Description of the procedure for the registration of persons who wish to adopt children and children available for adoption in the Republic of Lithuania”. During 2022 all children adopted by citizens of foreign countries were diagnosed with difficult to treat or incurable health disorders (fetal alcohol syndrome, specific mixed developmental disorder, Down's syndrome, etc.). The number of these children was: in 2014 – 29, in 2015 – 33, in 2016 – 35, in 2017 – 19, in 2018 – 13, in 2019 – 21, in 2020 – 18, in 2021 – 8, in 2022 – 7 children. Compared to previous years, the number of children adopted abroad is significantly decreasing.

Part I.3 of the report
Updated information: The analysis of children’s preventive health checks ups is performed based on the data of the mandatory health insurance information system SVEIDRA. In 2022, in personal health care institutions providing ambulatory services were visited by 506,798 children which makes 98.5% of all children aged 0-17 years enrolled in primary health care institutions (96.8% in 2017). During the COVID-19 pandemic, the number of registered cases of different sickness decreased, in 2022 the number of children with various disorders was still lower than in 2019; the number of children registered with speech disorders, myopia, anemia, diabetes mellitus, and chronic otitis increased.



Part II.2 of the report
Additional information: From January 1st, 2021, additional data is collected in SPIS – this is data related to PVCR and data related to assessment of the child’s situation. From May 2021 – data on the activities of mobile teams is collected too, and from November 2021 – data related to child care placements monitoring is collected too as well as data about the level of disability of children in care system, about the special needs of children in care system and about assistance provided/required for children in care system.

Part II.7 of the report
Additional information: In 2021 CP Service organized training “Identification of persons who have experienced domestic violence and providing them with assistance” for 416 specialists working in the field of child welfare. In 2021 CP Service created an educational video on the topic “Identification and response to violence against children”. The educational video is posted on the website of the CP Service and is available to the public.
During 2022-2023 CP Service organized training “Prevention and intervention of domestic violence” for 286 specialists working in the field of child welfare.

Part II.8 of the report
Additional information: Employees of the Lithuanian Probation Service participated in 7 trainings on topics related to the prevention of domestic violence, protection of children’s rights during 2020-2023.

Part II.9 of the report
Additional information: In 2019 CP Service organized the training “Sexual violence against children, including children with disabilities, its recognition, identification of cases and organization of assistance”, for 317 specialists working in the field of child welfare.
In 2021 CP Service organized training “Working with children: identification of children who have experienced violence (sexual, physical, psychological, neglect), first intervention” for 52 employees of CP Service’s mobile teams.

Part II.12 of the report
Updated and additional information: In 2017 Foster Care Families Day was included in the list of memorable days (celebrated on the first Sunday of July). In order to draw attention to child care and to the foster families, and to change negative public attitudes about child care, during 2020-2023 CP Service initiated and together with Foster Care Centers in each municipality implemented a week of events to celebrate the Foster Care Families Day. Also, for the last three years, the summer festival of foster families “Children are children” was held, in which all Lithuanian Foster Care Centers together with foster families and children placed in these families as well as representatives of Lithuanian municipalities, and guests of the city participated. Over 500 different events, initiatives, exhibitions, marches, celebrations, lectures have been implemented in all Lithuanian municipalities during the foster care week implemented each year for four years already, with the aim of raising awareness of communities and municipalities on the topic of child care, highlighting issues, reducing negative attitudes and destroying myths. The festival of foster families has already taken place in three major Lithuanian cities and is organized in a different city every year. About 4000-5000 participants – foster families and Foster Care Centers specialists – take part in the festival.
During 2021-2023 CP Service initiated and together with the Foster Care Centers implemented the national acknowledgment of foster care parents – right before the Foster Care Families Day, foster care parents of all Lithuania were congratulated with postcards created for the occasion and signed by the heads of state, as well as symbolic gifts designed to build a relationship with children. On average, 5000 foster care parents, professional foster care parents and members of foster care-based households are celebrated this way. From 2022, Ukrainian citizens who are foster parents of Ukrainian children are included in this acknowledgment too. 
A network of foster care ambassadors was created – currently there are over 100 famous people – singers, artists, influencers, etc., who tell stories and speak publicly about child care, destroy negative attitudes, and speak out in the public space.
CP Service together with Foster Care Centers is also implementing an initiative – publicizing real stories of foster care (e.g., there were published artistic photos of foster families, a traveling exhibition of wide-format photos of foster families was implemented). CP Service organized large-scale national awareness raising campaign dedicated to the issue of child care: in 2021 “Give a home for freedom to grow up” campaign was organized, which focused on the issue of fostering older children and in 2023 another campaign – “Unlock the Iron Heart” was organized, which aimed to reduce negative attitudes towards foster care and children in care.
Also, CP Service created one name “Children are children” for the entire network of Foster Care Centers and created related advertising image and image book. Also, each municipality has a “Children are children” profile on the Facebook, where messages on the topic of child care are disseminated, information about events, services, other news are published, and myths about child care are dispelled. CP Service has also created a common page for the whole Lithuania, for the dissemination of information on the topic of child care. A whole series of other measures have been implemented – more than 1,800 articles, publications, press releases on the topic of child care and adoption were published, it was participated in more than 950 community events, TV and radio shows (more than 200 times), and more than 1,100 events, holidays, conferences were organized. 

Part II.13 of the report
Additional and updated information: To promote adoption, facilitate and simplify adoption procedures, provide additional social guarantees to adoptive families, in 2022 the following new legal acts or amendments to legal acts have been adopted: adoption procedures were described and are organized in accordance with the new description of the procedure for the registration of persons wishing to adopt children and children available for adoption in the LR. Paragraph 1 of Article 3.210 of the Civil Code specifies that adopters can be adults of working age of both sexes, properly prepared for adoption in accordance with the established procedure. In exceptional cases, the court may allow adoption for older persons as well.
In 2023 amendments were adopted to the Labor Code, which establish the possibility of receiving paternity leave in case of adoption. Within one month from the date of adoption of the court decision (in the case of urgent enforcement – within one month from the start of enforcement of the decision), employees are granted thirty calendar days of paternity leave, which can be divided into no more than two parts. Leave is not granted in the event when a spouse’s child is adopted or when the adoptive parent has already been granted child care leave to care for the same child.

Part II.16 of the report
Updated and additional information: To increase children’s physical activity and targeted health promotion, not only the project of health-enhancing schools is continued, but also the project of active schools has been started. An example of healthy lifestyle education from childhood is the activity of health-enhancing schools implementing health-enhancing programs. A health-enhancing school (hereinafter – HES) is a school whose entire community, guided by the set tasks and long-term activity program, aims to strengthen the physical, mental and spiritual health of the members of the school community by creating a health-friendly physical and psychosocial environment. In these schools, long-term and targeted health promotion activities are carried out, health topics are included in the entire educational process. Lithuania has been involved in the European network of health-enhancing schools since 1993 and this activity has been carried out continuously for 30 years. There are HES in 59 municipalities and their number is growing every year, although schools participate in this project on a voluntary basis: in 2023, according to the data of the first half of the year, there are 682 educational institutions involved in the Lithuanian HES network. Currently, HES accounts for more than 40% from all educational institutions. From 2019 school communities have been encouraged to choose the active school model. Such a school devotes more attention and time to the promotion of physical activity among pupils, integrates physical activity into the daily life of pupils and other members of the school community, and takes care of the school’s physical environment, which would encourage more movement. Since the beginning of the project, 233 schools have already been approved as active schools. This status, like the status of HES, is granted by the National Network of Health-Promoting Schools and the Coordinating Commission of Active Schools. Currently, there are active schools in 37 municipalities, and they account for 13.8% from all schools. To encourage schools to choose a health-promoting or active school, methodological recommendations were prepared: “Evaluation indicators of health-promoting activities in schools and their application”, recommendations for creating a school promoting physical activity “Active school”, also, national events “Moving class” (over 400 national schools participated) and “A wave of health-enhancing schools through Lithuania” (over 600 schools participated, over 55 thousand participants) were organized, contact and online trainings were conducted.

Part II.22 of the report
Additional information: During 2020-2022 CP Service organized the training “Identification of victims of child trafficking and provision of assistance to them”, the purpose of which was to deepen the knowledge and practical skills of specialists working in the field of child welfare, necessary for identifying possible victims of child trafficking, ensuring the safety of minors who are victims of human trafficking and providing the necessary assistance. 535 specialists working in the field of child welfare participated in the above-mentioned trainings, including 218 child rights protection specialists.
Child rights protection specialists in 2020 participated in the seminar “Trafficking in human beings. Comprehensive assistance to victims. Prevention” organized by the MIA and in the seminar “Identifying victims of the human trafficking, protecting their rights and directing them to help” organized by Kaunas City Municipality.

There is also latest data available related to: sickness of children (0-17 years) with some diseases;  number of deaths of children aged 1-4 according to the causes of death; vaccinations of children; structure of causes of infant deaths; changes in the number of deaths of children aged 1-4 years and mortality per 100,000 inhabitants (2013-2022); the number of vaccinated children; number of breastfed children. This data can be provided additionally if necessary.

On January 1st 2020 significant amendments to the LFPRC entered into force, which established that case management can be also provided to those families where no PVCR were identified, if the family itself or the institutions, agencies or organizations working with it see the need for complex services; also, a new mechanism – temporary child supervision – was established;
On January 1st 2020 the “Description of the Procedures of the Child’s Temporary Supervision” came into force; the “Description of the Case Management Procedures” has been significantly updated;
On January 1st 2020 a new procedure description establishing procedures for the assessment of PVCR was adopted – “Description of the Procedure for Assessing the Child’s Situation”, which replaced the previous procedure, i.e. “Description of the Procedure for Determining the Criteria of the Level and Level of Threat to a Child”. The new procedure provides a broader assessment of the child’s situation, covering all relevant circumstances, including an assessment of the child’s and family’s strengths (not just risk assessment). The assessment of threat levels was replaced by the assessment of the need for help for the family and the child or child protection need;
On July 1st 2022 amendments to the SSL entered into force, which established a new type of social services – preventive social services;
Amendments to the LLSF have been made, which allow in cases where a state of war, a state of emergency, an emergency situation due to a massive influx of foreigners has been declared, to appoint a representative of the UFM in a faster and simplified procedure;
In 2021 important amendments to the Civil Code were adopted, which establish conditions that only a person who is properly prepared to be a foster parent can be appointed as a foster parent of a child; also, that during the initial assessment the background check up must be performed not only in relation to the person who wants to become a foster parent, but also those who live with him/her and are older than 16 years. In addition, it was established that a person can be removed from the duties of temporary foster parent if the person does not properly perform his/her duties, does not ensure the protection of the rights and interests of fostered child, uses his/her rights for selfish purposes (before such removal was possible only in relation to permanent foster parents). Also, it is ensured now that children are not separated from their parents due to their parents being underage;
Resolution of GRL establishing the list of indicators of statistical information on children was significantly improved (see question 2 (e));
Changes to SGLAL were adopted (entering into force on January 1st, 2024), providing that state-guaranteed secondary legal aid (lawyer’s aid) for children who have been victims of criminal acts can also be initiated by the CP Service, if the minor’s rights and legitimate interests are not properly protected without the help of a lawyer .
Work is being carried out with changes to the legislation that will allow:
to expand the model of professional care in Lithuania, thereby ensuring more opportunities for children who have lost parental care to grow up in a family-based environment;
ensure additional measures for the protection of children against sexual violence.
Part of other important developments is also mentioned in other questions.
16(b)
No new institutions in the field of protection of children’s rights have been created in Lithuania since the last State report on the implementation of CRC was submitted. In 2018 the reform of the child rights protection system was implemented, which made it possible to establish clear responsibilities and competences of different institutions and bodies in the field of child rights protection. Information about this reform is provided in the State report.
16(c)
Recent key strategic documents:
Action Plan for Child Welfare for 2022-2026 (2022 – 15,421,000 EUR, 2023 – 13,287,000 EUR, 2024 – 10,711,000 EUR, 2025 – 10,711,000 EUR, 2026 – 14 203,000 EUR). It should be noted that the decrease in funds is related to the fact that some measures were transferred to other sources.
National Action Plan for the Implementation of the Child Guarantee in Lithuania in 2023-2030. 98.98 million Eur is allocated from ESF+. A large part of the measures will be implemented from the funds of the state budget – their funding sources are different, so it is not possible to present the total amount.
Family Policy Strengthening Development Program – 168,547,000 Eur. 
Implementation of complex services for the family in municipalities was extended too –  the new period covers 2023-2029, the allocated amount is more than 60 million Eur.
In 2020 the 2020-2022 Action Plan for the fight against human trafficking was approved, which continued to aim at strengthening the coordination of the fight against human trafficking, improving the prevention of human trafficking and pre-trial investigation, strengthening the system of providing assistance to victims and persons at high risk of being victims of human trafficking, and increasing the number of state institutions, competences and abilities of employees of institutions who may have to communicate with victims of human trafficking. Various preventive anti-trafficking activities were carried out at the level of various institutions. Every year, human trafficking trainings are organized for specialists in various fields on identifying human trafficking and improving the quality of the criminal process.
The 2022-2030 Health Preservation and Strengthening Development Program was approved, which includes 5 national progress measures for the prevention, early intervention and support of psychoactive substance use, including in the field of children and youth.
Social Solidarity Development Program
2014-2023 Action Plan for the Transition from Institutional Care to Family and Community-based Services for Children with Disabilities and Children left without Parental Care
Public Security Development Programme for 2015-2025 and the Inter-institutional Action Plan for its implementation
The program of the Eighteenth GRL foresees such strategic goals like: development of a family-friendly environment and better conditions to combine work and family responsibilities; solution of challenges related to foster care and adoption; quality education for all children, development of social services and improvement of their quality, strengthening of the child rights protection system, etc.
One of the priorities included in the long-term 2013-2023 Strategic Activity Plan of the Prosecutor’s Office is effective criminal prosecution for sexual exploitation of children.
16(d)
In 2022 Lithuania has ratified the CRC Optional Protocol on a Communications Procedure.
In October 2021, in the elections held at the UN General Assembly, Lithuania was successfully elected to the UN Human Rights Council for 2022-2024.

Separated children
[bookmark: _Hlk148028669]The nature and duration of the separation of the child from the family is different in different situations:
- cases where it is necessary to ensure a safe environment immediately – the child is taken immediately, then an assessment of the child’s situation is carried out and it is decided whether the child can return to the family (in this case, the separation may last only a few days) or not (in this case, CP Service applies to the court to remove the child from the family, and after the court issues permission, child temporary care is established)
- cases when the child’s parents are missing and they are being searched for, or the child’s parents are unknown, or the child’s parents or the only available parent cannot temporarily take care of the child due to parents’ illness, arrest, execution of a sentence or other important reasons – temporary child care is established, and the child is returned to the parents as soon as the circumstances that prevented the parents from taking care of the child disappear;
- cases in which the child’s protection need is determined and there are no other options to ensure child’s safety, the child can be separated from parents and placed in temporary care;
- cases where the PVCR are identified, and the child was not taken from the parents first after applying various protections. However, during the work carried out with the child and the family, parents do not make any effort, do not change their behavior and there remains a real danger to the child’s physical or mental safety in the family, which may cause significant damage to the child’s health or threaten his/her life, child rights protection specialists may take the decision to take the child from the parents.

The duration of temporary care is 12 months, with the possibility of extending it for another 6 months. Opportunities to keep the child in the family are always evaluated, even after separation from the parents, i.e., known close relatives, other relatives who can take care of the child until he/she can return to his/her parents are always sought.

2021 – 931 children
2022 – 1843 children (the increase is attributed to the situation in Ukraine, as UFM from Ukraine are placed in temporary care too).

Cases where it was necessary to ensure a safe environment for children (numbers reflect cases, not children):

2021 – 6670 cases
2022 – 7494 cases (the increase is related to the situation in Ukraine too, because all UFM from Ukraine who came to the territory of the LR where first ensured with a safe environment before temporary care was established).

Annex No 12
Children in the Register of Adoptable Children
In 2020 239 children were included in the Register of Adoptable Children (hereinafter referred to as the Register), from which 120 were girls (23 girls under the age of 3) and 119 boys (33 boys under the age of 3). In 2020 56 children aged 0 to 3 years, 36 children aged 4 to 6 years, 39 children aged 7 to 9 years, and 108 children aged 10 to 17 years were added to the Register. 

In 2021 382 children were in the Register, from which 219 boys (30 boys under the age of 3) and 163 girls (25 girls under the age of 3). During 2021 55 children from 0 to 3 years of age, 21 children from 4 to 6 years of age, 29 children from 7 to 9 years of age and 277 children from 10 to 17 years of age were added to the Register.

In 2022 135 children were in the Register, from which 72 boys (15 boys under the age of 3) and 63 girls (18 girls under the age of 3). During 2022 33 children under 3 years of age, 17 children from 4 to 6 years of age, 13 children from 7 to 9 years of age and 72 children from 10 to 17 years of age were added to the Register.

Most of the children in the Register are born in Lithuania, have Lithuanian nationality, and have the citizenship of the LR, but there are cases when children of national minorities living in Lithuania or other nationalities (Poles, Russians, Roma, etc.) are also included in the Register.



Annex No 13
Roma children in education

Compared to 2015, more Roma children attend preschool and pre-primary school education, a more even distribution of Roma pupils by classes in general education schools is recorded, and the number of pupils over the age of 16 is increasing. The number of Roma children attending pre-school institutions has increased. In he 3-6 year group, 50% participate in preschool education (in 2015 – 33%) The gender distribution of children in pre-school institutions is fairly even – both boys and girls attend kindergartens equally. The share of Roma children (10-19 years age group) who did not receive primary education or who are still studying in primary classes decreased (from 36% in 2015 to 28% in 2020). In the youth group (ages 20-29), the number of illiterate persons and persons without primary education decreased (from 11% to 4%) and the number of persons with primary (from 22% to 30%) and secondary education (from 8% to 18%) increased. During 2019-2022, the number of Roma children in general education schools reached about 420-450 pupils. The number of pupils not enrolled in compulsory education has decreased. In 2020 6% of 6-15 years old pupils did not study in the school (in 2015, 14%). The share of Roma over the age of 15 in education has increased.
