Adequate standard of living and social protection
· Measures to ensure access by persons with disabilities to clean water services
The population is provided with clean water without any exception or discrimination. No special measures are necessary to provide clean water to persons with disabilities.

· Measures to ensure persons with disabilities to adequate standard of living for themselves and their families, including adequate food, clothing and housing, and to the continuous improvement of living conditions
In order to strengthen social protection of vulnerable groups of population (since the mentioned measure is directly related to the income of individuals), 4 social reform packages have been implemented in the last 5 years. As a result, the minimum disability pension has increased by 2.5 times (from 110 manats to 280 manats), the average monthly pension has doubled (from 208 manats to 436 manats), social benefits and pension payments have increased 5-fold (from 400 mln manats to 1.9 bln manats).  
A total of 4 million people is covered by these reforms and 7 billion manat is allocated annually from the budget.
According to Tax Code of the Republic of Azerbaijan, the monthly taxable income from any paid employment is reduced by 200 manats for the persons with 61-100% impairment of the body's functions (excluding those with war related disabilities).
· 5.3.6. Measures to ensure the right of persons with disabilities to social protection and to the enjoyment of that right without discrimination on the basis of disability
The law "On the rights of persons with disabilities" adopted in 2018, ensures that all the rights and freedoms outlined in the Convention "On the rights of persons with disabilities" are granted to individuals with disabilities on equal basis with other members of society.
· Measures to ensure access by persons with disabilities, in particular women and girls with disabilities and older persons with disabilities, to social protection programs and poverty reduction programs as well as measures taken to ensure access by persons with disabilities and their families living in situations of poverty to assistance disability related expenses, including adequate training, counselling, financial assistance

To enhance social protection for vulnerable groups of population (since the mentioned measure is directly related to the income of individuals), 4 social reform packages have been implemented in the past 5 years. As a result, the minimum disability pension has increased by 2.5 (from 110 manats to 280 manats) times, the average monthly pension has doubled (from 208 manats to 436 manats), social benefits and pension payments have increased 5-fold (from 400 mln manat to 1.9 bln manats). 

These reforms cover a total of 4 million people and 7 billion manat is allocated annually from the budget. According to the Tax Code of the Republic of Azerbaijan, the monthly taxable income from any paid employment of individuals with 61-100% impairment of the body's functions (excluding those with disabilities related to war) is reduced by 200 manats.

In 2021, The Social Support Center was established by the MLSPP in order to provide financial assistance, as well as to implement other social support measures and projects for improvement the well-being and living conditions of persons with disabilities. The center provides financial assistance to persons with disabilities.
· Measures taken to ensure access by persons with disabilities to public housing

Programs
Persons with disability related to the protection of territorial integrity, independence and constitutional order of the Republic of Azerbaijan, those with disabilities resulting from the liquidation of the Chernobyl NPP accident (including those due to military service), as well as individuals with visual impairments residing in Baku and Sumgait are provided with an apartment or a private house.
