Statement on “Women’s access to safe and legal abortion: urgent call for the United States of America to adhere to the CEDAW Convention”
On 30 June 2022, the Committee adopted a statement entitled “Women’s access to safe and legal abortion: urgent call for the United States of America to adhere to the CEDAW Convention” 

		Decision 82/2
Topics of future general recommendations and day of general discussion on women’s political participation
Recalling its decision 81/6 on the topics of its future general recommendations (‘Women’s equal participation in political and public decision-making’; and ‘Gender stereotypes’), the Committee decided to hold a half day of general discussion on ‘Women’s equal participation in political and public decision-making’ at its eighty-fourth session in February 2023, following the adoption of its general recommendation on the rights of indigenous women and girls.
	Decision 82/3
Harmonization of working methods 
The Committee welcomes the conclusions of the 34th annual meeting of the Chairs of the human rights treaty bodies (New York, 30 May to 3 June 2022) that operationalize the common position of the Chairs of 2019 and the recommendations of the co-facilitators to the 2020 Treaty Body Review, based on their wide consultations, on a predictable review calendar, harmonization of working methods and digital uplift. With the aim to strengthen the protection of rights holders and the treaty body system, the Committee decides to implement the conclusions with regard to its own working methods, particularly by establishing a predictable eight-year review cycle for full reviews, with follow-up reviews in-between, and by introducing the simplified reporting procedure as the default procedure for the consideration of State party reports (with an opt-out option for States parties that wish to be reviewed under the traditional procedure). The changes will be implemented in line with similar changes being made by other treaty bodies.
		Decision 82/4
Engagement with national bodies other than National Human Rights Commissions 
The Committee recalled its methods of work in cooperating with national bodies other than National Human Rights Institutions that have a mandate to work on women’s rights and gender equality. It noted that depending on the national human rights protection system of a State party, such bodies may include Ombudspersons, Gender Equality Commissions or National Women’s Commissions. It welcomed the contribution of such bodies to its work through written submissions in relation to State party reviews, draft general recommendations, confidential inquiries or individual communications and in any other areas of work of the Committee. The Committee decided that such bodies may also provide oral statements prior to State party reviews and that it will decide on the adequate time allocated to such interventions on a case-by-case basis.

Creation of a CEDAW Alumni forum
	The Committee decided to create a CEDAW Alumni forum to be administered by its members and former members, without Secretariat resources.

The Committee confirmed the members of the pre-sessional working group for the eighty-fourth session, Rosario Manalo, Lia Nadaraia, Ana Peláez Narváez, Rhoda Reddock and Franceline Toe Bouda.
			Chapter II
		Organizational and other matters
	A.	States parties to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women and to the Optional Protocol
As at 1 July 2022, the closing date of the eighty-second session of the Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women, there were 189 States parties to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women, which was adopted by the General Assembly in its resolution 34/180 and opened for signature, ratification and accession in New York on 1 March 1980. In accordance with its article 27, the Convention entered into force on 3 September 1981. In addition, 80 Contracting States had accepted the amendment to article 20, paragraph 1, of the Convention, concerning the Committee’s meeting time. A total of 126 States parties to the Convention are currently required to accept the amendment in order to bring it into force, in accordance with its provisions. 
At the same date, there were 115 States parties to the Optional Protocol to the Convention, which was adopted by the General Assembly in its resolution 54/4 and opened for signature, ratification and accession in New York on 10 December 1999. In accordance with its article 16, the Optional Protocol entered into force on 22 December 2000.
Updated information on the status of the Convention, the amendment to the Convention and its Optional Protocol, as well as lists of States signatories and parties and the texts of declarations, reservations, objections and other relevant information are available from the website of the United Nations Treaty Collection (http://treaties.un.org). 
	B.	Opening of the session
The Committee held its eighty-second session at Geneva from 13 June to 1 July 2022. In total, the Committee held 21 plenary meetings, and also held 9 meetings to discuss agenda items 5, 6, 7 and 8. A list of the documents before the Committee is contained in annex [...] to the present report.
The session was opened by the Chair of the Committee, Gladys Acosta Vargas, at its 1879th meeting on 13 June 2022.
	C.	Adoption of the agenda and organization of work
The Committee adopted the provisional agenda (CEDAW/C/82/1) at its 1879th meeting. 
	D.	Report of the pre-session working group
The pre-session working group for the eighty-second session did not meet, as it had been converted into an additional week of plenary meeting time.
	E.	Organization of work	
On 13 and 20 June 2022, the Committee held informal closed meetings with representatives of specialized agencies and United Nations funds and programmes, as well as other intergovernmental organizations, during which country-specific information was provided, as well as information on the efforts made by those bodies to support the implementation of the Convention.
Also on 13 and 20 June, the Committee held informal public meetings with representatives of non-governmental organizations and national human rights institutions, who provided information on the implementation of the Convention in the States parties considered by the Committee at its eighty-second session.
On 27 June, the Regional Networks of Indigenous Women, FIMI, MADRE and OHCHR (through the UN Voluntary Fund for Indigenous Peoples) co-hosted a high-level dialogue with the Committee. The event was opened by Ms. Tarcila Rivera Zea, President of FIMI. The Chief of the Indigenous Peoples and Minorities Section of the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights, Paulo David, delivered introductory remarks. His Excellency Ambassador Paul Bekkers, Permanent Representative of the Netherlands, briefed the participants on national level implementation of the rights of indigenous women and girls. A representative of the Permanent Mission of Canada spoke on ways for States parties to promote the participation of indigenous women and girls in United Nations processes. Indigenous women representatives from seven regions and Committee members also made interventions. 
On 28 June, an informal briefing for States parties to the Convention was convened to brief them on the draft general recommendation No. 39 on the rights of indigenous women and girls. Vice-Chair Nahla Haidar opened the meeting. The Chief of the OHCHR Indigenous Peoples and Minorities Section, OHCHR, Paulo David, delivered introductory remarks. Two indigenous women representatives, Eleanor Dictaan-Bang-oa and Sara Mux, delivered statements. The vice-chair of the working group of the Committee on indigenous women and girls, Leticia Bonifaz Alfonzo, introduced the draft general recommendation. The following 15 States parties to the Convention attended the informal briefing and made statements: Australia, Bolivia (Plurinational State of), Costa Rica, Denmark, Ecuador, France, Guatemala, Guyana, Mexico, Nepal, Paraguay, Peru, Philippines, Spain and Ukraine. The following twelve States parties also attended the briefing: Azerbaijan, Canada, Germany, Finland, Ireland, Japan, Lebanon, New Zealand, Norway, Portugal, Russian Federation and South Africa.
On 29 June, the Committee informally met with the Human Rights Committee to exchange on the jurisprudence and work of both Committees in relation to the rights of indigenous women and girls. The informal meeting was hosted by the Geneva Human Rights Platform.
On 1 July, the Committee held an informal closed meeting with the High Commissioner for Human Rights, Michelle Bachelet, to discuss the situation of women rights globally and bid her farewell.
	F.	Membership of the Committee
		Attendance of the eighty-second session
All members attended the eighty-second session, with the exception of Jie Xia. 		Chapter V
		Activities carried out under the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women
Article 12 of the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women provides that the Committee shall include in its annual report under article 21 of the Convention a summary of its activities under the Optional Protocol.
	A.	Action taken by the Committee in respect of issues arising from article 2 of the Optional Protocol
The Committee discussed activities under article 2 of the Optional Protocol on 20 and 27 June 2022. It endorsed the report of the Working Group on Communications under the Optional Protocol regarding its fifty-third session (see annex 1).
The Committee examined two individual communications submitted under article 2 of the Optional Protocol. It adopted two final decisions, finding violations of the author’s rights in relation to communications No. 148/2019 concerning Italy (discrimination based on gender stereotypes about rape and the expected behaviour of a rape victim; judicial gender stereotyping and re-victimization; denial of access to justice and an effective remedy ) and No. 149/2019 concerning Spain (obstetric violence). All final decisions were adopted by consensus. The text of the final decisions of the Committee will be available through the Official Document System of the United Nations (http://documents.un.org/) once they have been finalized and sent to the respective parties, through the website of the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights under the link to the relevant session of the Committee, and through the juris database of the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights (http://juris.ohchr.org/). 
In line with the reflection on steps towards harmonization of procedures for considering individual communications, the Committee endorsed guidelines on third-party interventions and requested the Petitions and Urgent Actions Section to upload them on the OHCHR web site together with an updated list of individual communications pending consideration by the Committee.

The Committee was informed that the Working Group will examine information on follow-up to Views on individual communications in 2022 and adopt its report on follow-up to Views during its fifty-fourth session scheduled to take place from 5 to 7 October 2022.
