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Furthermore, 875 alleged human rights violations we! ated to

right to personal liberty, 233 (26.6%) on freedom from torture, 113 (12.9%) on denial to provide child
maintenance, 91(10.4%) on deprivation of property, among others. As compared to the baseline
data, the results reflects a 31.6% reduction in the number of alleged violations of human rights
from 1,280 in FY2016/17 to 875 in FY2017/18.
