Recommendations for issues to be considered by the 

UN Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities 

during its dialogue with the state further to the List of Issues 
ARTICLES 1 – 4 
1. How does the State intend to adopt the statutory language of the Convention by abandoning incompatible terminology (e.g. “special needs (ειδικές ανάγκες)”, “special abilities (ειδικές ικανότητες)”, “inadequacy” (ανεπάρκεια/ μειονεξία), “incapacity/ incapable”(ανίκανος), “incapability” (ανικανότητα)), “retardation/ retarded (καθυστέρηση/ υστέρηση, καθυστερημένος)?

2. Which criteria/indicators are taken into account when identifying incompatibility with the CRPD and how will systematic mainstreaming of CRPD compatibility will be ensured in law-/policy-making procedures?  

3. How is the CRPD implemented in ongoing amendments or legislation (e.g. framework forwarded in the area of care, Law for mobility benefit, Social Insurances Law, Adults Centers Law, Mental Health Hospitalization Law, Regulation 61H of the Street and Structure Regulations).  

4. How are attitudinal, structural, legal and procedural environmental barriers practically taken into account in disability assessment/certification procedures? 

5. When will training of professionals and staff working with persons with disabilities on the CRPD be promoted? 

6. How will the systematic and effective participation of the CCOD and persons with disabilities be secured?

ARTICLE 5
7. Please inform about the measures the state shall take to ensure that disability benefits/allowances frameworks do not lead to age, nationality or disability discrimination.  

ARTICLE 6
8. Please provide information on how the State intends to secure that the sex and gender dimensions are taken into account in all policies, laws and practices forwarded or implemented with regard to care, education, habilitation and employment of persons with disabilities, but also with regard to the right to privacy.

9. Please explain the measures, including sexual education, the state intends to take to ensure respect for the rights of women with disabilities to a sexual life as well as their reproductive rights without discrimination irrespective of where they reside.

ARTICLE 8
10. Which measures does the state intend to take to eliminate stigmatizing language, stereotypes and prejudice against persons with disabilities, in the Media and public documents?

11. Which plans exist for running obligatory and systematic training for teachers, schools’, institutions’ and care homes’ personnel? 
ARTICLE 9

12. Please explain how the state intends to promote accessibility in the private sector. 

13. Please explain which measures the state intends to take to appoint a body/bodies responsible to certify accessibility of built and natural environments in an inclusive manner and ensure compliance with accessibility standards/indicators under the CRPD 

14. Please set out the measures the state will take to ensure that schools will be fully accessible, at any time, for all children with disabilities

15. Please set out the measures the state will promote and the solutions that will be found to secure that a chain of accessibility is created for all persons with disabilities, including the route to and from bus stops.  

16. Please explain when/how article 30B of the Laws on Radio and Television Stations will be implemented. 

ARTICLE 11

17. Which communication accessibility standards does the State intend to use for the implementation under article 11?

18. How was/is the CCOD involved in the decision making procedure in this area? 

19. How will the State ensure that, in implementing measures under article 11, the right of persons with disabilities to privacy shall not be negatively affected? 

ARTICLE 12
20. Please provide information on the measures promoted and the deadline set for the abolition of Law 23(I)/1996 and the enactment of a law that secures the recognition and exercise of the right to legal capacity as well as the transition to a supported decision-making regime, in the direction of the IMM’s recommendations (Report and correspondence). 

21. Please inform as to the intention to abolish or amend all legal provisions that are incompatible with article 12. 

22. How does the State intend to enable respect for the right to legal capacity through enhancing communication and information accessibility?  

23. Please explain how the state intends to abandon terminology that is incompatible with article 12 in public documents and decisions (e.g. incapacitated/incapable persons, guardians, managers of property and of person and of affairs).

24. Please inform as to the concrete measures taken to limit requirements involving the issuance of incapacitation and full guardianship orders in the public and private sector (e.g. banks).

25. Please inform as to any potential plans aiming at strengthening the role of the Committee for the Protection of Persons with intellectual disabilities for implementing article 12, especially with regard to support provision and advocacy. 

26. Please inform as to the measures the state intends to take so as to include persons with psychosocial disabilities as well as mental health services in decision-making procedures regarding the right to legal capacity. 
27. Please explain whether the state intends to terminate all practices that lead to involuntary institutionalization for any persons with disabilities including persons with severe multiple, non-verbal intellectual and psychosocial disabilities as well as older persons. 
ARTICLE 13

28. Please explain which concrete steps are taken to ensure that courts and procedures are accessible, irrespective of how old the buildings are, for persons with different disabilities. 

29. Please explain which measures are forwarded to ensure that the training carried out to policemen is compatible with the CRPD and the human rights approach.
ARTICLE 14

30. Please explain how the state intends to amend Law for Mental Health Treatment (L.77(I)/1997) to achieve compatibility with articles 14 and 12 of the CRPD. 
ARTICLE 17

31. Please provide information about the plans of the state to amend legislation that is incompatible to the CRPD, including Law for the establishment and protection of the Rights of Patients (Law 1(I)/2005).

32. Please explain how the state intends to provide for quality sexual education for all persons with disabilities.
ARTICLE 18

33. Please provide information on the legal and procedural measures the state plans to promote so as to secure an adequate standard of living as well as all necessary aids and support for third country nationals including asylum seekers. 

34. Please explain how the exclusion of refugees will be lifted with regard to the schemes and benefits provided by the DSI. 
ARTICLE 19
35. How is compliance with article 19 of the CRPD secured in the proposed amendments of Adult Centres and Homes legislation?
36. Please explain how the state intends to secure respect for dignity of institutionalized persons with disabilities and persons irrespective of age and gender. 

37. Please explain how the quality of care will be improved both in home care and in other settings.

38. Please inform about the plans to ensure the right to education and lifelong learning for persons with disabilities irrespective of their disability, age or place of residence and receipt of services (e.g. Adult Centers). 

39. Please provide information about the shutting down of one house in the community in Paralimni and about the plans of the state to increase the number of such houses and securing they do not operate as institutions. 
40. Please explain how it will be ensured that human rights and CRPD standards will affect the operation and reached in all Homes, institutions, Adult Centers and other service providers settings (e.g. centres for intervention for autism) as well as the Athalassa mental health hospital. 

ARTICLE 20
41. Please provide information as to when the legal framework providing for mobility allowance is likely to become more inclusive (e.g. to cover persons with psychosocial disabilities or persons with hearing disabilities) as an express recognition of the barriers these categories of persons face in their everyday lives, including with respect to mobility. 
ARTICLE 24 

42. Please explain how the state intends to promote obligatory training of all teaching staff and other agents involved in the education system (including the Ministry of Education and Culture, Parents Associations and School Boards) 

43. Please inform about the measures that will be promoted for compliance with the IMM’s recommendations in its Report submitted in December 2016 especially with regard to lifting all attitudinal and knowledge barriers in education.

44. Please provide information about the measures forwarded for the implementation of article 24 as analysed in General Comment No. 4, including its implementation within the private education.

45. Please provide information as to whether there is an intention to ensure respect for the right to private assistance, high learning objectives and inclusion of all children with disabilities in education. 
ARTICLES 25 AND 26
46. Please indicate how the CRPD is taken into account in the promoted General Health System Law and policies. 

47. Please explain how the state ensures accessible equipment and procedures for persons with disabilities and respect for persons with disabilities right to legal capacity within the healthcare system. 

48. Please provide information about possible measures to assist persons with multiple disabilities and multiple health care and medical treatments needs to protect them from poverty. 

49. Please explain how the state intends to cover the gap in the area of physiotherapy, habilitation and rehabilitation services for all persons with disabilities including those mostly isolated (institutions, home, mental health hospital).

50. Please indicate the measures promoted to achieve compliance with the IMM’ s recommendations for the quality of life of chronically ill patients. 

51. Please provide information on plans for inclusive early health and social intervention.

ARTICLE 27
52. Please explain the measures the state will promote to increase awareness of the duty to provide effective reasonable accommodation in employment. 

ARTICLE 28
53. How does the state intend to secure an individualized and needs-centered approach for care benefits irrespective of financial criteria?

54. Please provide information about the tool used by the SWS to calculate care benefits and how it distinguishes between persons with disabilities and persons with functional limitations. 

55. How will personal assistance be secured?

ARTICLE 29
56. Please set out the measures securing accessible voting procedures, equipment, communications and venues.
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
