Between 2007 and 2014, 4,400 such cases on average per year were pending with the criminal prosecution bodies (2,440 cases in 2007, 299 cases in 2014). The number of solved cases has been continuously increasing, from 1,958 in 2007 to 5,823 in 2013 and 193 in 2014. The sending to trial measure was ordered, on average, in 107 cases yearly (129 cases in 2007, 145 in 2013, and 7 in 2014).
