[bookmark: _GoBack]Family and Child Protective Services Units (FCPSUs)

1.	FCPSUs adopt a child-focused and multi-disciplinary approach to help the victims and their families tide over the difficult period, lessen trauma associated with child abuse/neglect and/or domestic violence and restore a new normal life.  The government expenditure for FCPSUs had increased by about 71%, in the past 10 years, from about $172 million in the 2010-11 financial year to about $294 million in the 2020-21 financial year.  
2.	The number of social workers serving in the FCPSUs had increased by 23% from 179 in 2010 to 220 in 2020 to strengthen the services of FCPSUs for child protection, while the number of newly registered child protection case during the same period had decreased by 6% from 1 001 cases in 2010 to 940 cases in 2020 (see Table 10 of Statistical Annex).
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
