In light of the backlog of State party reports pending consideration by the Committee accumulated during the COVID-19 pandemic, when no in-person sessions with constructive dialogues with States parties could take place in Geneva, the Committee decided to postpone the consideration of the States parties referred to in the report of the pre-sessional working group to future sessions.

The Committee instead decided to consider the reports from the following States parties, whose consideration had been postponed from previous sessions, at the eighty-first session: Dominican Republic, Gabon, Lebanon, Panama, Peru, Senegal, Uganda and Uzbekistan.
