EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Zambia has significantly improved its promotion and protection of human rights in general since the previous Report submitted and specifically in the aspect of economic, social and cultural rights. Considerable strides have been made to streamline the recognition of economic, social and cultural rights.  

The drafting of this Report is based on objective and reliable information on Zambia’s fulfilment and implementation of the Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights. It gives an account of the normative framework in which the economic, social and cultural rights are protected in Zambia.

During the State party’s presentation of its Initial Periodic Report to the Committee, the Committee gave recommendations on some of the matters reported. This Report addresses the recommendations made and provides details on matters requested of the State party. In accordance with the reporting guidelines, Zambia has outlined the legislative, administrative, judicial and other measures in place for the implementation of the rights espoused in the Covenant.

In compiling this Report, the State party input received submissions from various Government Ministries and Civil Society Organisations that work in economic, social and cultural field. The submissions were received by the Ministry of Justice who then compiled a draft report which was circulated to the aforesaid stakeholders for perusal. Thereafter, the Ministry of Justice conducted a consultative workshop to consider the content of the draft report and provide further clarification and detail where need arose. 

This Report is divided into two parts: firstly, it responds to the recommendations of the Committee on the Initial Report submitted and secondly, it details information relating to the rights of the relevant articles of the Covenant.
