On behalf of the Chancellor of Justice, I would like to thank everyone who participated in the constructive dialogue. I also would like to emphasise the important role of the Estonian Chamber of Disabled People – without their thorough work and participation, the dialogue would probably not have been as fruitful as it was.

Many clarifications about the upcoming plans of the state were given, which allow us, in my opinion, to look more optimistically into the future. 

For our part, we promise to fulfil our duties as the monitoring mechanism always constructively, always in good cooperation with people with disabilities. At the same time, we continue pointing out shortcomings in the implementation of the GRPD to ensure that persons with disabilities can actually enjoy full and effective participation in our society on an equal basis with others.
