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1.	The Arts Ambassadors-in-School Scheme, which is an annual project since 2008, aims at promoting arts in campuses and the community.  The target participants are students of primary and secondary schools.  For 2020, around 560 primary and secondary schools were engaged in the scheme and around 1 100 students were appointed as arts ambassadors to assist in promoting arts in schools.  The cumulative number of arts ambassadors of the scheme over the years is around 12 000.
2.	The Arts-in-School Partnership Scheme was first launched in May 2018 with a view to cultivating the cultural literacy of our younger generation as well as fostering collaboration between arts groups and schools.  Under the Scheme, each participating school will pair up with an arts group and make available their facilities during weekends, school holidays and/or after school on weekdays to facilitate students’ participation in artistic creation and arts activities.  So far, 43 pairs of arts groups/artists and schools have been matched.  Up to 2020, over 260 arts activities were organised for over 12 000 participants including primary and secondary school students.
3.	In addition, The Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts is the only degree-granting institution in Hong Kong providing professional education, training and research facilities in the performing arts, theatre and entertainment arts, film and television.  It has also been providing a variety of part-time courses to nurture young talents such as the Junior Music Programme for children and young persons aged 5 to 18 years and the Gifted Young Dancer Programme for young persons aged 14 to 18.  It also organises outreach activities to give secondary school students a broader range of performing arts experience.
