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We would like to submit a report related to a gross human rights violation committed by the Japanese judicial system and government.


1. 	We, "Task Force to Save All the Children" sincerely request the CCPR to make the following recommendation to the Japanese government:

A.   We request the Japanese government to enact a law stipulating guarantees that biological children have a right to see their parents and biological parents have a right to see their children, either before or after divorce unless there are special circumstances.  This is a fundamental natural right which should not be violated by anyone including judges and state parties.

B.   Enact a law that child abduction by one of the parents will be severely punished if the offending party did not return the child/children to the other spouse immediately unless there are special circumstances. Abducting a child or children in this case is a fundamental human rights violation of the left behind parent and child abuse.

C.   Enact a law that a child's welfare and human rights are top priority, and that a child's will and opinion are to be reflected regardless of age.


D.   Child Consultation Centers, which aim to reintegrate parents and children, actually cut off the relationship between parents and children, and participate in human trafficking under the name of a foster parent system.

Child Consultation Centers have been dragging children away from families by making up false reasons and selling children to foster parents for monetary benefit. There are a tremendous number of families whose children have been forcibly pulled apart by government-run Child Consultation Centers throughout Japan.

For example, a Child Consultation Center in Tokyo is forcibly giving excessive amounts of drugs, such as psychotropic agents, to a child they dragged away from parents because the child screams, weeps, hollers and cries all the time after being separated from his parents.  These parents have been sending birthday and Christmas gifts to their child held in the Child Consultation Center, but the Child Consultation Center refused to receive them sending them back to the parents. These parents requested the Child Consultation Center to disclose the condition of their child.  The only document these parents have received was the prescription, which is just like an animal experiment.  After receiving a copy of this prescription, we obtained a second opinion from another doctor and found that the dosage exceeded the amount allowable for a child of that age.

Enact legislation to ban these horrible human rights violations committed by a state party.


E.   Enact a law stipulating that the judges who make false charges intentionally can be impeached and removed from the bench.  There is almost no built-in review process either internally or externally for judges, and they even think that they are people with entitled privilege who can do whatever they want. Even elected officials are not this arrogant.

F.   Establish a Domestic Violence Investigation Division in each main city police station to prevent domestic violence and to prevent false accusations exploiting the situation.

The Prevention of Spousal Violence and the Protection of Victims Act No. 31 of April 13, 2001, stipulates the following；

Chapter I General Provisions:

(1) The term "spousal violence" as used in this Act means bodily harm caused by one spouse (illegal physical attacks that threaten the other spouse's life or person; the same applies hereinafter) or words and deeds by one spouse that cause the same level of psychological or physical harm to the other spouse (hereinafter collectively referred to as "bodily harm" in this paragraph and Article 28-2), and covers cases where a spouse has, subsequent to being subjected to violence by the other spouse, obtained a divorce or annulment of marriage but continues to be subjected to violence by the former spouse.

In this first chapter, "words and deeds by one spouse" is not only physical violence but verbal violence. This provision is often exploited by one of the spouses, and if one of the spouses claims that, "I was verbally threatened," then the other spouse becomes an offender automatically without any investigation at all. Then they apply for "Administrative Support Measure" which enable the so-called victim to conceal her whereabouts from the other spouse. However, this is not applicable to the husband. This is an unfair act and against gender equality. This is one of the paramount reasons why child abduction has occurred in great numbers each year. Furthermore, according to reports, of the total number of reported domestic violence claims, less than 10% are substantiated. Therefore, we need professional investigators at each city police station to thoroughly investigate domestic violence cases to avoid false accusations.

2. Background

Last year, the UN Committee on the Rights of the Child recommended to the Government of Japan to conduct appropriate visitation exchanges. During the session, the Japanese government official replied that visitation exchanges were being carried out properly. The person who made this reply at the session was actually a judge temporarily working for the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and was well aware that visitations were not being carried out properly.

In addition, the EU Parliament Petition Committee and the EU Parliament have resolved to correct the abduction of children due to the inaction of the Japanese government.　The content of the resolutions were unusually strong as diplomatic resolutions.

Furthermore, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan and the Japan Federation of Bar Association held a symposium in Paris on May 15, 2019, where they discussed how to avoid the provision of The Hague Convention on the Civil Aspects of International Child Abduction (hereafter referred as the "Hague Convention"), an international treaty on the removal of children across borders.

We obtained a voice recording of the symposium which obviously shows that both parties are literally trying to avoid the treaty by waiting for it to expire. We were stunned listening to it. The Government of Japan and the Japan Federation of Bar Association are doing things that are unthinkable as a law-abiding country.

Furthermore, on September 25, 2020, recorded in the minutes of a meeting, the Minister of Justice of Japan confirmed that the abduction of minors, even if the abduction has parental authority, would be a violation.

However, in reality, the Japanese authorities are literally supporting child abduction.
As stated earlier, the Japanese judiciary and the Japanese government are taking part in child abduction rather than eliminating this horrible human rights violation of children and the left behind parent.

In the 21st century, obviously the human rights of abducted children and the left behind parents have been taken away and trampled upon by the Japanese government, Japanese judiciary and the ego of a spouse who abducted the children.

Cancellation of the EU-Japan Strategic Partnership Agreement (SPA) is called.

On July 8, 2020, the European Parliament argued that maintaining this agreement is the same as condoning the failure of Japan's obligation to protect European children. In addition, 686 out of 695 votes adopted a resolution expressing concern about the abduction of children from Europe to Japan by a Japanese spouse after separation.

On October 19, 2020, The Washington Post wrote an article stating that divorce means losing contact with children in Japan.　The article reads,　"Many of those parents are demanding that Japan change the operation of the law."

According to a survey carried out by a political opposition party named Nippon Ishin no Kai, tens of thousands of children are similarly taken away every year, some of them are torn from their parents, and many of these fathers and mothers are attempting to commit suicide because they cannot endure the suffering and desperate feeling of losing their children.

3. My experience

Japan is a country where there is a possibility that a child will be abducted by a spouse or state power from the moment a child is born, and there are no human rights for the child.  Currently in Japan, one in three school children is living in a single parent family.

On November 9, 2017, my wife took away all seven of my beloved children, and due to the intervention and power of the state, I have not been able to see them for 1151 days as of today.  Since then, I have totally lost contact with them, and I am not even allowed to know whether my children are alive or not. This situation has consumed me, and I have contemplated suicide many times during this hellish existence.

According to reports I received from the Miyazaki and Sapporo family courts, my children are not even being educated, and some of my children are being raised by strangers who have nothing to do with either family.

Japan's Ministry of Health, Labor and Welfare unnecessarily promotes foster parents and trafficking of children. Will the world accept such a system in Japan? I really want the United Nations CCPR to intervene to save my children as well as the children who are suffering in similar situations.  If the CCPR could send a Special Rapporteur to Japan to conduct investigations, it would be greatly appreciated by tens of thousands of parents and definitely save the lives of those parents contemplating suicide. I sincerely hope this statement will save many parents and children who are in desperate situations.

Even less intelligent creatures, such as birds, insects and animals, put their own life on the line to protect their children. However, we, victims of the abusive power of the state cannot put our life on the line to protect our children even though we are definitely willing to do so.

I am ready to give my internal organs if necessary to save my children's lives as most other parents naturally think. However, I cannot do this due to the crooked lawyers, judges, and the government. I am just a human and a father of seven beloved children that I am not even allowed to know where they are.

Please help us, our valuable children who should have bright futures, and our lives.
I entrust the CCPR with my last hope.
