Reminders and data shared with all parties on below dates:

15th December 2021, 17th December 2021, 20th December 2021, 11th January 2022, 
1st Feb 2022 and 22nd Feb 2022

During this process all participant given an equal opportunity to share their inputs and 
reminded to respond if they are not agreeing with the data we are receiving and all 
parties had full access to "Open public folder" to share their inputs.

The whole process was transparent and fair and despite to multiple reminder no 
participant raised any concern towards the "Open Public consultation to save lives of 
our Youths".

Several reminders were issued and all participants were notified of all the steps involve, 
all participants were informed that the final report with an action plan will be 
presented to Federal Minister of Youths "Honourable Justin Trudeau"

All participants were also informed that the action plan could be used as a petition for 
implementation through BC Supreme court.

Note: There wasn't any dispute throughout this process perhals all participants shared 
their opnions and inputs as the whole process was transparent, fair and was equaly 
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accessable to all parties mentioned above.

Back grounds:

Over the decade 100's of Young youths lost their lives and 1000's more at risk of losing 
their lives due to neglegence of accountibility at Schools specifically "BC schools" 
therefore group of parents, local organizations and officals came together to put 
together an action plan to save lives of our youths.

From last few decades School officals were on denial and failed to accept that students 
are being recruited from BC schools "Specifically Surrey Schools" as per councelor Linda 
annes.

Young youths are getting recruited from Schools and losing their lives prior to their 25th 
Birthdays. Many parents, brothers, sisters and individuals lost their love ones and are 
traumatized, devestated and feels helpsless as there isnt any proactive actions to stop 
their love ones from going into graves or jails.

Few Recent incidents:

⦁ David Weisgarber broke down in tears Tuesday night speaking about his son, 14-
year-old Tequel Willis, who was gunned down in Surrey, B.C., not 24 hours 
earlier.

⦁ In an alleyway near Panorama Secondary School in Surrey where a youth was 
stabbed last week, another fight has occurred – this time involving what appears 
to be a gun. Officers are aware and have already identified some of the 
individuals believed to be involved

⦁ Police say they're investigating after a child found a gun on the grounds of a 
Surrey, B.C., elementary school. 

⦁ Two teens were injured following an assault with a weapon at a Surrey high 
school on Tuesday afternoon.

⦁ Police are looking for more information following a report of what they call an 
"indecent act" at a Surrey school. It was reported that a woman was approached 
by an unknown man while in the playground at Coyote Creek Elementary School 
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⦁ Two teenagers were killed in a targeted shooting Monday night in Surrey, 
homicide investigators have confirmed. The victims have been identified as 
Jaskarn (Jason) Singh Jhutty, 16, and Jaskaran (Jesse) Singh Bhangal, 17, both 
residents of Surrey

⦁ Two people have been taken to hospital with serious injuries as a result of a 
shooting in Surrey's Fraser Heights neighbourhood

⦁ Two teenagers dead following targeted shooting in Surrey, cars set on fire 

⦁ Fatal shooting in South Surrey home; 1 dead, 2 in custody

⦁ BC school district was accused for calling Brown students “Brown piece of shit”

⦁ On November 18, 2018, a 15-year-old white student at Lord Byng Secondary 
School in" Vancouver created a video which included the following:I, [name], 
hate niggers. I hope all the niggers die. I couldn’t give a fuck about those niggers. 
Oh my God… they are stinky and fucking stupid as fuck. I just want to line them 
all up and just chuck an explosive in there and go Ka-Boom. 

⦁ The racial discrimination started in 2009 when Dr. Dulay asked the VP at North
Delta Secondary to refrain from calling Indo-Canadian boys “pieces of brown
shit” and had union reps hold a meeting with [the principal] regarding her
harassment claim against him.

⦁ A Surrey parent has enrolled her children in a public school in Delta because she 
was concerned about overcrowding, drug dealers and the presence of gangsters 
at her neighbourhood school.

⦁ Ruchika Walia said she pulled her children from their school because of what 
she described as a “stressful environment” and wasn’t satisfied they were 
getting a proper education.
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May 13 — Jaskeert Kalkat, 23 

Shot to death at Market Crossing shopping complex at Byrne Road and Marine Way in south 
Burnaby, shortly after 8 p.m. Police say his killing is tied to the ongoing gang conflict and a 
young man and woman injured in the shooting were also tageted.Diners at a Cactus Club 
restaurant patio say they dove for cover when the shooting started.

May 9 — Karman Grewal, 28

Grewal was shot to death on the sidewalk outside the international departures terminal at 
Vancouver's airport around 3 p.m. Suspects in a getaway vehicle fired shots at police as they 
fled. They remain at large. 
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May 8 — Blerton (Toni) Dalipi, 19

Dalipi died in hospital after being shot in broad daylight as he left a vape store on Sixth Street in 
Burnaby. An innocent male bystander was hit by a stray bullet and suffered non-life threatening 
injuries. Ahmed Riyaz Tahir, 20, was charged with one count of first-degree murder. Tahir was 
previously charged with attempted murder in a 2019 shooting in New Westminster. 

Delta police still searching for suspects in killing of B.C. corrections officer

May 1 — Bikramdeep Randhawa, 29

The B.C. corrections officer was shot and killed in broad daylight in the busy parking lot of the 
Scottsdale Centre mall on the Surrey-Delta border. Bystander video caught the apparent killer 
running to a getaway car. Police believe Randhawa was targeted but say the motive is unclear.

April 22 — Todd Gouwenberg, 46

The United Nations gang associate and ex-MMA fighter was gunned down outside the front 
doors of the Langley Sportsplex around 9 a.m. The facility houses a daycare, four rinks and a 
fitness centre.

April 19 — Bailey McKinney, 20

Shot to death near a skateboard park at busy Coquitlam Town Centre Park around 6:30 p.m., 
IHIT said McKinney was in conflict with people or a group who were believed to have targeted 
him.
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Police identify Langley homicide victim as a long-standing gang member

April 17 —Harpreet (Harb) Singh Dhaliwal, 31

The Abbotsford man was shot to death outside of Cardero's restaurant in Vancouver's Coal 
Harbour at 8:30 p.m. on a Saturday night in the first of a string of brazen daylight killings in 
public spaces. Francois Joseph Gauthier, 51, has since been charged with first-degree murder. 

March 19 — Joban Dhindsa, 23, and Chaten Dhindsa, 25

The brothers were found dead inside a burning building in the 22000-block of Rathburn Drive in 
Richmond. Investigators said they had suffered injuries consistent with homicide and were likely 
targeted in the ongoing Lower Mainland gang conflict.

Mother speaks out after son's targeted killing at busy Coquitlam park

Feb. 3 — Chris Kenworthy, 32

Shot to death in his vehicle at 8 p.m. in the 6500-block of Portland Street in Burnaby in what 
police say was a targeted shooting. Kenworthy pleaded guilty to manslaughter in the 2006 
killing of Surrey drug dealer Kee Woo and was sentenced to nine years in prison. Although 17 at 
the time of the murder, Kenworthy's case was raised to adult court.

Jan. 26 — Arshdeep Singh, 22

Shot dead in a vehicle in the 5300-block of 207 Street in Langley. A second man in the vehicle 
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was also shot but survived. Singh was known to police and had ties to the drug trade. 

Father of 14-year-old Metro Vancouver homicide victim says his son was set up

Jan. 9 — Dilraj Johal, 28

Found shot to death in a condo unit at 8120 Lansdowne Road in Richmond, in what was the 
third gang-related killing in a four day span. Investigators said Johal was known to police and 
was targeted. 

Jan. 7 — Anees Mohammed, 29

Shot several times in the area of Garry St. and Fentiman Place in the Steveston neighbourhood 
of Richmond. IHIT investigators linked his death to gangs and say he was targeted for murder.

Jan. 6 — Gary Kang, 24

Shot several times just after 5 a.m. at his home near 161 Street and 30th Avenue in the Morgan 
Heights neighbourhood of Surrey. Kang was well known to police who said his killing was 
connected to the ongoing Lower Mainland gang war.

Dec. 28, 2020 — Tequel Willis, 14

The Burnaby teen is the youngest victim of the ongoing violence. He was shot multiple times 
while getting out of a taxi near 148A Street and 110 Avenue in Surrey at 7:30 in the evening. 
Police say he was targeted. 
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Dec.  27, 2020 — Harman Singh Dhesi, 19

Shot to death in his vehicle in the area of 137A Street and 90th Avenue in Surrey at 10:30 p.m. 
Dhesi was known to police, who say he was targeted for murder.

Top Solutions:

⦁ Surrey School district founded in 1906 currently operating schools in City of Surrey, City 
of WhiteRock and rural area of Barnston Island, Surrey board of education must be 
splitted into two or three. City Of WhiteRock and Barnston Island needs their own 
Board of education for better and improved education, accoutability and results. 
Smaller classes and District will bring better accountability towards education and 
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safety of our Youths

⦁ Schools needs "Whistleblower"system so that any student, parents or staff can 
annoumously complaint or raise concerns 

⦁ Schools must have student union representing students (secondary/high school 
students should run the program and can include elementary schools in their union as 
well). Student union must have access to public funds to represent students incase of 
legal battles with school district and administrations. Student union leader must be 
involve in all school admistrative decisions.

⦁ Clearly posted School of conducts including anti discrimination, charter of rights, 
students and Youths rights

⦁ Police needs to patrol out side of schools and shouldn't be inside of school. School 
administration should take full responsibility to keep their schools safe and protected

⦁ Better and advanced Survellence systems with backup data storage system upto 6 
months

⦁ Contracted/monitored  school washrooms to improve santitation and security (Often 
gang recruitments, drug activities happening inthe washroom and to control that the 
washrooms needs to be monitored and controlled just like bars/clubs)

⦁ Eliminate SafeSchool program and bring better and advance program as SafeSchool 
program is outdated, over cluttured and not helpful and not preventable.

⦁ Unannounced audits by Ministry of education and Ministry of Children

⦁ More Student incentive programs including more sports and educational events

Conclusions:

It is evident that youths lives are being targeted in schools. Youths experience Discrimination, 
bullying, harrasment and they dont currently have any sufficient support at schools therefore 
they are getting into drugs and they are being recruited into gangs and then getting controlled 
by gangsters to bring violance inthe community.

It is evident that smaller school district means better accountability and results, it is evident 
that smaller school districts can implement changes much faster than the larger school districts.

It is evident that Youths who get involve inthe gang in their teens, they dont get to celebrate 
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their 25th birthday and often get shot or get into jails and never able to live their life peacefuly.

It is evident that schools and officials are on denials and not accepting any responsibility 
perhaps treating young childrens just like hardcore criminals.

It is evident that School administrations and officals often use the phrase "We can't disclose any 
information because of Youth privacy" but then never take any steps towards the Youths safety 
and Youths safety often get neglected by officals and administrations.

It is evident that majority of Youths who are facing legal difficulties or the one who lost their 
lives are due to neglegence of duty by Schools, Police and Justice system.

It is evident that Youths lives are at risk and serious actions must be taken to save our Youths.
