Annex VII. Services of the State Care Agency for Victims of Trafficking in Human Beings 
1. State Care Agency Shelters provide a person twenty-four-hour housing, psychological-social rehabilitation, organisation/reception of medical aid, legal aid and, if necessary – service of an interpreter. A victim of human trafficking and a person dependent on him/her (child under 18 years, as well as a person whose lawful representative is the victim of the human trafficking) may be placed in the shelter. Shelter services are also adjusted to juveniles' requirements, and services are provided based on their needs. Formal and informal education for children is ensured in the shelters.   
2. In April 2020, with the support of UNICEF and the Parliament of Georgia, a children's rights hotline - 111 - was launched under the Agency. From 2020 to today, the hotline has received more than 3,000 targeted calls; the hotline operates 24 hours a day. Two psychologists are always available for hotline consultations. 
3. In 2021, the 24-hour Emergency Response Mechanism was approved by the Agency to provide effective and rapid response to cases related to juveniles from six pm to nine am. At this point, the mechanism works in two directions: 1. violence against minors; 2. children working and living on the street. In Tbilisi and Rustavi, mobile groups work at night (once in four days) while social workers are on duty in the rest of Georgia. Two coordinators work in the direction of the mentioned mechanism. Rapid response is carried out at night, and protection of the legal status of children is ensured. It is planned to develop and improve the 24-hour response mechanism, to assess the pilot and to determine future plans.

Annex XII. Ongoing and Implemented Programs in Agriculture 
4. The preferential agro-credit project was implemented since 2013 that aimed at promoting agriculture's primary production, processing and storage-sale manufacturing processes. Within the framework of this project, more than 55,410 loans were financed, for which the bank loan of three billion 892 million GEL was allocated; the State's share in the interest co-financing amounted to 531.1 million GEL. The number of unique beneficiaries during the project implementation amounted to 30,869. 
5. In terms of the development of agricultural production processing and storage infrastructure, from 2014 to December 31, 2021, the State funded 162 projects of 162 unique beneficiaries; the total investment exceeded 220.7 million GEL, out of which Rural Development Agency co-financing amounted to more than 81.1 million GEL. 
6. Maximum promotion of young people in agricultural activities is crucial. In 2018, the Young Entrepreneur program was launched. Within the program's framework, 244 projects with a total investment of more than 24.8 million GEL were implemented in 2018-2021. The number of unique beneficiaries during the program's implementation amounted to 243, while the State's co-financing exceeded 9.6 million GEL.      
7. [bookmark: _GoBack]The "Agroinsurance" program is being successfully implemented to develop the insurance market in the agro-sector, maintain income for persons engaged in agricultural activities and reduce risks. Across the country, more than 135,280 insurance policies were issued to 61,721 unique beneficiaries, a total of 122,561 hectares of land were insured, and the Rural Development Agency's share of the insurance premium exceeded 57.6 million GEL. The value of the insured crop was 1,012,862,077 GEL, and the insurance premium was - 85,274,321 GEL. In addition, the compensated loss amounted to more than 65.7 million GEL. 
8. Agricultural Modernization, Market Access and Resilience" (AMMAR) co-financing program to introduce and encourage modern technologies. 643 beneficiaries benefited from this program, and the total investment was more than 38.5 million GEL. Furthermore, co-financing amounted to more than 15.2 million GEL.   
9. Within the "Agricultural Machinery Co-financing Program" framework, with the State co-financing, it became possible to purchase machinery with a value of more than 34.3 million GEL. In total, 260 unique beneficiaries were financed, and the co-financing of the Rural Development Agency exceeded 15.2 million GEL.   
Annex XIII. Mental Health State Program 
10. To increase geographic and financial accessibility of psychiatric services for the population of Georgia, Mental Health State Program has been developed in Georgia, the beneficiaries of which are as follows:     
· Citizens of Georgia 
· Beneficiaries of compulsory of involuntary inpatient service are citizens of Georgia or persons in penitentiary institutions regardless of whether or not having an official identification document, against whom there is a court decision, envisaged in the art. 191 of the Criminal Procedure Code of Georgia, on placing a person in an inpatient facility for the purpose of compulsory or involuntary psychiatric treatment.   
· Beneficiaries of inpatient service, who require involuntary service are the citizens of Georgia, citizens of foreign countries in Georgia and stateless persons permanently residing in Georgia.

Annex XIV. Inclusive Education
12. To ensure inclusive education for children with special educational needs and CWDs, alternative curriculum and activities were developed for elementary classes in mathematics, Georgian language and literature, and natural sciences. Sensory curriculum, appropriate protocols and standards were introduced for students with severe and multiple disorders of mental and physical development, as well as severe autism spectrum disorders. SEN students of eight resource schools (504 students according to 2021-2022) who benefit from boarding services are provided with: education services, quality food, necessary personal items for primary use, seasonal clothes, if necessary, primary medicines and first aid services.
13. Public schools are provided with the services of a multi-disciplinary team, whose function is to identify special educational needs, issue recommendations on teaching-learning methods and approaches, and counsel schools on students’ needs and mechanisms of working with them. As a result of the reform, the number of children with disabilities/SEN enrolled in school is constantly increasing:
