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Suggestions for disability-relevant questions to be included in the 

List of Issues for Country report task force 

Human Rights Committee, 103rd Session

The International Disability Alliance (IDA) has prepared the following suggestions for the list of issues, based on references to persons with disabilities to be found in the State reports submitted to the Human Rights Committee. 

CAPE VERDE

Cape Verde signed the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities on 30 March 2007, but has not yet ratified it.

No State report has been submitted to the Human Rights Committee.
Suggestions for list of issues in the absence of a State report:
· What steps are being taken to promote the rights of children and adults with disabilities and their full participation and inclusion in society, including in education, employment, and participation in public life? Is disability based discrimination prohibited explicitly in the law?
· What steps have been taken to address the heightened risk for girls and women with disabilities of becoming victims of domestic violence and abuse? What measures are being adopted to ensure that both services (including shelters) and information for victims are made accessible to women and girls with disabilities?

· What measures are in place to ensure that all health care and services provided to persons with disabilities, including all mental health care and services, are based on the free and informed consent of the person concerned (and cannot be substituted by third party decision-makers such as family members or guardians)?
· What laws and policies are in place to ensure that persons with disabilities enjoy legal capacity on an equal basis with others in accordance with Article 16 ICCPR and as elaborated in Article 12 CRPD? 

· What steps are being taken to amend the Constitution to repeal restrictions to voting for persons with disabilities (Article 54(3)) which is contrary to latest international human rights standards on the right to vote (e.g. Article 29 of the CRPD)?

· What steps are being taken to ratify the CRPD and its Optional Protocol ?
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
