Decree of the Government of Georgia
N1165 July 18, 2025, Tbilisi

On approval of Priority Directions and Targeted Programs for State Grant Issuance

1. It is hereby acknowledged that, based on subparagraph “c” of paragraph 1(1) of Article 3 of the Law of Georgia “On Grants” and Resolution No. 119 of the Government of Georgia dated April 15, 2025 “On the establishment and approval of the regulations of a legal entity of public law – the State Grant Management Agency”, the LEPL – State Grant Management Agency (hereinafter referred to as the Agency) has been established, the purpose of which is to support public organizations registered and operating in Georgia by issuing state grants, within the limits provided for this purpose by the state budget of Georgia, in accordance with the “State Grant In accordance with the priority directions and targeted programs for state grants”. 
 2. In order to announce a public call for state grant issuance by the Agency, in accordance with the provisions of this Decree, the “Priority Directions and Targeted Programs for State Grants” shall be approved.

Priority directions and targeted programs for state grant issuance
2025-2026

According to Article 2, Paragraph 2, Subparagraph “a” of the “Statutes of the Legal Entity of Public Law - State Grant Management Agency”, approved by the Resolution No. 119 of the Government of Georgia dated April 15, 2025, the Agency carries out its activities in accordance with the priority areas and target programs for the issuance of state grants approved by the Government of Georgia. Within the framework of the aforementioned target programs, the Agency ensures the announcement of a public call for the issuance of state grants.
The Agency conducted a preliminary study and analysis to determine the priority areas and targeted programs for state grant issuance, for which purpose it held consultations with state, autonomous republic, and local self-government bodies/public institutions and other interested parties. In addition, the Agency analyzed such strategic documents as “Vision 2030 Development Strategy of Georgia”, “Government Program 2025 – 2028”, etc.
Based on the above-mentioned study and analysis conducted by the Agency, the Grant Application Review Board has determined the priority areas and targeted programs for state grant issuance as follows.
