[bookmark: tw-target-text2] 		The report presented by the Brazilian state to the United Nations DHESC Committee prepared in 2019 contains the actions and public policies carried out before the 2016 coup that removed President-elect Dilma Rousseff from the presidency of Brazil. This report, then, does not take into account what happened after 2016, starting with the Temer government. It is important to say that the data and information contained in this report do not relate to the reality experienced by Brazil in 2019.

[bookmark: tw-target-text3]		Even so, with the presentation of advances in pre-coup d'état Brazilian urban policy, the Brazilian government still received the following recommendation from the DHESC Committee, in the list of questions raised as a result of that report:

Please indicate, using statistical data on availability and habitability, to what extent the Minha Casa Minha Vida programme, mentioned in paragraph 177 of the State party's report, has benefited families living in informal settlements. Please also provide information, including statistical data for the last five years, on the forced evictions carried out in the State party, indicating the reasons that justified them and the reparation measures offered to the victims. Please comment on the effectiveness of legal and other safeguards in ensuring that victims of forced evictions do not become homeless and/or receive adequate alternative accommodation and/or compensation, and indicate whether the State party has instituted a moratorium on evictions during the COVID-19 pandemic.” (https://tbinternet.ohchr.org/_layouts/15/treatybodyexternal/Download.aspx?symbolno=E%2FC.12%2FBRA%2FQ%2F3&Lang=en)”

[bookmark: tw-target-text5]			Faced with the non-existent response from the Brazilian government due to the questioning of the DHESC Committee, below are the real information about the current scenario of the right to decent housing in Brazil and what happened during the PANDEMIC in our country.
[bookmark: tw-target-text6] 		More than 40,000 families have been victims of eviction or repossession across Brazil since the beginning of the Covid-19 pandemic in March 2020. Data compiled by the Zero Eviction Campaign mapped cases from March 2020 to February 2023. cases, 7,376 affected families are in São Paulo. The lack of public policies aimed at popular housing in recent years has intensified the issue.
[bookmark: tw-target-text7] 		The state of São Paulo leads the survey, with 7,376 families evicted and another 65,600 under threat of eviction; followed by Rio de Janeiro (6,041 evicted and 5,513 threatened) and Amazonas (4,879 families evicted from their homes, 32,719 at risk of losing their homes). In total, there were 41,006 evictions in the country.

[bookmark: tw-target-text11] 		Nationwide, 177,628 children were affected by homelessness or the risk of losing their roof. The data also mapped 174,512 elderly people, 623,256 women and 685,582 black people among the victims of conflict over land and housing, as the Zero Eviction defines the situation. Cases of total or partial removal occur mainly in the Southeast (more than 16 thousand), Northeast (more than 10 thousand), North (more than 8 thousand), Midwest (more than 5 thousand) and South (more than 4 thousand).
[bookmark: tw-target-text12] 		In addition to families displaced during the period, the mapping includes families who are at risk of losing their roof. In all, 217,881 of them are under threat in 933 different registries across the country. In parallel, 56,955 families with evictions suspended during the pandemic were identified
[bookmark: tw-target-text13] 		According to the Zero Eviction Campaign, in 2022 more than 190 thousand families lived under threat of evictions in Brazil, accounting for almost one million people, or 907,876 (nine hundred and seven thousand, eight hundred and seventy-six) people affected, with more than half of this population is made up of women. In 2021, the Panorama of Land Conflicts deepened the reading of data on evictions in Brazil in 10 Brazilian states, which together added up to over 150 thousand families threatened with eviction.
[bookmark: tw-target-text14] 		 And for the Panorama, 69.57% of families occupied the areas for housing purposes for more than 10 years and 15.21% for less than 02 years, indicating an increase in occupations in the pandemic period. In the year 2022, more than 35 thousand families were evicted in actions promoted mostly by the so-called owners of the areas. Eviction is a serious violation of human rights and the decision to carry it out places the right to property, an individual right, above the right to housing for thousands of families.
[bookmark: tw-target-text15] 		The 2019 survey by the João Pinheiro Foundation, the housing deficit throughout Brazil was 5.8 million homes, of which 79% were concentrated in low-income families. The study also indicates that 87.7% of the quantitative housing deficit (shortage housing, whether due to precarious housing, family cohabitation, too many people per square meter, or high cost of rent) is located in urban areas.
[bookmark: tw-target-text16] 		In addition, it demonstrates that the absolute housing deficit in Brazil increased from 5.657 million in 2016 to 5.877 million in 2019. These homes represent 8% of the country's households. One of the highlights of the survey was the impact of the high cost of urban rents. This deficit category went from 2.814 million in 2016 to 3.035 million in 2019, accounting for 52% of the total indicator. Houses whose rental cost corresponds to more than 30% of family income are included in this account.

[bookmark: tw-target-text17] 		In the excessive burden with urban rent component, the number of women jumped from 1.588 million (56%) in 2016 to 1.887 million (62%) in 2019. In the “cohabitation” component, there was also an increase in the participation of women. The percentage went from 50% (2016) to 56% (2019). The number of residences that present some type of inadequacy reaches more than 24.8 million. This was the first time that this data was consolidated in the João Pinheiro Foundation survey.

 		The indicator includes characteristics of urban infrastructure, such as lack of water supply, sewage, electricity, garbage collection, as well as other inadequacies, such as lack of storage space, lack of bathrooms, inadequate coverage and floors, among others. others. The total number of inadequate households in the country corresponds to 24.894 million.
[bookmark: tw-target-text19] 		The budget cuts announced yesterday by President Bolsonaro for the year 2021 continue the genocidal actions of this government. The targets were many, from health – in the midst of a pandemic that has already killed nearly 400,000 Brazilian men and women – to sanitation, education, the census, environmental preservation, among many fundamental areas. In the case of housing, the measures are tragic for the low-income population
[bookmark: tw-target-text20]. Items for the production of popular housing were cut by more than 2 billion, that is 81% of the approved resources. This means that no work will start, no work at a standstill will be resumed and work on more than 200,000 homes in progress may be paralyzed from May onwards.

[bookmark: tw-target-text21] 		On the point related to land regularization and tenure security, the normative bases have been Law n.º 13,465, of July 11, 2017 – the REURB Law and Law n. that establishes the Casa Verde e Amarela Program, the latter being the one that guides the way of operating the actions and their sources of financing. It is known that Law 13,465/2017 works with the logic of the financialization of land and has as one of its purposes to regularize public lands and forests in the Amazon invaded by agribusiness.
[bookmark: tw-target-text22] 		Although other relevant norms for land regularization are still in force, such as the City Statute (Federal Law 10,527, of July 10, 2001), in 2022 the PEC 80, filed in 2019, intends to annul the social function of urban property , continued to be processed, as well as PL 8262 filed in 2017, which provides for the removal of invaders from private property, with the help of the police and without a court order.

[bookmark: tw-target-text23] 		Still on state production, given the lack of constancy and resources, the federal government was unable to cope with the production of informal and inadequate housing. While housing production is conducted by impoverished populations in view of their vital need for a roof over their heads, public investments, in addition to being scarce, do not cover the most impoverished families.
[bookmark: tw-target-text24] 		In 2022, R$1.2 billion from the General Budget of the Union – OGU were allocated to Casa Verde Amarela and R$72.9 million from the FGTS – Severance Indemnity Fund, of which R$64.4 billion are onerous and R$8.5 billion for rebates. At the end of 2022, the Federal Government announced a reduction to the lowest level of BRL 82 million for housing.

[bookmark: tw-target-text25] 		Given the economic and health crisis, with its high unemployment rates and precarious work, the consequences of the dismantling of public policies associated with the financialization of rights promoted by the federal government, are perceived in the increase in the homeless population, in evictions, in the deficit housing in 5.9 million households and in more than 5.1 million households in subnormal agglomerations, according to data – lagged – from the IBGE, this point also being a major weakness inherited from the previous period.
