Question refers to following article of UNCRPD:
Article 11, Concluding Observations 23-24

Draft of question (max. 1 question, max. 400 char.):
How is Inclusion of Persons with Disabilities implemented in disaster preparedness and in all phases of humanitarian action, and how is it monitored using criteria to measure actual implementation?

Short justification / description of problem (max. 500 char.):
Inclusion of Persons with Disabilities in humanitarian action poses special challenges for humanitarian agencies, in particular in an acute emergency situation. In addition to a human rights-based strategy for inclusive humanitarian action and inclusive disaster preparedness, a monitoring mechanism, which is based on criteria for inclusive humanitarian projects (for self-assessment and external assessment) is required to measure the degree of actual implementation.

Draft of question (max. 1 question, max. 400 char.):
How does the Federal Government ensure that the German development cooperation is inclusive of persons with disabilities and what measures have been taken for monitoring and accountability  to ensure that the progress of the implementation of the rights of persons with disabilities can be systematically analyzed and assessed? 


Short justification / description of problem (max. 500 char.):
Persons with disabilities are not systematically and bindingly taken into account in German development cooperation yet. According to the DEVAL evaluation of the BMZ Action Plan only a small portion of the technical cooperation projects within the BMZ portfolio feature elements of inclusion. A sample examined by DEVAL in 2015 attributes this to approx. 6 percent of the projects. There is a general lack of commitment of all stakeholders of German development cooperation for Inclusion of Persons with Disabilities and for measuring the progress of inclusive projects.

Draft of question (max. 1 question, max. 400 char.):
To what extent has the state party established budget lines to effectively fulfill its commitment towards inclusive development cooperation (in current and future projects, pilot projects, research, and promotion of the participation of persons with disabilities and their organizations etc.)?


Short justification / description of problem (max. 500 char.):
The evaluation of the BMZ Action Plan for implementation of article 32 of the CRPD (2013-2015) has shown that, among other things, a budget line is necessary to underline the political will for inclusive development cooperation and thus broaden the basis for participation within BMZ and its implementing agencies. This budget could be created in the context of the new BMZ strategy for inclusion which is being developed or for implementing the guiding principle of the 2030 Agenda “Leave No One Behind”.
