Implementation of the introduction program of subscription system
	The joint orders N 654-A of October 31, 2018 “On the establishment of the program of the subscriber system implemented by the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Armenia and of the approved list of involved organizations” and the Order N 1599-A of November 28, 2018 have been prepared and confirmed by the Ministry of Education and the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Armenia. 

The two ministries have jointly worked with Dasaran.am website, within the framework of which the module of student subscription system services was designed. The program was launched in the first ten days of November 2018. According to the data of the 2nd decade of December, within the framework of the program, about 50 museums have been visited by 15008 students and 642 teachers.

	
“Teacher Training” program
	The “Teacher Training” program is implemented in order to improve the quality of teaching of the teachers working at cultural education institutions in the regions of the Republic of Armenia to identify and develop the abilities of gifted children and introduce new teaching methods. 

As a result, the quality of the education of gifted children's has been improved, their creative abilities have been stimulated. 354 teachers participated in the training program in 2016, 381 in 2017, and 490 in 2018. Sector analyzes and monitoring were carried out. 

	
Implementation of 
“Your Art at School”
 grant program
	In order to increase the interest in fine arts, music and literature among schoolchildren, the Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and Sport of the Republic of Armenia has implemented a grant program entitled “Your Art at School.” 
The program includes three main areas: classical music, fine arts and literature. The aim of the program is to fill the gaps of the “cultural education” component in the field of general education, to increase the interest in reading, classical music and fine arts, promote the development of critical, analytical and creative thinking in music, fine arts, literature, be acquainted with young artists, raise civic consciousness, expand the boundaries of students' knowledge in the given field of art.
As a result of the submitted projects, interviews have been organised with all applicants, 50 artists and theorists, involved in the fields of fine arts, literature, music. They, as a result of the lottery, got the opportunity to implement their projects in about 1400 public schools.
The program was implemented in two stages. In the first stage, a professional commission convened by the Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and Sport of the Republic of Armenia, examined the applications, identifying those that are most relevant to the project objectives. The applicants who passed the first round were then invited for an interview. Each artist who has passed the interview stage must visit 30 schools from each region, selecting a minimum of 1 and a maximum of 3 schools from Yerevan.
The “Your Art at School” program started in December and will end in May. Within the framework of the program each artist will receive a grant of 1 million AMD.

	
“Development and publication of educational and methodological literature for music and art schools” program
	The program “Development and publication of educational and methodological literature for music and art schools” included educational manuals, subject programs, textbooks, educational-methodological-scientific-pedagogical works, collections of Armenian folk music, series, works of Armenian classical contemporaries composing art-works.
In 2008-2018 294 titles of literature were published (2008:32, 2009:29, 2010:40, 2011:34, 2012:26, 2013:26, 2014:27, 2015:21, 2016:24, 2017:20, 2018:15).  The literature published every year is distributed free of charge to about 200 educational institutions implementing cultural education in the Republic of Armenia.


	
Training in national string and brass instruments of music and art schools
	Since 2007 the program “Teaching National String and Brass Instruments of Music and Art Schools” has been implemented, which contributes to the preservation of national, string, brass instruments, filling the sections of national instruments with students, as well as the process of receiving of vocational education by gifted children from socially vulnerable families. 
In this way, it ensures the preservation and development of national music and the performing arts. Within the framework of the program, tuition reimbursement is received by 2361 students of 146 music and art schools of the regions in Armenia and the city of Yerevan.


	“School Philharmonic”
	The “School Philharmonic” lesson-program is being implemented, within the framework of which about 50 lessons-concerts are organized annually in Yerevan and in the regions of Armenia.  

	
Acquisition of musical instruments for music and art schools
	The “Acquisition of Musical Instruments for Music and Art Schools” program has been implemented since 2013.
In general, in 2013-2017, 507 musical instruments were purchased within the framework of the program. In 2019 it is planned to purchase 88 musical instruments. The instruments purchased through the program will be provided free of charge to the music schools of all the communities of the country.

	
“Education for special groups of children”
	Under this program, 614 children from orphanages and families with social vulnerabilities were included in the aesthetic education system, and the special arts and crafts trainings in 12 specialties were organized for them in the branches of Yerjan, Lori, Shirak and Gegharkunik marzes of the “Special Creative Center for Children” state non-commercial organisation (music, dance, theatrical art, decorative-applied art, painting, handicraft, embroidery, sculpture, etc.).

	
Involvement and education of children in the field of intangible cultural heritage
	The following programs were implemented in 2018: “Souvenir Training Centre” in Lori region, “Trainings on Khachkar making,” “Establishment of a national music center in Vanand secondary school,” “Arar: preservation, dissemination, development and popularization of national culture in the regions of the Republic of Armenia,” “Preparation of dance costumes for the dance group of Noyemberyan Cultural Center,” “Organization of training in the wooden workshop for the people with disabilities,” “Sasna Tsrer” or “Sasuntsi Davit” traditional republican festival programs organized for children in Armavir region. The latter was attended by more than 900 children.
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
