1. According to the Constitution of Georgia “The state shall promote the development of culture, the unrestricted participation of citizens in cultural life, expression and enrichment of cultural originality, recognition of national and common values and deepening of international cultural relations” (Article 34 (1)); “Every citizen of Georgia shall be obliged to care for the protection and preservation of the cultural heritage. The state shall protect the cultural heritage by law” (Article 34 (2)). “Citizens of Georgia shall be equal in social, economic, cultural and political life irrespective of their national, ethnic, religious or linguistic belonging. In accordance with universally recognized principles and rules of international law, they shall have the right to develop freely, without any discrimination and interference, their culture, to use their mother tongue in private and in public” (Article 38 (1)); “In accordance with universally recognized principles and rules of international law, the exercise of minority rights shall not oppose the sovereignty, state structure, territorial integrity and political independence of Georgia” (Article 38 (2)).

2. Moreover according to the Georgian Law on Culture “Georgian citizens are equal in cultural life regardless of national, ethnic, religious or language belonging” (Article 6). 

3. Taking into account the above mentioned legal acts, the Ministry of Culture and Monument Protection of Georgia (MoC) carries out numerous projects by the 15 basic programs which include promoting of the artistic and cultural development of children (see Annex).  

4. Furthermore MoC annually subsidizes more than 80 organizations, which acquired the status of Legal Entities of Public Law (LEPL) from 2009. These are educational institutions (Art Universities, Colleges and schools), folklore troupes, orchestras, theatres, museums and cultural centers (including organizations of national minorities).

5. The Ministry of Culture and Monument Protection of Georgia supports protection, development, popularization and self-expression of the culture of ethnical minorities and promotes there further integration into the Georgian space. This support is provided via several organizations, which were included into the list of subsidized organizations. Besides from 2009 the Ministry of Culture and Monument Protection of Georgia has developed “Program Supporting the Culture of National Minorities” in the framework of which many interesting initiatives have been financed. The main priorities of the Program remained the same and consider promotion and support of minority intercultural dialogue and cultural integration.

6. From 2009 MoC has been carrying out a project of free art education for IDPs of War 2008. The project started in September 2009 and it implies support of up to 1500 IDP children’s education in different fields of art. 

7. During 2009-2013, for the development and support of classic music in regions, have been carried out multiple concerts and master classes in up to 60 cities and municipalities for music schools students. For the development of the material-technical base of cultural units in the regions, following activities have been done: 45 music schools of Poti and 13 municipalities received I-II grade textbooks “Polyphonic pieces for children (100 units); 8 music schools of Tbilisi, Batumi, Kutaisi, Poti, Mtskheta and Gori municipalities received music literature (417 units); 5 music schools received electric pianos, Art schools and studios in 20 municipalities received art inventory (easels, stands, pumps, desks). Animation studios of art schools in two municipalities (Zugdidi, Telavi) have been equipped with computer technologies. Art-music schools in 14 cities and 19 municipalities received musical instruments; N. Andguladze vocal foundation conducted 21 puppet performances in 7 municipalities of Georgia; 8 youth pop music groups of culture and art centers in 9 municipalities received 2 full package pop music instruments and 2 music systems; Youth art collective exchange concerts have been conducted in all municipalities aiming mutual collaboration and sharing experiences. 

8. From 2013, with the support of MoC, projects: “Folk Craft Summer School”, the summer schools has been opened in 6 regions of Georgia, where young people learn various craft technologies: woodcarving, making Svan hats, felt making and tapestry, knitting Meskhi carpets and “Otia Ioseliani Weekend School” in Tskhaltubo, aiming to create non-formal education capacity in the field of art for young generation in Tskhaltubo municipality has been implemented. Along with this N(N)LE  writers creative union of Georgia’s project “Library on the wheels”, meetings with well-known writers were carried out in regions, young writers were discovered and popularized, new editions of Georgian writers books were given to public school libraries in the regions.

9. Additionally in the frameworks of the “Program Promoting Cultural Parks and Centers”, infrastructure and material technical base of cultural houses, country clubs, cultural and recreation parks have been improved and renewed in the regions of Georgia.

10. From 2012 in the framework of the “program in support of people with disabilities” the Ministry supported several projects, as a result of which promoted involvement of people with disabilities in the cultural activities, development of their creative skills and popularization of their creativity.

11. Moreover concerning youth education and development, LEPL “Georgian National Museum” is actively involved and carries out multiple activities. LEPL “Georgian National Museum” incorporates the most important museums, scientific centers, archeological bases and repositories in Tbilisi and in regions. 

12. Museum education applies proactive and informative teaching methodology, moreover, museum provides informal and comfortable environment for learning. Museum learning, through entertaining games, considering age groups and teaching in an understandable language for children complements and reinforces the knowledge gained at schools. At the same time it evokes curiosity and interest among young people, and supports their personal development. 

13. Besides gaining the general knowledge, museum education promotes development of creative skills among young people, such as attention concentration and imagination, independent reasoning, critical thinking and communication skills. Museum education programs promote development of empathy and tolerance among children and youth, as well as stirs scenes of patriotism in the process of national art perception.  

14. It is noteworthy that, there is wide range of programs outside the museum as well: moving educational exhibitions, lectures and presentations by the museum staff for schools and for regional centers, web-site resources and etc.

15. Due to the fact that young people with poor socio-economic background and national minorities have obstacles in terms of participation in a civic life, the museum regularly hosts young people with poor socio-economic background and national minorities. The museum carries out special tours and events, such as summer camps, summer schools and etc..., particularly for them for free. In this regard, most important projects are moving exhibitions of the museum with educational projects “Multicultural Georgia”, “Clothes of Caucasian people after the Max Tilke’s works”, “Intellectual conversations”, and etc. The intellectual conversation also covers ecological and environment protection issues, such as eco system, water pollution, deforestation, air pollution; global warming and etc.

16. Elaboration and implementation of educational programs for children is also provided by the LEPL “National Agency for Cultural Heritage and Preservation of Georgia” which aim is development of young generation and evoking sense of respect towards their culture.
