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China NGO Network for International Exchanges (CNIE) was established in October 2005 as a national non-profit civil society organization with independent legal person status. It is mainly composed of national NGOs and personages from various social fields engaging in research and practices in peace and disarmament, social development, science and education, culture and art, health care, environmental protection, democracy and human rights, ethnic and religious affairs, policy advocacy and law, business and commerce, public welfare and charity, poverty alleviation and disability assistance as well as women and youth affairs. CNIE has 265 member organizations (of which 36 are with consultative status to the United Nations Economic and Social Council), and over 180 individual council members.
As an NGO network dedicated to international exchanges and cooperation, CNIE engages with NGOs and personages both home and abroad, with a view to promoting exchanges and cooperation between Chinese NGOs and their counterparts in the rest of the world and enhancing people-to-people friendship.

China Actively Implements the Global Development Initiative to Pool Strength of International Society to Ensure Progress of Economic, Social and Cultural Rights

China NGO Network for International Exchanges (CNIE)

Overview
1.The Convention emphasizes that States Parties shall take steps or through international assistance and cooperation, particularly in the economic and technical fields, to guarantee the full realization of the rights recognized in this Convention. Developing countries shall, with due regard to their own economic and human rights development, actively safeguard the enjoyment by non-nationals of the economic rights recognized in this Convention. China has put forward the Global Development Initiative, and has made joint efforts with the international community for implementation. Important steps have been taken to protect the economic, social and cultural rights of people in other countries, especially developing countries, and good results have been achieved.

I. Put forward the "Global Development Initiative" and work together to actively implement the "Global Development Initiative"
2. On September 21, 2021, Chinese President Xi Jinping proposed the Global Development Initiative(GDI) when attending the general debate of the seventy-sixth United Nations General Assembly, encouraged the international community to strengthen international cooperation on development, contributed Chinese wisdom and solutions to addressing development challenges and accelerating the implementation of the UN 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. Over the past year and more, thanks to the concerted efforts of China and the international community, the Global Development Initiative has taken root. It has not only achieved a number of early harvests, but also presented a good momentum of focusing and advancing in an all-round way. 

3. First, the international consensus on promoting cooperation on initiatives and accelerating the implementation of the UN 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development has been extensively consolidated. So far, more than 100 countries and international organizations have supported the initiative，nearly 70 countries have joined the Group of Friends on Global Development Initiative. The Global Development Initiative has been written into cooperation documents between China and ASEAN, Central Asia, Africa, Latin America and Pacific island countries. In June 2022, President Xi Jinping presided over the High-level Dialogue on Global Development and delivered an important speech entitled "Building High-quality Partnerships for a New Era of Global Development". Leaders of various countries had an in-depth exchange of views and reached broad and important consensus on such major issues as strengthening international development cooperation and accelerating the implementation of the UN 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. At the Dialogue, President Xi Jinping announced 32 important measures to implement the Initiative and bring development back to the center of the international agenda, which was highly appreciated by all parties. 

4. Second, two funding platforms have been built. President Xi Jinping announced the integration and upgrading of the South-South Cooperation Assistance Fund into the Global Development and South-South Cooperation Fund and increased investment in the China-UN Peace and Development Fund. At present, these measures are being implemented in an orderly manner. Among them, the Global Development and South-South Cooperation Fund has been launched to support cooperation on GDI. The third phase of the Trust Fund for South-South Cooperation between China and the FAO was officially launched. At the same time, China is exploring new financing channels, mobilizing funds from all parties to follow up, and advancing practical cooperation in the eight key areas proposed in GDI.
 
5. Third, promote the establishment of cooperation mechanisms in various fields. On 12 November 2022, the Global Development Promotion Center was officially established to provide a platform for action and resources to support the implementation of GDI. We have launched and established cooperation platforms such as the World Alliance for the Development of Vocational and Technical Education, the China-Pacific Island Countries Cooperation Center on Climate Change, and the International NGOs Network for Poverty Reduction Cooperation, and worked with other parties to build cooperation networks in agriculture, education, epidemic prevention & control and climate change. On September 20, China successfully hosted the ministerial meeting of the Group of Friends on Global Development Initiative, put forward seven further measures to implement the outcomes of the High-Level Dialogue on Global Development, released the first batch list of projects in the GDI Project Pool, including 50 practical cooperation projects in poverty reduction, food security and industrialization and 1,000 capacity building projects.

6. Fourth, there are more diverse participants, with the participation of many countries, departments and fields, and more frequent interactions among all parties. Since 2022, China and foreign countries have held a series of events, including the Regional Dialogue on Development Cooperation, the Food Security Forum, the Youth Dialogue, the "Country Day" of the Group of Friends on Global Development Initiative, and biodiversity, injecting vitality into the implementation of the GDI.

7. Fifth, enhance development knowledge sharing. China has issued the first Global Development Report to provide intellectual support for global development. China is speeding up the building of a global knowledge network for development, actively sharing governance and development experience with other countries, and promoting mutual learning. 

II. China has made important progress in poverty reduction, climate change, green development and other key areas of the Belt and Road Initiative and the Global Development Initiative, which has significantly improved the protection of economic, social and cultural rights of relevant countries
8. Over the past year, China has made remarkable progress in implementing the GDI, with the examples below in the 2 key areas of poverty reduction, climate change/green development.

（I）poverty reduction 
9. On 10 November 2022, the inaugural Meeting of the China-Africa Partnership Alliance for Poverty Reduction and Development and the 2022 Forum on China-Africa Cooperation Conference on Poverty Reduction and Development was held in Beijing, at which the China-Africa Partnership Alliance for Poverty Reduction and Development was established. About 100 representatives from China and African countries attended the meeting and held discussions on food security, employment, green development and other issues under the impact of COVID-19. The Annual Report on Poverty Reduction in Africa 2022 and the Case Collection of China-Africa Poverty Reduction and Development Cooperation 2022 were released. On 11 November 2022, the China International Center for Poverty Alleviation, the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations, the International Fund for Agricultural Development, the World Food Programme of the United Nations and the China Internet News Center jointly held the 2022 Global Partnership in Poverty Reduction Seminar in Beijing. The theme of the conference is "Shared Development–Poverty Eradication and Sustainable Rural Revitalization". The Annual Report on International Poverty Reduction 2022, the Global Poverty Reduction Case Collection 2022, the awarded cases in the Third Global Poverty Reduction Case Collection were issued, and the Fourth Global Poverty Reduction Case Collection was launched.

(II) Climate change/Green development  
10. While attaching great importance to international cooperation on climate change and firmly supporting multilateral processes on climate change, taking part in international negotiations on climate change in a constructive manner, China actively promotes South-South cooperation on climate change and the green Belt and Road Initiative and plays an important role in promoting the building of a fair, equitable and win-win global climate governance system.
 
11. In 2021, President Xi Jinping announced that China will vigorously support the green and low-carbon energy development of developing countries and will not build any new coal power projects overseas. In order to achieve carbon peaking and carbon neutrality, China will release implementation plans and a series of supporting measures for carbon peaking in key sectors and industries, and build a "1+N" policy system for carbon peaking and carbon neutrality. China and 31 countries have jointly launched the Belt and Road Green Development Partnership Initiative to improve the building of the Belt and Road International Alliance for Green Development. More than 10 online foreign aid training courses were held for Belt and Road co-building countries on water resources management and flood and drought disaster prevention, training more than 2,000 people. China and the UK jointly initiated the Belt and Road Green Investment Principles, and jointly promoted green investment and financing of the Belt and Road Initiative. China issued the Guidelines on Green Development in Overseas Investment Cooperation and the Guidelines on Ecological and Environmental Protection in Overseas Investment Cooperation Projects, developed environmental risk assessment tools for outbound investment based on the "Belt and Road" eco-environmental protection big data service platform and compiled the "Belt and Road" eco-environmental protection big data report, thus guiding enterprises to implement the concept of green development, carry out green investment cooperation, and promote the construction of a green Belt and Road. 

12. By July 2022, China had allocated more than 1.2 billion RMB yuan for South-South cooperation on climate change, and signed 43 cooperation documents on climate change with 38 developing countries. Furthermore, China had launched 40 climate change mitigation and adaptation projects with more than 30 developing countries, including Ethiopia, Pakistan, Chile, Cuba and Egypt, held 45 training sessions on South-South cooperation on climate change, and trained about 2,000 officials and technicians in the field of climate change in total for over 120 developing countries.

III. Relevant actions of Chinese NGOs in implementing the Global Development Initiative
13. Since the Global Development Initiative was put forward, Chinese NGOs have responded positively and taken practical actions to implement it. In August 2022, China NGO Network for International Exchanges (CNIE) initiated the International Civil Society Conference on Joint Implementation of the Global Development Initiative and established the International NGOs Network for Poverty Reduction Cooperation. At the conference, more than 1,000 Chinese and foreign NGOs, think tanks and enterprises signed the Joint Declaration on Implementation of the Global Development Initiative by International Civil Society. The Chinese Academy of Social Sciences and other institutions held the think tanks and media’s High-Level Forum on “Global Development: Common Mission and Value of Action". Other NGOs held series of video conferences and seminars on GDI.

14.Chinese NGOs have actively joined the International NGOs Network for Poverty Reduction Cooperation, the Global Poverty Reduction and Development Partnership Alliance, and the Global Partnership for Clean Energy Cooperation. Together with partners from other countries, CNIE has set up a project bank for the implementation of the Global Development Initiative by international NGOs. In the next three years, 30 livelihood projects will be carried out in key areas of the GDI. China Foundation for Peace and Development has officially launched its Peace and Development Fund, which will invest 100 million yuan in international cooperation in education, poverty reduction and medical care in developing countries. In the future, Chinese NGOs will continue to actively implement small and beautiful projects such as "Brightness Actions" and " Love Healthy Packages". 

IV. Recommendations for better implementation of the Global Development Initiative
(I) Further pooling international synergy
15. Greater efforts should be made to promote the implementation of the Global Development Initiative, accelerate the implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, improve global governance, and put development at the center of the global agenda. We call on the United Nations and other international organizations, governments and NGOs to join hands to advance the cause of global development and jointly work out ways and strategies to address the global development deficit on the basis of true multilateralism. 

(II) Mobilizing all parties to increase input 
16. We should urge developed countries to honor their commitments on official development assistance, further integrate and expand channels of financing for development, mobilize the United Nations and other international development institutions, governments, societies, enterprises and other stakeholders to increase financial input in key areas such as poverty reduction, education, health and ecological environment, and realize better recovery in the post-Covid-19 era. 

(III) Focusing on experience sharing
17. We should further strengthen the dissemination of development experience and best practice to promote exchanges of development experience and mutual learning among countries around the world.
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
