	Requirements for a minimum length of service for receiving a work incapacity pension depend on person’s age: 2 months until a person reaches the age of 22; from the age of 22, the length of service is increased annually by 2 months per year; from the age of 36, it is increased annually by 6 months per year, but may not exceed the minimum length of service established for granting a social insurance old-age pension, 15 years. The minimum length of service for granting a work incapacity pension is determined as follows: one year until the person reaches the age of 24; from the age of 24, the length of service is increased by 4 months every year; from the age of 30, it is increased by 6 months every year; from the age of 34, it is increased by 8 months every year; from the age of 40, it is increased by 12 months every year, but may not exceed the minimum length of service established for the old-age retirement pension (31.5 years in 2013).

	In 2016, a study was conducted into the discrimination on the basis of disability in the provision of deposit return services under the disposable packaging deposit system. If an infringement is established, the ME is obliged to establish legal acts regulating the procedure for organising deposit return services an obligation for entities providing such services to ensure adaptation of deposit return facilities to the needs of persons with disabilities. As part of the recommendation, the working group was set up at the Ministry of Environment. An NGO drew up and submitted recommendations on adapting deposit return points to the needs of persons with disabilities but no changes were made to the applicable legislation.

	2017
	In 2017, a study was conducted into the participation of persons with disabilities in elections. It showed that in the parliamentary elections of 2016, conditions had not been provided for persons with disabilities to effectively participate in the elections in the manner provided for by the Convention. In this context, and in line with the Recommendations of CRPD/C/LTU/CO/1, legal acts were amended to ensure that all persons with disabilities had the right to vote and stand for election.

	2018
	Studies conducted in 2017 revealed irregularities in the provision of services due to the failure to properly adapt passenger transportation services, swimming pools, and the building of the State Consumer Rights Protection Authority. In 2018, infringements were found in the field of consumer protection following investigations into non-adaptation of buildings where important public administrative, health care, educational, and cultural services were provided, or goods were sold to the public (buildings of Kretinga District Municipality, Kaunas City Polyclinic, Kaunas City Municipality, the Centre for Quality Assessment in Higher Education, and Maxima shopping centre in Vilnius Žvėrynas District). In these cases, there were infringements of an obligation of service providers and sellers of goods to ensure that the services they provide are accessible to all persons, regardless of disability, since persons with movement disability were not provided with access to or movement inside the buildings due to the absence or improper installation of ramps, lifts, etc. In 2018, investigations carried out into the adaptation of Kaunas Žalgiris Arena to persons with disabilities to watch sports and cultural events, as well as restricted access to services of Vilnius Television Tower were of particular significance. The service providers acknowledged the identified infringements and took appropriate actions to make the services accessible to persons with disabilities (e.g., the State Consumer Rights Protection Authority took steps to install a lift, and the administration of Kaunas Žalgiris Arena in good faith and expeditiously carried out a number of works ensuring the adaptation (from the e-ticketing system to the layout of seats in the hall).

	2019
	A study carried out in 2019 revealed a systemic problem, namely, that persons with disabilities, who purchased apartments in multi-dwelling buildings, had no access to parking spaces for persons with disabilities (no possibility to buy, rent, etc.). It was found that under the provisions of the construction technical regulation on the adaptation of buildings to the needs of persons with disabilities, the builders/owners of parking lots were obliged to install the required number of parking spaces, but were not obliged to maintain that number of places during the lifetime of the facility, and to ensure that those parking lots were actually accessible to persons with disabilities. However, according to the Ministry of Environment, legislative changes were not necessary, since the legislation on the installation of parking lots for persons with disabilities, as well as that on buildings and their maintenance, guaranteed those persons the right to use physical environment in the same way as other persons, while the infringements found might have been caused by circumstances relating to non-compliance with the law.

Table 22. State aid measures for persons with disabilities due to the COVID-19 crisis
	1. 
	During the lockdown, the Seimas of the Republic of Lithuania has approved special assistance and support measures for workers, self-employed persons, unemployed persons, and employers. Many of the measures will be applied temporarily until the country is able to recover from the coronavirus pandemic. The solutions will help businesses retain workers on the labour market, and increase support for the poor, the unemployed, the elderly, persons with disabilities, and families whose incomes have been significantly reduced:
1) persons receiving work incapacity pensions, disability pensions, social disability pensions, and disability pensions, and persons who start receiving the pensions by the end of 2020 will also be entitled to a lump sum payment of EUR 200;
2) subsidies will be granted to maintain jobs for persons referred for employment by the Employment Service and persons with disabilities returning after the downtime in the amount of 100% of their wages in the first months;
3) self-employed persons with disabilities can receive a benefit of EUR 257 per month both during the quarantine period and 2 months after. It will not affect other benefits, for example, both the unemployment benefit and the self-employment benefit will be available at the same time;
4) working age persons with disabilities registered with the Employment Service may establish a workplace for themselves. A maximum of EUR 18 800 may be allocated for this purpose. Such support is provided to unemployed persons with any WCL or DL. It is planned that unemployed persons with 40–55% WCL will also be eligible to this support during the lockdown. In the past, only persons with disabilities with up to 40 % WCL could benefit from this support.

	2. 
	A possibility has been provided for granting, by order of priority, social housing to persons with disabilities who are deprived of parental care, are leaving social care, group life, or independent living homes, and have no other housing in Lithuania.

	3. 
	The minimum basic amount of the partial compensation for the dwelling rent is set at between EUR 23 and EUR 32 per month if the useful floor area of the dwelling is between 10 and 14 sq. m per person.

	4. 
	Persons livings alone receive a compensation for a large share of the heating costs of the dwelling, as it is calculated from a higher amount of state supported income.

	5. 
	All decisions on disability, working capacity, and SN taken during the lockdown will be automatically updated throughout the lockdown period and for 3 months after its lifting.

	6. 
	The COVID-19 Response Strategy has been developed to reduce the risk of the spread of the coronavirus in the short term, and to ensure that appropriate responses can be made in the event of an outbreak of the virus in the future. The Government approved the Strategy on 6 May 2020. The Strategy aims to mobilise efforts and initiatives from all central and local authorities, medical professionals, social and economic partners, and all the people to stop the spread of the virus, and reduce the risk of adverse effects. As information on the new virus is still lacking worldwide, the Strategy should be considered as a changing document, adjustable and made up-to-date. The COVID-19 Strategy will be implemented in accordance with the following five basic principles: (1) protection of vulnerable persons; (2) proactive detection and rapid response to infections; (3) rapid and objective public information; (4) adoption of evidence-based and fact-based solutions; and (5) international cooperation, in particular at the EU level. The Strategy should be implemented within two years. An action plan of measures will be drawn up, which will establish priorities, practical measures, and responsible authorities.

	National Audit Office recommendations

	1. With a view to achieving greater progress in ensuring equal access to public buildings to persons with disabilities, to ensure that action plans for the adaptation of the most important buildings are drawn up, while providing for executors, deadlines, and targets, and ensuring monitoring of the implementation of the plans (to task the ME with ensuring self-assessment of access to state and municipal institutions’ buildings, and drawing up of action plans in cooperation with owners (managers) of buildings, the DAD, and NGOs representing persons with disabilities; to task the Ministry of Social Security and Labour with monitoring the implementation of action plans for the adaptation of the most important buildings). Implementation of the recommendation was ordered by the end of 2023. 

	2. With a view to allowing persons with disabilities to use adapted constructions (buildings) for the whole period of their use, the ME is tasked with clarifying, by the end of 2021, the legal regulation establishing the functions of institutions exercising supervision of the use of constructions regarding maintenance of access to units intended for persons with disabilities.

	3. With a view to increasing the access to public transport for persons with disabilities, the MTC is tasked with ensuring that action plans for increasing access to modes of transport and its infrastructure (except for rail transport) are drawn up and their implementation is monitored.

	4. In order for municipalities to acquire public transport or transport services adapted to persons with disabilities, the MTC is tasked with ensuring, by the end of 2021, that the criteria for accessibility of transport to persons with disabilities to be followed by municipalities are established by legal acts.

	5. Regarding the availability of public information in electronic environment, the ISDC is tasked with taking measures to implement Directive 2016/2102 of the EP and of the Council of 26 October 2016 on the accessibility of websites and mobile applications of public sector bodies.

	6. At the end of 2020, the National Audit Office (the supreme public audit institution of Lithuania) found that the level of development and access to services was undervalued at national level, and that services were planned and provided in a complex manner, but without taking into account individual needs. With a view to planning and providing assistance to persons with disabilities according to individual needs, and helping them live independent lives in the community, and be active in the labour market, the National Audit Office tasked the MSSL with establishing, by 2025, an integrated system for assessing and satisfying individual needs, including in the determination of the WCL the information from the state and municipal bodies responsible for social inclusion measures on the social and labour market services to the person, such as the assistance provided, individual needs, and living and working environment; establishing that assistance/service provision plans shall be drawn up for persons, and that their implementation is monitored; ensuring sharing of information about persons with disabilities between different institutions.

	a) The amended LSID ensured that a decision on adapting shared facilities to meet the special needs of persons with disabilities may be taken not only by owners of flats or other shared premises (by majority vote), but also by executive self-government bodies. The amendments removed legal barriers for persons with disabilities to exercise their right to use shared facilities which must be adapted to their needs. 
b) [bookmark: _GoBack]The legislative amendments implementing the provisions of Article 12 of the Convention on ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities entered into force resulting in changes of the legal regulation of the institute of limitations on person’s capacity. The CC establishes new legal provisions on assistance in decision-making and advance instruction. Legal institutes of incapacity and limited capacity of a natural person were also changed. Conditions for the individualisation of capacity limitation measures applicable to a particular person were created and the principle that the person’s capacity could be limited or the person could be recognised as incapable only in certain areas was established in order to ensure the protection of the person’s rights and to reduce to the maximum the limitation of the person’s capacity, as well as to guarantee that this limitation is proportionate and reasonable. The CCP was supplemented by additional procedural guarantees for the exercise and protection of the rights of persons declared legally incapable or with limited legal capacity.

	The amendments to the CRP extended the composition of offences related to racial, discriminatory or xenophobic motives. A person may be subject to criminal liability for discrimination on grounds of age and disability, as well as incitement to discrimination or violence or incitement to hatred against these groups.

	a) Seeking to implement the recommendation to eliminate the concept of “a person having incapacity for work” discriminating against persons with disabilities, optimise the identification of the SN and of the SN level as well as provision, payment and control of target compensations for the satisfaction of SN and create conditions for the effective operation of the DWCAO, the LSID, the Law of the Republic of Lithuania on Transport Privileges and the Law on Target Compensations were respectively amended. Amendments to the aforementioned laws included the following:
1) the terms “a person having incapacity for work” and “a person having partial capacity for work” were withdrawn. These amendments implement paragraphs 6 and 8 of CRPD/C/LTU/CO/1;
2) the term “the SN level” was defined as the extent of the loss of independence of a person who has reached the retirement age which is determined on the basis of the person’s SN;
3) a new provision was introduced requiring the DWCAO to participate, within the limits of its competence, the development and implementation of social inclusion policies for persons with disabilities not only related to the DL, WCL, need for professional rehabilitation services, SN, but also to the establishment of the SN level. It was established that the decision on the SN level shall be taken by the DWCAO. Accordingly, the provisions regarding the establishment of the SN level, the criteria and time limits for its establishment were formulated anew;
4) conditions to reform the SN establishment system were created in order to eliminate large gaps in the amount of target compensations for satisfying the SN and age related provisions applicable for awarding and paying target compensations; municipalities were included in the SN assessment and possibilities for a person to receive the information about the integration measures he/she is eligible for during the disability assessment were created;
5) the characteristics of each DL and the conditions for establishment thereof, the specific entities responsible for adopting the criteria for establishing the DL and the description of the procedure were defined; 
6) it was established that the chair and members of the Disputes Commission under the MSSL shall be selected for office by initiating an open recruitment procedure in accordance with the procedure laid down by the Minister of Social Security and Labour and the requirements for the members of this Commission and the number of their terms of office were defined;
7) it was established that families raising a child with a disability (adopted child, foster child, dependant) under 18 years of age, for whom a special need for permanent care has been established, shall be entitled once every 6 years to reimbursement of the purchase and technical adjustment costs of a car up to the amount of 32 BSB (EUR 1 216) on the basis of documents justifying actual costs, provided that one of the family members has a driving licence. This reimbursement shall be available to families caring for a person with a disability who has been identified as requiring continuous care since childhood, thereby ensuring the continuity of this reimbursement and its use for the intended purpose. When the amendments to the Law of the Republic of Lithuania on Transport Privileges enter into force in 2021, the reimbursement amount will reach EUR 2 496 (up to 64 BSB);
8) amounts of target compensations for nursing and care (assistance) were increased (Table 2 of this Annex);
9) a possibility to apply for the allocation of a target compensation was ensured for a spouse or close relative of a person entitled to receive a target compensation or a person providing social services; 
10) it was established that target compensations may be provided in a non-monetary form. 
b) The amendments to the LSGLA were adopted stipulating that persons who are requested to be declared legally incapable in a particular area in cases concerning declaration of a natural person as legally incapable in a particular area, as well as persons declared legally incapable in a particular area in cases concerning custody and cases concerning the review of a court ruling declaring a person legally incapable in a particular area and declaration of a person, who was declared incapable in a particular area, legally capable or having limited capacity, as well as guardians of persons declared legally incapable in a particular area in cases concerning the review of a court ruling declaring a person legally incapable in a particular area and declaration of a person, who was declared incapable in a particular area, legally capable or having limited capacity shall also be granted access to secondary legal aid, irrespective of their property and income.
c) For the first time in 2018, the Action Plan for the Participation of Persons with Hearing Disabilities in Society for 2018-2020 was developed and approved to ensure the participation of persons with hearing disabilities in society, their independence, to develop the use of the Lithuanian sign language and to ensure the continuity in the implementation of measures aimed at social inclusion of persons with hearing disabilities.

	2019
	a) In order to ensure the right of all persons with disabilities to vote and stand for election, national legislation was changed to ensure that state and municipal bodies, as well as institutions and enterprises provide electoral commissions with premises adapted to the needs of persons with disabilities and elderly voters in each electoral district. The amendments provide that ballot papers and other electoral material approved by the Central Electoral Commission of the Republic of Lithuania must be adapted to the needs of persons with disabilities. 
b) The amendments to the LET and the LSID providing for the establishment of an independent Commission for the Monitoring of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities under the Office of the Equal Opportunities Ombudsperson entered into force.
c) The Action Plan on support to children diagnosed with autism or other developmental disorder for 2019-2020 provides for highly specialised measures to improve the daily lives of children with this disorder and their families which include provision with communication technical aids to compensate for the loss of attention, difficulties in the verbal language perception, writing, reading, communication and memory of children with disabilities. Specialised adaptation of housing and living environment to the individual needs of children diagnosed with autism or other developmental disorder was also carried out. In order to improve access to social services for children diagnosed with autism or other developmental disorder, certain steps related to the financing of children’s day care centres, as well as temporary respite and integrated assistance at home and other necessary services for families were planned.
d) The Seimas of the Republic of Lithuania declared 2020 the Year of Children’s Emotional Well-Being, and the Government approved the Plan on the promotion of children’s emotional well-being in 2020. The Plan aims to implement activities focused on systemic change such as initiation of early recognition of psychological problems, crises and mental disorders and assistance in schools, strengthening of mental health related competences of school public health professionals, development of social and emotional competences and parental skills, increase of psychological support in schools, launch of evidence-based programmes for children with behavioural problems and their parents.

	2020
	The amendments to the Law on Education were adopted waiving provisions which allowed schools that were unable to provide educational assistance for pupils with special educational needs for objective reasons to offer another school. Also, the principle of inclusive education was incorporated.

	Independent experts assessed the assistance needs of 1 700 residents of social care institutions and developed individual assistance plans.

	Training sessions
	7 training sessions aimed at developing the competences of social service professionals working with persons with disabilities were organised.

	Services
	The project involved the testing of the sheltered housing accommodation, personal assistant, temporary respite, assisted employment services received by 354 persons with disabilities and their families. Pilot services allowed to assess positive practices and problems to be taken into account. After the end of project activities, steps were taken to ensure their regulation by national legislation. In implementing the project “From care to opportunities: development of community social services” sheltered housing accommodation will continue to be provided (accommodation and assistance in the home environment, organisation of necessary services in the community to compensate, restore, build, maintain and develop a person’s social and independent living skills). Assistance in decision-making, social workshops and assisted employment services are also being piloted and provided.

	Awareness raising
	Discussions and national conferences, TV programmes, training of local leaders were organised, social advertising videos for broadcasting in cinemas, public transport and public transport stops were created in order to implement publicity activities and change public attitudes.

	Changes in legal acts regulating social services
	In 2019, new community services were included in the Social Services Directory: (a) services of sheltered housing accommodation (they are provided having assessed the individual needs of the person and the family at the place of residence provided to him/her); (b) temporary respite services, which may be provided flexibly taking into account the needs of the family, by organising home assistance, day or short-term social care services. The services may be provided both at home and in a social services organisation. As of 1 July 2020, amendments to the Law on Social Services entered into force providing that the amount of the person’s payment for social services does not take into account income related to the salary received.

	Deinstitutionalisation
	The content of services being developed as alternatives to institutional care depends both on the content of the services provided in the place of residence and on the person’s participation in community life:
a) the MSSL established 28 group living homes with funds of the state budget of 2017-2019 in which 228 residents (including 28 children with disabilities) from residential social care institutions were housed. The competences of employees are developed aiming to avoid the features of institutional culture, such as strict order, social distance, group care and depersonalisation of the individual.
b) Plans for restructured care institutions were drawn up in the light of individual assistance plans for residents of care homes developed by external experts. Systematic analysis of the needs of residents showed that 59% of persons placed in care institutions could live in group living homes, 13% – in independent living homes and 2% – in sheltered housing. The rest need long-term social care in social care institutions and specialised nursing / care homes.
c) At the end of 2019, investment projects of 6 regions of Lithuania commissioned by the MSSL were prepared in cooperation with regional municipalities and NGOs (through meetings, consultations, etc.). In implementing these investment projects, it was estimated that EUR 41 million 159 thousand are needed for the development of community services in 6 regions. According to preliminary data, the establishment of 140 facilities of the community service infrastructure is envisaged; in 39 of them services will be provided by NGOs, in 79 – by municipal bodies and in 22 – by social care institutions. 
d) 88 facilities are intended for services related to the accommodation of persons (development of group and independent living accommodation and sheltered housing); 46 facilities are intended for the development of infrastructure for daily activity related services (daily activities, daily social care and social workshops); and 6 facilities will be used when developing the infrastructure of specialised nursing / care services.
e) Investments into infrastructure are aimed at creating 2 079 places for residents, of which 1 088 will be places for accommodation and 991 – places where activity related services will be provided. 
f) In 2020, the MSSL held a public consultation aimed at empowering municipalities and local NGOs, promoting cooperation, improving competences for identifying assistance needs.
g) Amendments to the Description of the Social care regulations were adopted stipulating that, from 2030 onwards, long-term social care may not be extended to adults with disabilities in social care homes, with the exception of specialised nursing and social care homes. In addition, the regulations of social care institutions whose rights and duties are implemented by the MSSL were amended, stipulating that from 2019 only persons who have special needs for permanent care or nursing are admitted to social care homes.
h) Social care regulations provide that, from 31 December 2020, long-term (short-term) social care (except short-term social care for up to 3 months) may not be provided at children’s social care homes to children left without parental care and children at social risk. From 2030, children with disabilities may not be provided with long-term social care in social care homes for children with disabilities.

	Integrated assistance
	From 2013, Lithuania has been providing integrated home assistance services financed from 2014-2020 EU funds investment in Lithuania. The purpose of the provision of these services is to create and develop quality integrated assistance for children and persons of working age with disabilities, elderly persons and to provide counselling assistance to family members who look after the abovementioned persons. Integrated assistance is provided by a team of specialists in the field of social services and personal health care. The average duration of providing integrated assistance to a person is about 4.5 hours per day, up to 7 days per week. Since the start of implementation of the projects, 4.4 thousand persons have received integrated assistance, 1 578 persons have participated in the training and 2 517 family members have received consultations.

	Personal assistance: Pilot projects from 2018
	Stage I pilot project for persons with intellectual and mental disabilities, Stage II pilot project for persons with physical and complex disabilities. A personal assistant may provide persons with: assistance at home and in public; individual discreet assistance in relation to personal hygiene; escort services; meal supply services; assistance in responding adequately to the environment and in establishing and maintain social relationships. Personal assistance can be provided up to 4 hours a day 7 days a week. In order to legalise the provision of personal assistance at national level, amendments to the LSID were drafted.

	Railways
	The main aim of the project “Adaptation of railway services according to the universal design principles” is to implement by 2024 the requirements of Regulation (EC) No 1371/2007 of the European Parliament (hereinafter – the EP) and of the Council. In 2019, in cooperation with the NGO representing persons with disabilities, the preliminary plan for the adaptation of rail services to all passengers was drawn up, possible measures were selected (installation of safety buttons, marking of walking surfaces with tactile and contrasted markings, Braille script, elimination of walking paths with difference in altitude by installing auxiliary aids, etc.) and the inventory of passenger rolling stock, stations and stops was carried out. In 2016-2019, in implementing railway infrastructure projects, Lithuanian Railways adapted 22 platforms to persons with disabilities and persons with reduced mobility. On 13 electric trains special facilities were installed for persons with disabilities. One place for persons with disabilities was installed in compartments of 29 diesel trains. 3 trains were provided with 2 special lifts per train for persons with disabilities to get on/off the train, the toilet facility was adapted to persons with disabilities, places for persons with disabilities or baby carriages and their retention equipment, as well as seats for accompanying persons were installed. 7 trains were adapted to the needs of persons with disabilities and persons with reduced mobility.

	Airports
	In 2016-2018, Vilnius Airport was equipped with ramps enabling assess to galleries and customs premises, the entrance doors were widened, repair of toilet facilities for passengers with SN was carried out. Kaunas Airport was equipped with ramps for wheelchairs, new emergency call points, and a new, modern vehicle “Ambulift” was introduced for transporting and boarding passengers with reduced mobility. The long-term parking lot of Palanga Airport was provided with parking places for passengers with SN, the stairway for boarding passengers with reduced mobility was put into use. In 2019, the ramp zone of the departure terminal in Vilnius Airport was provided with the disembarkation point for passengers with SN and the help call devices, waiting areas for passengers with SN in departure terminals of Vilnius and Kaunas Airports were equipped with help call devices, additional waiting places at check-in tables were provided, and a short educational film about air travels for passengers with autism was created. In 2019, the website of Lithuanian airports was upgraded and adapted to the needs of persons with disabilities.

	Public transport in Vilnius
	Public transport and infrastructure adaptation works are also carried out by municipalities. Passengers in Vilnius are served by 390 low-floor buses and 88 low-floor trolleybuses adapted to persons with disabilities (in 2016, the number of such vehicles was less than half). In order to ensure that all traffic lights in Vilnius are adapted to persons with visual disabilities, the audible signal system was installed in all traffic lights. 37 (13%) out of 286 traffic light-regulated crossings (intersections) in Vilnius have equipment adapted to the needs of persons with visual disabilities (audible signals adaptive to ambient noise, touch buttons with direction arrow, vibration).

	Public transport in Šiauliai
	93% of the city routes are operated by buses adapted to persons with disabilities (97 of 104 buses in 2019). The “Transport Voice” App operates at 100 public transport stops of Šiauliai, which were selected in cooperation with the Association of Persons who are Blind or have Visual Disabilities of Šiauliai (innovative solution for persons with visual disabilities providing real time audible information about arriving public transport). In 2018, 95 drivers-conductors attended the 4-hour training session “Adaptation of vehicles and passenger transportation services to persons with disabilities”.

	Public transport in Kaunas
	Services are currently provided by 142 trolleybuses and 275 buses adapted to persons with SN. All vehicles are low-floor. The route stops are announced in all vehicles. All reconstructed or newly installed traffic lights-controlled intersections or crossings have audible signals and guide systems for persons who are blind.

	Placing with a health care institution during pre-trial investigation or trial (criminal proceedings). When a suspect requires forensic or forensic psychiatric examination in the course of investigation or hearing of a criminal case, a suspect may, by a ruling of a pre-trial investigation judge or court, be referred to an expert examination institution and held there until submission of the expert examination act to a prosecutor or court. If a forensic psychiatric examination finds that a suspect is dangerous to the public due to psychiatric illness, by ruling of a judge the term of his/her stay in the expert examination institution may be extended or a suspect may be transferred to another special institution pending the court’s decision on the imposition of compulsory medical treatment measures. By analogy with the rules of law, a complaint concerning the transfer to a health care institution may be filed within twenty days from the issue of the relevant ruling.

	2. 
	Application of compulsory medical treatment measures (criminal proceedings). In accordance with the CCRP, compulsory medical treatment measures shall be applied by the court to persons declared non compos mentis by the court, as well as to persons who, after the commission of a criminal act or the imposition of a penalty, start to suffer from a mental disorder rendering them incapable of understanding the meaning of their actions or controlling them. Compulsory medical treatment measures may be applied to persons who were found by the court to be of diminished capacity. Rulings to apply compulsory medical treatment measures shall be appealed against within twenty days from the date of delivery of the ruling.
