Improper treatment of persons deprived of liberty by PS officers and staff 
Between 2007–2010 the following number of complaints on illegal treatment of persons deprived of liberty by PS officers and staff were submitted:

· in 2007 there were 4,116 complaints, of which 69 concerned the use of direct coercion measures, and 283 beating. Out of the complaints, 1 was regarded as justified (beating, 1st half of the year),

· in 2008 there were 5,226 complaints, of which 71 concerned the use of direct coercion measures, and 128 beating. All the complaints were deemed unjustified,

· in 2009 there were 6,083 complaints, of which 68 concerned the use of direct coercion measures, and 164 beating. All the complaints were deemed unjustified,

· in 2010 there were 8,946 complaints, of which 167 concerned the use of direct coercion measures, and 283 beating. Out of the complaints, 1 was regarded as justified (beating).
