* Out of 483 illegally employed foreigners identified in 2021, 438 worked in enterprises (301 in 2020), i.e., employed without employment contracts, 45 foreigners carried out unregistered individual activities with natural persons, mostly in the construction of individual houses, or carried out repairs of houses and apartments (56 in 2020). 400 foreigners (119 cases) were found to be employed without following the procedure for employment of foreigners, and in 2020 24 foreigners (18 cases).
