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Summary of main recommendations

The CSOs recommend that the State:

Effective collaboration with Civil Society Organisations

• Set up a fund financed by the state for collaborative activities between the state and CSOs;

• Ensure effective participation of CSOs in decision making related to children or the best interest of the child;

• Facilitate administrative steps related to the effective care of children victims and to the operations of CSOs.

Implementation and outreach of laws, conventions and institutions related to the protection and promotion of children's rights

• Follow up the effective implementation of the the different comittees, commissions and offices set up to protect children's rights;

• Ensure the outreach of the institutions and the measures taken;

• Strenghten and implement the measures.

Development of a national policy on children

• Develop a national policy on children in close collaboration with different private and public, national and international stakeholders; 

• Implement the national policy on children in close collaboration with CSOs, administrative authorities (fokotany) and traditional local leaders.

Equality, inclusion and non-discrimination – harmful traditional practices

• Organise community dialogues with traditional leader to prevent and bring an end to harmful traditional practices (jumeaux de Mananjary, moletry, tsenan'ampela, jiromena…)

• Develop collective conventions in partnership with traditional leaders.

Basic social services

• Set up and improve basic social infrastructures to allow children to develop in an adequate environment (schools, health centers, recreation centres, foster care centres)

Enhancing social workers

• Increase the number of social workers recruited within ministries;

• Enhance social workers' education, training and capacity building.
