Excellency,

In my capacity as Special Rapporteur for Follow-up to Concluding Observations of the Human
Rights Committee, | have the honour to refer to the follow-up to the examination of the second periodic
report of Nigeria, which took place during the 126" session, held in July 2019.

At the end of that session, the Committee’s concluding observations were transmitted to your
Permanent Mission. You may recall that, in paragraph 53 of the concluding observations
(CCPR/C/INGA/CQO/2), the Committee requested the State party to provide, within two years of the
adoption of the concluding observations, information on the implementation of recommendations
contained in paragraphs 23 (maternal mortality, reproductive rights and termination of pregnancy), 29
(intercommunal and inter-ethnic violence), and 31 (conflict with Boko Haram and civilian protection).

During its 133rd session held in October 2021, the Committee noted that the information requested
had not yet been provided and decided to send a reminder to the State party. The Committee would
appreciate receiving the above-mentioned information by 7 March 2022.

The State party is kindly requested, when submitting its reply to the Committee, not to reiterate
information that has already been provided to the Committee but rather to focus on the measures taken to
implement the recommendations selected for the follow-up procedure since the adoption of the concluding
observations in July 2019.

The reply should not exceed a maximum of 3,500 words and should be sent to the Secretariat of
the Human Rights Committee (ohchr-ccpr@un.org) in Microsoft Word electronic version.

The Committee looks forward to pursuing its constructive dialogue with the State party on the
implementation of the Covenant.
