Activities implemented to attract Roma adolescents in educational space and promote their full participation in public life 

In order to attract Roma adolescents in educational space and for their full participation in public life, the needs of Roma adolescents are identified/defined and taken care through regular interactions with the Roma families in order to solve the mentioned problems; census of Roma adolescents, database renewal, participation in various events and programs (clubs, community activities); increasing their confidence in the education system through meetings with parents of Roma adolescents and understanding the need of education. 
· In 2016 one Roma Adolescent, living in Batumi, was included in Social Inclusion Support Sub-programme.  With the help of the subprogram, suspended status of the adolescent in the fourth grade was restored and graduated as an external student be base level and was enrolled in Batumi Vocational College "Black Sea" through an alternative exam. After graduating from college, he passed the third level as an external student, and today the adolescent has the school certificate.
· In order to support the socialization of Roma adolescents with peers, from 2014 until today, Roma adolescents of primary classes (age of 8-11) and seniors (age of 11-15) are involved in a non-formal environment, within the scopes of "Social inclusion" in the LEPL Kobuleti #5 Public School. There are reading (12 Roma and 8 local peers), dancing (8 Roma and 7 local peers) and theatre (7 Roma and 8 local peers) clubs. The activities promote the improvement of knowledge of state language in Roma adolescents, that reflected positively on their academic performance.  
· In 2017-2019, so-called "invisible" Roma adolescents were attracted in an educational environment and were evaluated by the multi-disciplinary group and were placed on the base level, where learning takes place according to the individual plan developed specifically for them;
· In 2018 2 Roma adolescents were identified in LEPL Gardabani Municipality Public School of Village Gamarjveba and the reading club was funded for them to improve knowledge of state language;
· On April 8, 2017, in cooperation with the “Social Inclusion Promotion subprogram” and Kindergarten Management Agency of Tbilisi, the event held in #109 kindergarten of Tbilisi, facilitated the involvement of ethnic minorities, Roma, in educational process, creation of friendly environment and replacement of stereotypical attitudes towards Roma in the society with positive attitude. As a result of the event the Roma parents expressed the desire to enrol their children in Tbilisi #109 kindergarten. 4 Roma children enrolled in #109 kindergarten of Tbilisi in 2017, currently study in Dedoplistskaro public school.  
Activities carried out with Roma adolescents to preserve the culture of ethnic minorities:
· In 2016-2019 the conference was held; therein the Meskhetian adolescents and volunteers presented an information  on history, life and culture of Roma living in Georgia based on the materials provided within the frameworks of the sub-program (10 on Roma and 30 on Meskhetians); the school magazines were published based on the conference topics. In 2019  Roma and volunteers prepared the conference presentations on Roma traditions.
· Within the frameworks of the program, the events are dedicated to the International Romani Day, including the exhibitions, where the items characteristic to Roma and Meskhetians are presented in cooperation with the program volunteers and beneficiaries (Roma, Meskhetians). Nowadays, even in boarding schools, there are online lessons in handcrafting, where local peers make the items in order to study the uniqueness of Roma and Meskhetians (100 participants).
· In 2017-2019, within the framework of the grant competition, the public schools of Zugdidi and Poti organized field training for the subprogramme beneficiaries where Roma adolescents and their peers had an opportunity to exchange information on Roma culture and living.
