Examples of projects regarding the exchange of best practices in the asset recovery area
· ISEC 2011 Project “Fostering the capacity of the Asset Recovery Offices and of the law enforcement agencies in the EU in the field of fighting against financial and economic crime and confiscation of criminal assets”, implemented with partners from France, the Netherlands and Hungary: 40 Romanian judges, prosecutors, police officers, ARO and NAFA experts. 

· The train the trainers program, carried out in partnership with the STAR Initiative (a joint initiative of the World Bank and UNODC): The 4th and the last rounds of trainings took place in Bucharest, on 7-11 April 2014. 10 judges, 3 prosecutors, 4 police officers, 1 expert from the National Agency for Fiscal Administration, 1 expert from the National Integrity Agency, 2 experts from the National Office for Crime Prevention and Asset Recovery (ARO) and 2 experts from the National Institute of Magistrates were trained as trainers for future projects. 
· The regional conference „Enhancing the cooperation in the field of asset management and asset disposal between specialized agencies of the South East European countries” (Bucharest, 4-5 November 2014): attended by magistrates, judicial police officers, experts from Albania, Bosnia-Herzegovina, Croatia, FYROM, Republic of Moldova, Montenegro, Romania, and Serbia. 
· Asset recovery project, carried out with the Basel Institute on Governance: a study visit in France (12-14 February 2014) for 3 ARO experts and 2 prosecutors (1 from the Directorate for Investigating Organized Crime and Terrorism and 1 from the Prosecutor’s Office attached to the HCCJ). The closing conference (Bucharest, 27-28 February 2014) was attended by over 40 judges, prosecutors, police officers, the National Agency for Fiscal Administration, ARO. The audit report on the Romanian asset recovery system, prepared by the Basel Institute on Governance, was presented.
· Project on supporting the confiscation and recovery of proceeds of crime in Romania, organized with Freedom House.
