Family support

10. Curaçao has a number of services and programmes designed to help parents and guardians in fulfilling their parenting responsibilities.

11. The Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and Sport (OWCS) has informed us that each year, four groups of 25 individuals take a course consisting of five sessions in order to qualify for a subsidised childcare place. The course is provided by Sifma.

12. The Ministry of Social Development, Labour and Welfare (SOAW) has informed us that, since the establishment of the multidisciplinary Youth Care Team (in 2009), up to December 2011 it had assisted a total of 62 families, or 145 clients. 

13. The Ministry of Social Development, Labour and Welfare’s Work and Income Service has welcomed 375 clients on its budgeting and consumption course, part of the Nunka mas den Skuridat project. 

14. The budgeting and consumption course that was part of the Mi Ke, Mi Por programme given by the Work and Income Service in November 2011 attracted 160 participants.

15. The ‘Life Skills’ programme subsidised by the Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and Sport, which is due to run until 2013, aims to reach 1,444 parents/carers. The programme provides parenting support.

Assistance provided

16. Every year the non-profit Curaçao Family Supervision Agency signs a contract with the government to perform one of the state’s care tasks. The contract stipulates which products the Agency will deliver.

17. In 2009 the Family Supervision Agency supervised a total of 436 minors, 110 of whom were new cases. A total of 82 cases were closed.

18. In 2010 the Family Supervision Agency supervised a total of 421 minors, 79 of whom were new cases. A total of 72 cases were closed.

D.
Background to interventions 

23. The Curaçao Family Supervision Agency supervises minors under supervision orders and takes on guardianship cases as ordered by the court. Voluntary supervision cases are generally referred by the Curaçao Guardianship Council. Minors are placed under a supervision order if their home situation is a threat to their moral or psychological interests or their health. In 2009 and 2010 the most common 

24. reasons for the issuing of child protection orders were:

· neglect

· abuse

· behaviour of the minor


E.
Neglect 

25. Of the children who ended up under the supervision of the Guardianship Council in 2009, 68% had been the victim of neglect; in 2010 the figure was 69%. Children who have been subjected primarily to psychological neglect have the worst prognosis. This type of neglect can have a physical or psychological impact, and can also affect the development of the child’s personality. Children who are neglected often display aggressive behaviour, struggle with anxiety problems, have a negative self-image and feel depressed.


F.
Abuse 

26. 16% of the children on the Guardianship Council’s files in 2009 were victims of child abuse; there was no change in the figure in 2010. Child abuse occurs when a child is physically, psychologically or sexually threatened or approached in a violent manner. This treatment causes the child severe harm in the form of physical injury and/or psychological harm.


G.
Behaviour of the minor

27. Older youngsters who no longer live with their family may display such undesirable behaviour that they pose a threat to their own wellbeing and that of the people around them. This includes sexually uninhibited behaviour, highly aggressive behaviour and addiction. It should be pointed out that these youngsters, too, have spent their early years in an unsafe home situation, which has led to their inappropriate behaviour. In 2009 this applied to 12% of the minors on the Guardianship Council’s files, and 11% in 2010.


H.
Stress factors

28. Studies show that as stress factors in the home situation increase, so does the incidence of child abuse. Financial difficulties and mental illness in parents occur at all levels of the population, although the worse the socioeconomic situation, the greater the risks. The most common stress factors in the home situation of Guardianship Council clients in 2009 were:

· lack of parenting skills

· financial problems

· parental addiction to drugs, gambling

· poor housing

· psychological problems in parents

29. The most common stress factors in the home situation of Guardianship Council clients in 2010 were:

· lack of parenting skills

· financial problems

· parental addiction to alcohol, drugs etc.

30. This has occurred once since 2009. The case involved a Dutch father who took a child of 11 to Spain, where he was living. With the help of Interpol and the Spanish police, the child was removed and placed elsewhere, after which the mother was able to travel to Spain and bring the child home. No arrest was made.

Abuse and neglect (art. 19), including the right to physical and psychological recovery and social reintegration (art. 39)

31. The Juvenile and Vice Police Squad (BJJZ) occasionally receives reports of assaults on minors. It receives many reports of sexual abuse. Such cases must always be reported to the squad, which is responsible for investigating sexual offences.

 are a selection from a 2008 study performed by FMA and the Medical and Public Health Care Service (GGD) on the use of alcohol and drugs among schoolchildren aged 10-18. The study was conducted among children in primary education (years 7 and 8), pre-vocational education, senior general secondary education, pre-university education and secondary vocational education.  A total of 326 primary school pupils and 1074 pupils in secondary education participated in the study.



Smoking

43. The average age at which primary school pupils start smoking is 10. Among secondary students, it is 13.

44. 13% of primary school pupils and 32% of secondary school pupils have smoked at some time



Use of alcohol

45. The average age at which primary school pupils start drinking alcohol is 10. Among secondary school pupils, it is 13.

46. 79% of primary school pupils have drunk alcohol at some time, and 76% of secondary school pupils (27% of secondary school pupils did not respond to this question.)

47. 19% of primary school pupils said they had been drunk at some time. 24% of secondary school pupils said they had been drunk at least once, while 35% had been drunk before the age of 15.



Use of cannabis

48. The average age at which primary school pupils use cannabis for the first time is 10. Among secondary school pupils it is 14.

49. 2% of primary school pupils have used cannabis at least once. 4% of secondary school pupils have used cannabis at some time. (8% of secondary school pupils did not respond to this question.)



Gambling

50. 9% of primary school pupils have gambled at some time (13% of boys and 5% of girls).

51. 17% of pupils at secondary school have gambled at least once (19% of boys and 17% of girls).

54. The Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and Sport is responsible for supervising 130 crèches (providing full-day care) and playgroups (half-day care). Some 3,500 to 4,000 children under the age of four are enrolled at these facilities. Various private daycare services are also available for children under the age of four.

Fundashon Desaroyo i Progreso (FDP)

55. Fundashon Desaroyo i Progreso (FDP) currently supplies its after-school programme to 22 primary schools/foundation based education schools and one special needs school. An average of 90 pupils at each school take part in the programme, giving a total of some 2,000 children aged 4 to 15. Most of them are in the 6-13 age group. 



Fundashon Formashon i Alegria

56. Over 300 children from four special needs schools are members of this organisation, which provides after-school care in the special needs sector.



Other

57. It is estimated that there are around a hundred private organisations providing after-school programmes, for which no figures are available.

Curaçao Cultural Centre (CCC)

58. Over a hundred children take part in CCC drawing courses, which last three to four months. Children may attend music lessons for an unlimited period, and many continue to do so for several years. The centre has over 650 students aged five and over.



Artefamia Productions

59. The number of participants depends on the project, but usually some 30 to 100 children aged 5 to 18 take part. The proportion of boys and girls differs from one project to another. No distinction is drawn in terms of ethnicity and religion, though the majority of youngsters are from Curaçao, and most are Catholics. Several children with special needs took part in one of the organisation’s musicals.

62. The two (2) girls aged 13 and 16 were both released after questioning and notification that an official report would be drawn up. They had been arrested in connection with a theft at school.

63. Of the 28 boys, 21 were released after questioning and notification that an official report would be drawn up. Of those 21:

· twelve (12) had been arrested in connection with sex offences

· one (1) aged 16 was arrested in connection with an assault 

· eight (8) were arrested for theft (two aged 13, two aged 14, two aged 15 and two aged 16).
