[bookmark: _GoBack]The Police’s guidelines on handling child or juvenile arrestees

1.	The Police have put in place clear guidelines on handling child or juvenile arrestees for ensuring their rights and welfare.  According to the Police General Orders, the Police should, when arresting a child or young person, take all reasonable procedures to inform his/her parent(s) or guardian.  The Police will, as far as reasonably practicable, request an “appropriate adult” to accompany the arrested child or young person at the police station when questioning him/her.  An “appropriate adult” refers to:
(a)	a relative, guardian or other person responsible for care or custody of the arrestee;
(b)	someone who has experience of handling a person with a particular special need but who is not a police officer nor employed by the Police; or
(c)	failing either of the above, some other responsible adult who is not a police officer nor employed by the Police.
2.	The Police will arrange an “appropriate adult” for the arrestees according to the established procedures and guidelines.
3.	Every “appropriate adult” will be issued a Notice to “Appropriate Adult” for Person Assisting/Under Police Enquiry/In Police Custody who is Mentally Incapacitated or Aged Under 16 (Notice to Appropriate Adult).  The Notice to Appropriate Adult states clearly the roles and responsibilities of an appropriate adult so as to help them understand how they can provide appropriate support to the arrestees.
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
