APPENDIX 3
To the Paragraph 30:
Research on the prevalence and identification of online harassment among the youth in Slovenia was conducted and has shown that more than one half of all youth have experienced a form of online harassment, whereas the most frequent victims are girls. The most frequent forms of online harassment are slander, receiving messages with inappropriate content, receipt of photos or videos that the recipient did not want to see. A media campaign was also conducted, a mobile app “Odklikni” for the recognition and prevention against online violence and harassment was introduced and educational workshops with the aim of raising awareness about online harassment and its traps were conducted in primary and secondary schools. 120 primary and 60 secondary schools joined the project, 4,500 youngsters attended the workshops. A curriculum for the implementation of “Odklikni!” workshops was prepared on the basis of workshops and intended for professionals who work with the youth, especially school and youth workers.

To the Paragraph 44:
The programme was conducted in two phases: the first phase included a two-month or 100-hour programme of entrepreneurial training, while the second phase included women who opted for self-employment and acquired a subsidy in the amount of EUR 5,000. 936 women were self-employed on the basis of the programme, the costs of the programme amounted to EUR 6,500,000. 

To the Paragraph 45:
The activities that are oriented towards greater inclusion of women in early entrepreneurship, encompassed 50-hour online training programme (the ABC of entrepreneurship) via the SPOT Svetovanje points, individual mentoring for each entrepreneur, and a competition for acquiring financial incentives for the best business model and its presentation by beginner female entrepreneurs 2020 was conducted. 56 beginner female entrepreneurs received EUR 3,000 incentive each to start their independent business path.

To the Paragraph 50:
The project was carried out in collaboration with the local community and also promoted a harmonised and coordinated approach of public sector organisations (kindergartens, primary schools, social work centres, health clinics) and social partners for a more active inclusion of fathers in care and for a more equal distribution of household activities between women and men. Workshops and seminars were organised for employees in the above mentioned public organisations and social partners. Their content encompassed gender stereotypes and their elimination in the operation of the mentioned professions and the preparation of action plans for gender equality in local development and municipal budgets and include gender aspect. The guidelines for raising the awareness about gender stereotypes and their elimination were prepared for different target groups of the expert and lay public. Promotion videos, a documentary, informative leaflet about parental leave, etc. were prepared with the aim to promote active fatherhood. Various activities for children were also implemented to contribute to the elimination of stereotypes: workshops, puppet shows, etc. 

To the Paragraph 80:
Assistance includes proper and safe accommodation, food and care, psycho-social support, advocacy and empowerment, assistance in accessing basic health care services, ensuring safety to victims and employees who cooperate in every case, 24-hour availability of services, translation and interpreting services, when necessary, counselling and providing information, especially in connection to their rights in the language they understand, assistance in arranging the return of the victim to their country of origin, making contact with similar organisations in the state where the victim is returning and the acquisition of feedback about the victim's arrival to their home country. A personal assistance plan is prepared for every victim within crisis accommodation to help the victim to resocialise and revitalise.

To the Paragraph 81:
This is a continuation programme following crisis accommodation, and is intended for all identified victims of trafficking in human beings who need further comprehensive support and are prepared to cooperate with law enforcement authorities in criminal procedures. The programme provider must offer the victims the basic forms of assistance (accommodation, food, care, psychological assistance, translation, counselling and providing information, especially with regard to their rights), and ensure other measures of socialisation and revitalisation (education, training, expanding the social network and the acquisition of vocation or nostrification of acquired education in cases of foreigners and the option for employment). Programme accommodation is voluntary and can last until the end of the criminal procedure for victims, citizens of third countries, while the valid legislation does not determine a deadline for other victims. The programme provider prepares and individual assistance and protection programme and sends it in 10 days from the reception of the victim to a multidisciplinary group for consideration. The procedures of accommodating victims to crisis and safe accommodation options and the conduct of competent institutions are specifically determined in the Manual on the Identification, Assistance and Protection of Victims of Trafficking in Human Beings

To the Paragraph 82: 
The programme is a logical continuation of the aforementioned programmes and is the first step for the victims towards their independent life without violence, exploitation and violation of human rights. The general goal of the project is to ensure the prevention of repeated victimisation of victims of trafficking in human beings, including the integration of human trafficking victims into the education system and the labour market, help them develop and improve professional skills and qualifications and to secure adequate care or receipt by the family or appropriate care structures (applicable to child victims). The project is intended for Slovenia citizens who were treated as victims of trafficking in human beings abroad, and to foreign citizens who were treated in the (preliminary) criminal procedures as victims of trafficking in human beings in Slovenia and reside here legally.

To the Paragraph 89: 
The main goal of the programme is to offer a comprehensive treatment of people in prostitution via various forms of assistance. Persons are included in psychotherapy, psychosocial counselling, therapeutic workshops, psychological and educational workshops and sport activities as well as expanding the social network outside the hazardous environment. Foreigners can also learn Slovene.
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
