

The report was prepared in accordance with the procedure set up by the Committee Against Torture, which consists of preparing reports to the Committee while considering the report of the state party by the Committee. The questions raised in this report will form the basis of the questions to be raised by our NGO during the informal dialogue with the Committee's experts.
Articles 1 and 4
1. It is noted that the State party has failed to materialize and implement the measures to include in its Penal Code a definition of torture in accordance with article 1 of the Convention. We would like to know why this delay is still taking place .
Article 2
2. In the light of the Committee's previous concluding observations, the measures adopted by the State party are inadequate and lack real political will to implement the guarantees on access by prisoners to the doctor and the lawyer of their choice and to ensure that they can contact their families at the earliest stages of their arrest. Our NGO would like to know the real obstacles that delay this procedure.
In this regard we note the case of  Mr Alaali who said that he was beaten so badly by police following his arrest in 2013 that he was unable to walk, eat or sleep. The authorities also refused to let him see a doctor or take a shower. Three months later he was finally released.
3. Similarly, delays in the appearance of women before a judge are increasingly lengthy and the steps taken are without explanation.
The Bahraini authorities must refrain from resorting to excessive force against demonstrators. A human rights crisis is imminent in Bahrain, where repression has intensified in recent weeks; the latter has been the scene of violence against demonstrators, alleged executions, arbitrary debts and repression of freedom of expression.
4. With regard to the registers and the information of detention files, there are several non-conforming cases which make the data recorded during the registration of detainees by the police insufficient.
In the first two months of 2017 alone there was an increase in the alarm of the use of arbitrary and excessive force by the security forces and the alleged executions might have taken place for the first time since the 2011 uprising. The authorities are responsible for security, respect of the right to freedom of peaceful assembly, association and expression; otherwise a real human rights crisis may break out. 
On the evening of 12 February2017, hundreds of demonstrators walk down to the streets in several villages to protest against the refusal of the authorities to authorize religious funeral rites for three men killed by the coast guard on 9 February after having escaped from Jaww Prison on 1 February 2017. Shiite religious figures called for mass rallies to protest against this refusal. Some demonstrations remained peaceful, but others became violent. Local NGOs has obtained photos and information about the state of demonstrators blessed by shotguns in the back, ear, foot or leg. In Sitra, a large armored vehicle was filmed as it headed for demonstrators, obviously using tear gas by directly looking for protesters, causing injuries. A bomb exploded the vehicle and the Al Muqawama group Liwehdat al-I'lam al Harbi claimed responsibility for the explosion. The Bahraini authorities have not publicly responded to the attack.
5. The State party should provide further details on the monitoring mechanisms it has put in place to monitor places of detention and should provide further information on the follow-up to complaints made, including by women victims of sexual violence, And whether they will be subject to reprisals.
On 15 January 2017, three men were allegedly executed after an unfair trial in Bahrain, following a suspension of nearly seven years of executions. Demonstrations were organized in 20 villages across the country in response to these alleged executions and took a violent turn. Government armored vehicles then deployed demonstrators, almost knocking them down, and government forces used tear gas and shotguns to shoot grenades directly at demonstrators.
Since then, tensions have continued to escalate and dozens of people have been arrested after January 15th, including Munir Mshaima, the brother of Sami Mshaima, one of the three men allegedly executed. He was arrested immediately after his brother's funeral and a summer accused of "insulting the king" during the ceremony. He was released the next day.
For six years the Bahraini government has said it has taken concrete steps to implement reforms and comply with its human rights obligations, including prosecuting the perpetrators of violations during the 2011 uprising. In the last few weeks, systematic violations have occurred, including arbitrary detentions and torture, which has been made possible by a climate of persistent impunity. Despite these assertions, the Bahraini government has repressed freedom of expression over the past six years, intensifying arbitrary restrictions on the media, banning demonstrations in Manama and imprisoning those expressing their views are still practiced.
6. The State Party must also provide details on its body responsible for supervising and controlling these security organs and its compliance with Bahrain's treaty obligations.
7. Justice in the State party is being blamed as being less independent of the executive, the prosecution employs a considerable number of former military and police officers.
Article 3
8. Information was circulated on a significant number of persons extradited and deported to other countries without the State party requesting diplomatic assurances. Bahrain must be made aware of the truthfulness of these evictions and informed on the available remedy.
Articles 5, 6 and 7
9. The State party must inform whether it has already exercised universal jurisdiction over acts of torture or initiated proceedings to give effects to the provisions of the Convention.
In 2016, for example, Nabeel Rajab, a prominent human rights defender, was once again imprisoned, and Al Wefaq, the main opposition party, was disbanded and his spiritual leader Sheikh Issa Qassem was dismissed. And his Secretary-General, Sheikh Ali Salman, was sentenced to nine years' imprisonment for peacefully declaring that his party was determined to seize power in Bahrain in order to implement the reforms demanded during the uprising in 2011 and to bring those responsible for human rights violations accountable.
On 16 January, the Ministry of Information ordered the suspension of the online edition of Al Wasat, an independent newspaper, because of its "repeated dissemination of messages inciting discord in society, in mind Sedition and the disruption of national unity which affect the public peace ". The Ministry of Information reinstated Al Wasat's online edition on 19 January 2017.
Article 10
10. The State party should specify how and by whom the interrogation rules, instructions and interrogation methods currently used in Bahrain to combat torture are supervised.
Bahraini government is holding Ali al Ekri and 11 opposition activists in detention, including Abdulhadi al-Khawaja and Hassan Mshaima, who were arrested for peacefully opposing the government during the 2011 uprising. Arrested claimed to have been tortured during interrogation. They said they were beaten, forced to stand for long periods and threatened with rape by agents of the National Security Agency.
11. Please indicate who and how many have benefited from training programs on the rights established by the Convention for law enforcement officials, civilian, military and medical personnel, public officials and other persons in charge of police custody , Interrogation and surveillance of detainees, in particular to teach them how to recognize the physical after-effects of torture and procedures in accordance with the Istanbul Protocol.
Articles 12 and 13
12. Please inform the Committee of the measures taken to amend Decree No. 56 of 2002, granting a general amnesty to all alleged perpetrators of torture or other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment inflicted before 2001. What are the Concrete measures taken to combat impunity?
13. The State party is required to report on the number of complaints of torture or acts constituting cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment since 2011, and to report on sentences, if there are any.
Article 14
14. The State party should provide information on the measures taken to enable victims of torture to obtain redress and to have an enforceable right to fair and adequate compensation.
Article 15
15. The State party should describe the measures taken to ensure that statements obtained under torture can not be invoked as evidence before the courts and to provide information on the procedure authorizing the police to compel an accused who has confessed to having committed a crime To repeat his confession before the investigating judge. How does the State party ensure the presence of a lawyer at this stage of the proceedings? Comment on the allegations that the National Security Agency, the State intelligence agency, used torture and ill-treatment to extract confessions from persons who had actively participated in peaceful protests and protests , Which are then used by state prosecutors to establish the guilt of the persons concerned
Our Association call upon the Bahraini delegation to : 

• free demonstrators, activists and human rights defenders held or convicted exclusively for exercising their rights to assembly, association or peaceful expression;
• guarantee independent and neutral investigations into all allegations of torture and ill-treatment;
• lay bare the effectiveness, fairness and independence of human rights institutions, including the national human rights institution, the Ombudsman, the Special Investigations Unit and the Human Rights Commission Prisoners and detainees;
• substitute death sentences against Mohammed Ramadan and Husain Ali Moosa;
• adjust or cancel laws that restrict freedom of expression and freedom of peaceful assembly and association;
• employ in a comprehensive reform of the legal system to ensure valuable independence of the judiciary;
• Ensure responsibility for the serious human rights violations that occurred during and after the 2011 protests.
• Cooperate with the special procedures of the UN committee against torture, particularly with a view to ensuring prompt access to rapporteurs who have made outstanding requests for visits to Bahrain, including the United Nations Special Rapporteur on Torture and Other Punishments Or cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment.
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
