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Chunhui Children’s Foundation (“Chunhui Children” for short) was registered in Beijing in 2012 and was granted public fund-raising status in 2017. Chunhui Children recruits front-line caregivers and teachers and trains them to provide consistent family-like love and science-based, child-centered education for orphaned children in welfare institutions and for left-behind children in rural areas. It runs three core program models for children in welfare institutions and left-behind children in rural areas. The three programs are Chunhui Mama, Chunhui Care Home and Chunhui Village.





Chunhui Children’s Report to the Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (CESCR)
1. As a foundation dedicated to helping orphaned and t-risk children, we have noted that in recent years the Chinese government has been making consistent efforts to introduce or perfect child protection laws and incorporate the “child first” philosophy into its national development strategy. The Minor Protection Law was revised for the third time in 2021; The Suggestions of the State Council on Reforming and Improving the Social Aid System released in 2020 requires that a classified social aid system should be set up and that child aid standards & methods should be completed. the Suggestions on Further Promoting Transition and Quality Improvement of Child Welfare Institutions came out in 2021. The 14th Five-Year (2021-2025) Plan continues to press ahead childcare services, push for policies that encourage child birth and attach importance to creation of child friendly cities. The Family Education Law of the PRC which went into effect in early 2022 calls for greater efforts to improve family education quality and facilitate "family-school-community" cooperation. The Suggestions of the State Council on Strengthening Minor Protection gives top attention to the development of child directors and improvement of child protection systems.
2. More and more government agencies are committed to child protection. In 2021, the State Council set up its first special minor protection leading group and established the first national minor protection coordination mechanism. The leading group consists of ministers, vice ministers and administrators from the People's Court, the People's Procuratorate, the Ministry of Public Security, the Ministry of Civil Affairs, the Ministry of Justice, the Ministry of Finance, the Women and Children's Working Committee, the Communist Youth League and the All-China Women's Federation, etc. It aims to guide, supervise and coordinate minor protection efforts so that minor protection laws and policies could play a more effective role in protecting the children and guaranteeing their legal rights.  
The number of important policy documents jointly issued by the above ministries and organizations have been increasing year by year, and growing endeavors have been made to explore the establishment of a cross-sector governmental and social support system. 
3. A system is being established to better guarantee the children’s security and protect their right of property. The Civil Law adopted on May 28, 2020 has made a positive impact on child protection. It stipulates that local residents' committees, villagers' committees or civil affairs departments shall provide temporary care for children left unattended due to emergencies. To better guarantee the legal rights of adopted children, the Civil Law, in line with the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child, provides that children’s interests should be maximized. In addition, in May 2020, the nine government agencies including the Supreme People's Procuratorate and the All-China Women's Federation jointly issued the Suggestions on Compulsory Reporting of Minor Infringement (Trial), which aims to crack down on acts against children and provide timely protection for victims of infringement.
4.  We appreciate the Chinese government's efforts to perfect the care and service systems for children left behind in rural areas, to improve elementary education, especially early education and preschool education, and to bolster up rural human resources. But we are also aware that the development of rural children is still confronted with tough challenges. The Suggestions of the CPC Central Committee and the State Council on the Implementation of the Rural Revitalization Strategy requires that the care and service systems for rural at-risk children, left-behind children, women and the elderly should be perfected. Grass-root child work teams are an important basis for completing childcare systems and guaranteeing rural children’s benefits. There are two main types of such teams: village-level child directors and rural social organizations, but both types of teams have challenges in delivering quality service to the children. On the one hand, China has 663000 child directors. Even though each village is equipped with a child director, the directors in rural areas and those in urban areas have quite different professional abilities. On the other hand, the service of social organizations does not cover all children in the villages. As not all rural areas have perfect childcare systems, there is pressing need to guarantee the children’s safety and psychological health. 
5.   Nowadays, more and more rural young parents are migrating to cities for better employment opportunities. Their children have to be left behind in the villages and it’s not easy for them to receive quality care and strong family support. Realizing the China Dream takes generations of unremitting efforts. Children are the future and hope of our country. We believe that the Chinese government will consistently promote implementation of child protection laws and policies, combat illegal and criminal acts against children, improve children's living conditions, increase their qualities and support them in developing their fullest potentials.
