2. Primary results of aggregation

1 Financial conditions
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The largest group of households was that with an annual income of \2,000,000 to \2,999,999. The average annual income of all groups was \3,558,000, and the average of those excluding the no-income group was \3,692,000. According to a survey on household income conducted by the Ministry of Internal Affairs and Communications, the average annual household income in Hokkaido was \5,721,000.

Although the results of a 2006 survey on the living conditions of the Ainu by the Hokkaido Government showed significant improvement, our research here indicated that conditions had returned to their previous levels. It should be noted that, because the survey results shown in Fig. 3-2 include the no-response group, the values differ from those in Fig. 3-1, which excludes the group.

The rates of people engaged in craft and production (24.2%) and in agriculture, forestry and fisheries (27.5%) were high. In particular, 66.5% of senior workers aged 70 or older were engaged in agriculture, forestry and fisheries. For younger people, meanwhile, the rate of employment in primary industry was lower, while that in the clerical and service sector tended to be higher.
