Article 9 of the Convention

1. Marriage of female minors?
The Personal Status Law set the age of marriage at 18 years old, and the regulation on registrars appointed to solemnize marriages prohibits them from solemnizing marriage contracts for minors. Those who violate this prohibition are subject to a criminal penalty. However, with permission from the judge, the law allows for solemnizing marriages in certain cases, such as the existence of a sexual relationship that resulted in pregnancy. Except for that, the derogation request is rejected.

Article 12 of the Convention

1. Provide birth control pills?
Contraceptives are available in pharmacies throughout the country. If a woman needs contraceptive methods, she is advised by her doctor and the available options are discussed according to her health condition.

2. Mental health measures for women in the context of sexual health?
We have a national mental health policy and a national plan for the treatment of noncommunicable diseases, where the mental health of mothers and women is revealed through a set of questions PHQ9 & PHQ2 within the case assessment at each visit to primary health care centres and hospitals. If the result is positive, it is referred to the specialist doctor.

3. Do all the UAE’s Emirates have the same psychological and therapeutic support and procedures for AIDS patients?
Yes, the National AIDS Program ensures that all infected cases are treated and that counselling is provided to female patients to support them in living with AIDS as soon as it is confirmed that they are infected. In the event that the case requires a psychological consultation, the patient is referred to specialists in this field for follow-up.
