The norm whose legal effects were suspended allowed for contraceptive surgery to be applied to persons with intellectual “incapacity” to be decided by a medical board composed by three doctors and with the consent of the closest relative or the consent of the guardian of the individual. 
Comment by the CRPD Secretariat: Literal l) which allows for the use of contraceptive methods on persons with intellectual “incapacity” if a doctor, legal representative or guardian agrees, and which provides that the choice of the contraceptive methods rests on the person, is still in force.

On the provision of identity cards for persons with disabilities: the National Registry of Identification (RENIEC) has been providing free registration and identity card to persons with disabilities in the framework of the National Plan against non-registration 2011-2015. In 2013, 2,232 individuals with disabilities were registered. RENIEC plans to modify its administrative regulations in order to ease the registration of persons with disabilities. A draft amendment of the regulations allows for substituting the disability certificate by an affidavit of the applicant. Between 1 October and 24 November 2013, RENIEC updated the electoral identity cards of 7,524 persons with disabilities with residence in Great Lima.
On the liberty of persons with disabilities, Peru amended Law 29889 in the sense that internment on mental health grounds should be (1) exceptional; (2) carried out only when is therapeutically more beneficial to the patient; (3) for the time strictly necessary; (4) in a mental health centre close to the residence of the patient; (5) carried out only with the free and informed consent of the persons, except in emergency situations.

Regarding paragraph 22: The draft unified commercial and civil code is still under study by a parliamentary commission. The original draft was consulted with several organizations, including with organizations of persons with disabilities.  The reply mentions three judgments rendered by provincial courts recognizing the right to legal capacity. The National Directorate on Mental Health is studying the implications of article 12.
Regarding paragraph 48: In 2010 the National Law on Mental Health introduced new article 152 ter to the Civil Code; according to this provision, judicial deprivation of legal capacity should be based on a report carried out by experts of different professional background; it should be limited to 3 years and should specify the acts covered by the interdiction. Law 26.571 modified the electoral code allowing for the vote of persons living in institutions. In the primary elections of 2013, arrangements were made allowing 10 institutionalized persons to exercise their right to vote. This pilot experience will be expanded in the October 2013 general elections; additionally, Law 26.774, in force since October 2012,introduces the right to assisted voting.

Paragraph 26: In comparison to the rules in force the new Civil Code brings about an important change by leaving no opportunity for any general restriction of the capacity to act which provides a new basis for the rules applicable to natural persons of legal age. The capacity to act may only be restricted in the groups of affairs determined by the court. Accordingly, the capacity to act can be limited either fully (which, with some important exceptions, corresponds to guardianship excluding the capacity to act) or partially (which refers to limitation according to a certain group of affairs). It is an important rule that the capacity to act may only be limited fully if partial restriction is not sufficient for protecting the rights of the person concerned. When ordering a placement under guardianship, the principles of necessity and of proportionality, which are also emphasized by the Convention, are of fundamental importance. In conformity with the Convention, a prevailing principle of the new Civil Code is that the capacity to act may only be limited, either fully or partially, if the rights of the person concerned cannot be protected in any other manner that does not affect his or her capacity to act.
Paragraph 26

Pursuant to paragraphs (1) and (2) of Article XXIII of the Fundamental Law every adult Hungarian citizen shall have the right to be a voter as well as a candidate in the elections of Members of Parliament, local representatives and mayors, and of members of the European Parliament, and every adult citizen of any other member state of the European Union who is a resident of Hungary shall have the right to be a voter as well as a candidate in the elections of local representatives and mayors, and of members of the European Parliament. 
Although paragraph (6) of Article XXIII of the Fundamental Law provides an opportunity to limit the voting rights of persons with intellectual disabilities, it still represents an enormous progress compared to the provisions of the previous Constitution in that it does not make such restriction mandatory and automatic.

On 11 February 2013 the Hungarian Parliament adopted a new Civil Code which is planned to enter into force on 15 March 2014. The new Civil Code contains provisions that allow for “full restriction of legal capacity”. The Code explains that this means that once an adult with disability is fully restricted of legal capacity, his/her legal statements are null and void, and the guardian acts on behalf of the person concerned, unless these legal statements are insignificant contracts.
The new Civil Code introduces supported decision-making. However, this is available only for people who “due to a minor decrease in their mental capacity need help in dealing with some of their affairs and in making decisions… this approach which makes supported decision-making available only for certain persons with disabilities is in clear violation of Articles 1 and 12 of the CRPD
The new Civil Code has a long list of various family-members who are assumed can be trusted to be the adult’s support person. In the view of the submitting organisations the approach which considers all relatives trusted individuals is questionable because there is no necessary link between being a relative of an adult with disabilities and being in a relationship of trust with the same individual.
The submitting organisations urge the Committee to recommend to the Hungarian government:

i.
To amend the Act V of 2013 on the Civil Code before it enters into force to abolish the measure of “full restriction of legal capacity” (tantamount to plenary guardianship) and all kind of substituted decision-making which are imposed on persons with disabilities.

ii.
To amend the same legislation with regard to supported decision-making which shall be available for all adults with disabilities.

iii.
To ensure that legal capacity of people with disabilities who have a supported decision-maker remain intact and can exercise their rights in all fields of life.

iv.
To ensure that in the development, amendment and implementation of the measures related to the right to legal capacity, the government closely consults with and actively involves persons with disabilities and civil society organisations, in line with Article 4(3) of the Convention.
The Constitution (Fundamental Law) still contains the provision that a court can remove the person’s right to vote due to “limited mental capacity. The parliament adopted a new election law on 8 April 2013. According to the Act on Electoral Procedure, in the course of a guardianship procedure the court must decide whether to deprive the adult of the right to vote. The court may deprive the right to vote from a person whose mental capacity:

a)
is permanently or episodically, and largely diminished as a result of his/her mental state, intellectual disability or pathological addiction; or

b)
is permanently and completely diminished as a result of his/her mental state or intellectual disability
The new election law contains provisions on support available for people with disabilities. Voters who cannot read, who are prevented from voting because of their physical impairment, or other reasons are entitled to use the assistance of a person of their choice. However, the law mentions explicitly only persons with physical disabilities and the meaning of “other reasons” will depend on the interpretation of electoral committees and courts. The law is insufficiently clear and should explicitly guarantee assistance to every voter with disabilities.

The Government will submit a bill to the Parliament to repeal art. 91 b) of the Electoral Code (Law 834/96) which disenfranchises the deaf-mute for being elected.

Danish legislation still authorizes a third person to enter into legal rights of the patient when the latter lost the capacity to handle his or her own interests. 

Even if safeguards are provided by the Psychiatric Act, namely: the informed consent is necessary for admission, examination or treatment or care; a patient who cannot give informed consent shall be informed and involved in the discussion; when a person is subjected to a coercive measure the Psychiatric Act requires to fill out a separate protocol and this information is reported to the National Board of Health; a local patient board of complaints is set up (complaints about the board’s decision concerning the deprivation of liberty, restraint, involuntary treatment) and the Court appoint a lawyer for the patient and the coasts are paid by the State party; whenever coercive measure are used the patient must be advised on complaints procedure; deprivation of liberty and use of other coercive measures is only to a necessary extent, the principle of the least invasive measures must always be followed; the government has declared the goal to improve conditions for persons with mental illness, including a reduction in the use of coercion (…).

Concerning children with disabilities, the 15-17 years old who do not consent to admission or treatment benefit from the safeguards provided by the Danish Psychiatric Act since its review in 2015. Whereas, children under 15 are not covered by the aforementioned Act when their parents give their informed consent to the admission or treatment. The parent who has the custody must be informed that he or she has the opportunity to renounce the position for use of coercion against the minor.

Concerning paragraph 29: Through the Ministerial Agreement no 4927, the Ministry of Public Health endorsed the National Strategy of Mental Health for 2014-2017 and the Guide of Mental Health Care. This document provides 5 guidelines to cover the problematic of mental health, there is a plan of deinstitutionalization, it proposes to integrate persons with mental disabilities in their family and community environment, and foster their autonomy and social inclusion. And to puts an end to long term institutionalization. 

The Commission of Mental Health of the Ministry of Public Health and the Health Organization Pan Americana, established: 

A plan of deinstitutionalization in coordination the Julio Endara Hospital 

A care regulation in hospitals specialised in Mental Health, which includes family reinsertion, reception units, artistic workshop and day hospital.

Concerning paragraph 31 (a): the Ministry of Public Health, in 2013, adopted a Regulation in order to regular the access and the availability of methods of contraception in the National Health System. Through the article 5 of the Ministerial Agreement no 24901 every person, without discrimination of any kind, has the right to take free and informed decisions about the treatment and the contraceptive method that he or she will use, without being subjected to choose one under pressure or harassment. 

Technical persons and caregivers of persons with disabilities, both from the Ministry of Public Health and Ministry of Economic and Social Inclusion, are trained in the matter of sexual and reproductive health. 

Concerning paragraph 31 (b): Measures are taken in favour of members of the policy with disabilities. 

In 27 June 2013, through the Agreement of an inter-institutional Cooperation, the National Council for the Equality, the Ministry of the Economic and Social Inclusion, and the Council of Judiciary cooperate in order to eradicate the lack of access of services provided by the Judiciary function for  persons with disabilities.  A commitment has been set up in order to enhance the care standards through the formation of public services. 

Five axes of action have been elaborated 

Set up a document containing the difficulties met by persons with disabilities in the access of justice, which will be directed to judicial personal. 

The launch of an inspection to the judiciary buildings at the national level (in accordance with the regulation on accessibility). 

Awareness-raising on disability to the stakeholders in the Judiciary Function, including the issue on universal accessibility. The aim is to promote a positive attitude and the effective and gradual inclusion of the persons with disabilities in the society. 

The fourth and fifth axes focus on providing experts, interpreters in sign language in the Judicial Function and the counselling in accessible web. 

Several stakeholders established the necessity to develop a “Manuel on the rights of persons with disabilities in the Judicial Function” which refers to guarantees provided in the Convention on the Rights of persons with disabilities, the Constitution, and the legal safeguards. A general protocol in the access of justice of persons with disabilities is provided, it is based on the guidelines established by the aforementioned convention and the Brasilia’s rules on access to justice. This protocol is established for justice workers, in order to guarantee the access to justice in accordance with the paradigm of human rights

Training on disability is provided to judges, notaries, public defenders, prosecutors and judicial staff in the national level. The training is based in the aforementioned Manuel.

The reply also asserts that there are no legal obstacles for persons with disabilities to be members of the unions that are founded in accordance with the Law

Assessment of work capacity and employment opportunities or maintenance of employment includes medical, social and other criteria establishing opportunities and capabilities of a person with disability necessary for his/her inclusion in the labor market and performance of concrete jobs independently or with the support service, use of technical aids, and employment opportunities under general or special conditions.

According to the levels of assessment of work capacity, the following decisions were adopted: level 0-253 (5.07%), level 1-4,250 (85.17%), level 2-186 (3.73%) and level 3–301 (6.03%).

In order to improve the procedure of assessment of work capacity, National Employment Service conducted an analysis of the procedure of assessment of work capacity by branch offices in January 2016. The reconciliation of agreement between the competent institutions about signing the new Agreement on cooperation is in progress. El Comité recomienda al Estado parte que adopte medidas concretas con el fin de permitir un nivel de vida adecuado para las personas con discapacidad, inclusive asegurar el acceso al agua potable, luz eléctrica y servicios sanitarios, así como mitigar el impacto del empobrecimiento por razón de discapacidad, especialmente en los grupos en situación de discriminación interseccional, como mujeres y niños, afrodescendientes e indígenas con discapacidad. El Comité insta al Estado parte a establecer una sistema social inclusivo, incluido un programa de jubilación para personas con discapacidad en su territorio. Asimismo, le recomienda que se guíe por el artículo 28 de la Convención en la implementación de las metas 1.3 y 1.4 de los Objetivos de Desarrollo Sostenible.

RECOMMENDATIONS FOR FOLLOW-UP: 

Living independently and being included in the community (art. 19)

45.
The Committee recommends that the State party, in line with the Committee’s general comment No. 5 (2017) on living independently and being included in the community and the Committee’s report on its inquiry concerning the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland carried out under article 6 of the Optional Protocol to the Convention: 


(a)
Recognize the right to living independently and being included in the community as a subjective right, recognize the enforceability of all its elements, and adopt rights-based policies, regulations and guidelines to ensure implementation;


(b)
Conduct periodic assessments in close consultation with organizations of persons with disabilities to address and prevent the negative effects of policy reforms through sufficiently funded and appropriate strategies in the area of social support and living independently; 


(c)
Provide adequate, sufficient earmarked funding to local authorities and administrations, including the devolved governments, to be able to continuously allocate adequate resources allowing persons with disabilities to live independently and be included in the community and to exercise their right to choose their place of residence and where and with whom to live; 


(d)
Set up a comprehensive plan, developed in close collaboration with organizations of persons with disabilities, aimed at the deinstitutionalization of persons with disabilities, and develop community-based independent living schemes through a holistic and cross-cutting approach, including education, childcare, transport, housing, employment and social security;


(e)
Allocate sufficient resources to ensure that support services are available, accessible, affordable, acceptable, adaptable and are sensitive to different living conditions for all persons with disabilities in urban and rural areas.

Work and employment (art. 27) 

57.
The Committee recommends that the State party, in close collaboration with organizations of persons with disabilities, and in line with the Committee’s report on its inquiry concerning the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland carried out under article 6 of the Optional Protocol to the Convention:


(a)
Develop and decide upon an effective employment policy for persons with disabilities aimed at ensuring decent work for all persons with disabilities, bearing in mind the State party’s target of 1 million jobs for persons with disabilities, and ensure equal pay for work of equal value, focusing especially on women with disabilities, persons with psychosocial and/or intellectual disabilities and persons with visual impairments, and monitor those developments; 


(b)
Ensure that reasonable accommodation is provided to all persons with disabilities who require it in the workplace, that regular training on reasonable accommodation is available to employers and employees without disabilities, and that dissuasive and effective sanctions are in place in cases of denial of reasonable accommodation;


(c)
Ensure that the legal and administrative requirements of the process to assess working capabilities, including the Work Capability Assessment, are in line with the human rights model of disability, that those who conduct the assessments are qualified and duly trained in that model, and that the assessments take into consideration work-related as well as other personal circumstances. The State party must ensure that the adjustments and support necessary to access work, as well as financial support, are provided and that they are not subject to sanctions or conditional upon carrying out job seeking activities;


(d)
Withdraw its reservation to article 27 of the Convention;


(e)
Bear in mind the links between article 27 of the Convention and target 8.5 of the Sustainable Development Goals.

Adequate standard of living and social protection (art. 28) 

59.
The Committee recommends that the State party, in close collaboration with organizations of persons with disabilities across all territorial entities, in line with the Committee’s report on its inquiry concerning the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland carried out under article 6 of the Optional Protocol to the Convention, guided by article 28 of the Convention and implementing target 10.2 of the Sustainable Development Goals: 


(a)
Introduce, adopt and implement legislative frameworks to ensure that social protection policies and programmes across the State party secure income levels for all persons with disabilities and their families, by taking into account the additional costs relating to disability, and ensuring that persons with disabilities are able to exercise their parental responsibilities. The State party must ensure that members of the new Employment and Support Allowance work-related activity group have access to full compensation of disability-related costs; 


(b)
Carry out a cumulative impact assessment, based on disaggregated data, of the recent and forthcoming reforms of the social protection system for persons with disabilities, and in close collaboration with organizations of persons with disabilities define, implement and monitor measures to tackle retrogression in their standard of living and use the cumulative impact assessment as a basis for policy development across the State party;


(c)
Repeal the Personal Independence Payment (Amendment) Regulations of 2017 and ensure that eligibility criteria and assessments to access Personal Independence Payments, Employment Support Allowance and Universal Credit are in line with the human rights model of disability;


(d) 
Ensure that the budget allocation is sufficient for local authorities to meet their responsibilities regarding assistance for persons with disabilities, and extend support packages to mitigate the negative impacts of social security reform in Northern Ireland;


(e)
Conduct a review of the conditionality and sanction regimes concerning the Employment and Support Allowance, and tackle the negative consequences on the mental health and situation of persons with disabilities.
