DETAILS OF THE INSTITUTIONS FOR SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH IN BANGLADESH
1. Bangladesh Forest Research Institute: An organization under Ministry of Environment and Forest, located at Sholashahar, Chittagong. Established in 1955 with the objective of utilisation of available forest produces. 
2. Bangladesh Institute of Bank Management (BIBM): Registered under the Societies Act, 1860; BIBM was established in 1974. It is the National Training, Research, Consultancy and Education institute on banking and finance collectively owned by all banks that are in operation in the country.
3. Bangladesh Institute of Development Studies: Established in 1957, BIDS is an autonomous and multi-disciplinary research institution which conducts policy oriented research on development issues usually faced by Bangladesh and other developing countries. 
4. Bangladesh Institute of Management (BIM): The activities of BIM include Training, Research and Consultancy.

5. Bangladesh Institute of Nuclear Agriculture: Founded in 1961 and currently placed under the supervision of Ministry of Agriculture. 
6. Bangladesh Institute of Research and Rehabilitation for Diabetes, Endocrine and Metabolic Disorders (BIRDEM): It is a WHO Collaborating 600 bed multidisciplinary Centre on Diabetes, Endocrine and Metabolic Disorders the only one of its kind in Asia.
7. Bangladesh Rice Research Institute: Established under the Bangladesh Rice Research Institute Act, 1973, this institute has 18 research divisions and 249 scientists.

8. Bangladesh Tea Research Institute: Established in 1957, BTRI is one of the 10 National Agricultural Research System (NARS) institutes of the country.   

9. Institute of Bangladesh Studies: Oldest and largest of the 5 research Institutes of the Rajsahi University, this Institute seeks to provide link between the University and the society at large, especially rural Bangladesh through in-depth and action-oriented field research.

10. Institute of Child and Mother Health: Established in 1992 and operates under the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (MOHFW), this institute is working for the improvement of health and nutrition of children and mothers in the country.

11. The Institute of Cost and Management Accountants of Bangladesh (ICMAB): The national body of the professional Cost and Management Accountants of Bangladesh, It is a statutory entity established under the Cost and Management Accountants Ordinance, 1977 and regulated under the Cost and Management Accountants Regulations, 1980. 

12. International Centre for Diarrheal Disease Research, Bangladesh (ICDDR,B): A distinguished institution that integrates research, humanitarian care and training to improve the health of those living in poverty in Bangladesh. 
13. Institute of Education and Research (IER), Dhaka University: Established under the second statutes under President's Order of 1973, this institute offers programmes in teaching and conducts advanced research studies in education. 
14. Institute of Health Economics, University of Dhaka: Established in 1998, it is the only health economics teaching and research institute in South-Asia.

15. Housing & Building Research Institute: An autonomous organization under the Ministry of Housing and Public Works. The Institute is the only National Research institute, which is entrusted with the task of carrying out research in housing problems, innovation in construction materials, technology and planning.

16. National Institute of Biotechnology: An autonomous biotechnological research institution established in 1999 by the GoB, it works under the Ministry of Science and Technology.

17. National Institute of Cancer Research & Hospital: Established in 1982, It is the only specialized government institute and primary level cancer hospital in Bangladesh.
