It was formed by a group of persons and organizations with diverse trajectories in the field of mental health, who consider that sustained collective work is a possible path to promote and build a mental health system respectful of the human rights of individuals. Its main areas of work are related to the monitoring and preparation of periodic reports on Mental Health and Human Rights in the province; the incidence in public policies; the development of gathering spaces for users, etc. In addition, the Observatory participates in the National Network of Community-based Mental Health and Human Rights.

Sustaining an active role, PwD themselves were and are the ones leading REDI, thus postulating principles that were enunciated by the Uniform Rules and, a decade later, were incorporated into the text of the CRPD.
In recent years, REDI has taken a qualitative step forward, consolidating strategic alliances with local and international organizations. Its active participation in the drafting of the CRPD, and its consequent action in favor of the rights therein enshrined, position REDI as a key actor in the field before governmental agencies, human right organizations, PwD, and NGOs that are joining the struggle for inclusion.
It is part of the Ibero-American Network of Experts in the Convention on the Rights of the PwD, the International Disability Alliance (IDA) and the Global Partnership for Disability and Development (GPDD).
