Joint training was held for police officers from Vice Squad and from the Victim Support Unit and social workers from Child Protection Services (Agenzija Appogg) on the sharing of knowledge and best practices. This was held at the Academy for Disciplined Forces in March 2017. Police officers also participated in a four day training course on Child to Parent Violence, organised by Agenzija Appogg between the 9th and the 13th October 2017. Training was held for front line police officers on dealing with domestic violence cases, delivered by the Mental Health Services. This training focused primarily on the psychological approach to be taken by front office personnel at the various police stations to deal with victims of domestic violence often are vulnerable persons, including with cognitive and communication problems. 

Training on dealing with children is provided to border control and immigration personnel as part of the curriculum given to all persons stationed at Special Branch.  The training is scheduled over a period of two weeks and occurs once every two years.

A total of 4,127 babies were born and registered in Malta during 2013. The majority of these babies (97.7 per cent) were born to mothers who were residing in Malta at the time of birth.  The total number of births registered decreased by 2.5 per cent when compared to the previous year, while a decrease of 4.7 per cent was observed in Maltese births being registered.
A total of 4,311 babies were born and registered in Malta during 2014. The majority of these babies (97.2 per cent) were born to mothers who were residing in Malta at the time of birth. The total number of births registered increased by 4.5 per cent when compared to the previous year, while an increase of 4.0 per cent was observed in Maltese births being registered.

Data from 2015 and 2016 has not been officially published to date.

There are currently 56 public libraries in the Maltese islands. The Central Public Library, the Gozo Central Public Library, 7 regional libraries and 44 branch libraries. 22 of which have free WiFi access and another 2 are in the process of including it. Our technological services include: ebooks and talking books. All services are free of charge.
Moreover, there are 463 classroom libraries in primary schools and 50 in middle schools; 27 libraries in middle, secondary and higher schools; as well as 40 school libraries in primary schools.

As soon as a police officer suspects a case of human trafficking, including cases of child sexual exploitation, the police refer the case for further investigations to a specialized unit, namely the ‘Vice Squad’. All victims of crime will also be assisted by the Police Victim Support Unit (VSU), to be provided with the right support and ongoing assistance.
