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COMMENTS ON: Reply to paragraph 7 of the list of issues CEDAW/C/DNK/Q/9
39. An inter-ministerial working group on violence against women and violence in intimate relationships is responsible for coordinating data collection on violence against women and violence in intimate relationships. 
40. The inter-ministerial working group have coordinated the implementation of five national action plans, which have included nationwide studies on the prevalence of intimate partner violence and rape and analyzing the development in prevalence over time. Studies were published in 2005, 2010 and 2017 and the next will be published in 2022. The upcoming study will disaggregate data by age, ethnicity, civil status, region, education, employment status and relationship between the victim and perpetrator. 
41. Danish National Police and Statistics Denmark are working on a project to accumulate data on types of relationships between victims and perpetrators in police data systems. This will enable a collection of data that documents the extent of violence in intimate relations in Denmark, including age and nationality of the victims and perpetrators.
For statistical purposes, it is really important to disaggregate these data by gender as well as by age, ethnicity etc, This is not seen to be the case from the wording of 40-41.
Also, in 41 it is not correct that the data collected will document “the extent of violence in intimate relations in Denmark”. As many, perhaps even most, cases of domestic violence are never presented to the police (for various reasons), the collected data will document “the extent of reports to the police of violence in intimate relations in Denmark”.  

COMMENTS ON: Reply to paragraph 8 of the list of issues CEDAW/C/DNK/Q/9

61. The Danish Center for Social Science Research’s 2018 report on the prevalence of psychological violence in Denmark showed, that 3.9 percent of women and 1.2 percent men had been exposed to psychological intimate partner violence within a one-year period. It also showed that psychological intimate partner violence is the most prevalent kind of intimate partner violence and the kind of intimate partner violence, where women are affected most disproportionately – more than three times more than men. 
This report, however, did not include all types of psychological violence, so it is risky to draw  sweeping conclusions based on this survey alone.

COMMENTS ON: Marriage and family relations. Reply to paragraph 22 of the list of issues CEDAW/C/DNK/Q/9

193. Danish family law provides the same rights and obligations for all parents with the exception that an unmarried woman have sole custody over the child, unless the parents agree on having joint custody. Parents, who are married, automatically have joint custody. 
This description is not completely correct as pertains to unmarried parents. The Act on Parental Responsibility lists two further situations in its §7 that will result in joint custody for these parents. Only if these situations are not relevant will the mother be granted sole custody. Mandecentret therefore proposes the following addition: “agree on having joint custody, or they have been registered at the same address within the last 10 months prior to the birth of the child.”
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
