List of recommendations of the Committee on the Elimination of Racial Discrimination to the ninth and tenth periodic reports of the SR (Part III. of the eleventh and twelfth periodic reports)
Recommendation No. 5: Referring to the revised guidelines for reporting (CERD/C/2007/1 of 13 June 2008) the Committee notes that data broken down by ethnicity or national origin within the socio-economic and cultural status of different groups are useful instruments of the Party for the improvement of the equal exercise of all rights enshrined in the Convention. The Committee requests that the Party include in its next periodic report the results of the aforementioned project, namely information on the living conditions of the Roma community, as well as the socio-economic status of other minorities. The Committee also recommends that the Party shall address the high proportion of unspecified individuals within its population and to revive the activities related to the collection of data with the aim of obtaining accurate information on all ethnic groups living in Slovakia.
Recommendation No. 6: The Committee recommends that the State Party shall adopt effective measures to prosecute hate crimes in an effective manner in order to discourage racist and extremist organisations. In accordance with its General Recommendation No. 15 (1993) on organised violence based on ethnic origin, the Committee calls the State Party for Vigilance and Readiness to proceed as quickly as possible against such organisations, claiming their criminality and prosecuting the financing of and participating in their activities. The Committee urges the State Party to address the gap in legislation through amendments to prohibit and prevent the activities of extremist organisations by dissolving them and, if necessary, pronouncing them illegal. The Committee reiterates its request that the State Party shall provide current statistical data on the number, nature of hate crimes, prosecutions and penalties imposed on the offenders, broken down by the age, gender, and nationality or ethnicity of victims and their compensation.
Recommendation. No. 7: In terms of its General Recommendation No. 31 (2005) on the prevention of racial discrimination in the administration and operation of the criminal justice system, the Committee recommends that the Party shall fully implement an anti-discrimination law and disseminate to the public, especially among minorities, information relating to all legal remedies in the cases of racial discrimination. The Committee encourages the Party to address the problem of lengthy court proceedings for victims of racial discrimination by ensuring, inter alia, that the said amendment to the law on legal aid would facilitate their access to justice and the courts would apply the principle of reversed burden of proof in civil proceedings in accordance with Article 11 of the Anti-discrimination Act. Finally, the Committee requests that the Party carry out a thorough analysis of the low number of complaints and take particular measures to address the problem, including the organisation of training on non-discrimination for police officers and judges, focusing on the implementation of the Convention and the Anti-Discrimination Law in the courts. It calls for the Party to include such information in its next periodic report.
Recommendation. No. 8: In accordance with its General Recommendations No. 7 (1985) on legislation for the elimination of racial discrimination, No. 15 (1993) on organised violence based on ethnicity, and No. 30 (2004) on discrimination against foreign nationals, the Committee recommends that the Party shall identify the individuals or groups inciting racial hatred against minorities and foreigners, and shall investigate and impose appropriate penalties for the hate speech of politicians, government officials, and employees of the media. The Committee urges the Party to take the necessary measures to promote tolerance, intercultural dialogue, and respect for diversity, especially targeted at journalists.
Recommendation. No. 9:  The Committee reiterates its recommendation that the Party shall establish an independent monitoring mechanism for the investigation of crimes involving police officers. In terms of its General Recommendation No. 31 (2005) on the prevention of racial discrimination in the administration and functioning of the criminal justice system, the Committee urges the Party to adopt immediate measures for the effective investigation of reported hate crimes and to ensure the investigation of all crimes committed on racial grounds in accordance with the national legislation and the Convention, taking into account the seriousness of such offenses. The Committee requests the Party provide information on the number of complaints of the ill-treatment of persons affiliated with minority groups filed against the police, and also information on the results of the investigation of those complaints and proceedings conducted at the criminal and disciplinary levels.
Recommendation. 10:  The Committee urges the Party to increase its efforts to combat discrimination against Roma. In terms of its General Recommendation No. 32 (2009) on the meaning and scope of special measures in the International Convention on the Elimination of Racial Discrimination and the General Recommendation No. 27 (2000) on discrimination against Roma, the Committee recommends that the Party should use the information on the living conditions of the Roma, which will soon be published, in order to ensure the development and implementation of urgent temporary countervailing measures to promote the economic, social, and cultural rights of Roma on the basis of need and in consultation with them. In this context, the Committee also recommends that the Party shall promptly implement the amendment to the Antidiscrimination Act in force as of April 1, 2013 and regulating special measures for the most discriminated-against and disadvantaged groups. The Committee further requests that the Party takes the necessary measures to achieve the objective of providing information on the number of Roma in the Police Corps and in local elected bodies in its next report.
Recommendation. No. 11:  The Committee recommends the Party strengthen the provisions of the Strategy for the Integration of Roma until 2020 and a revised National Action Plan for the Decade of Roma Inclusion and to ensure their effective implementation. For this purpose it urges the Party to:
a) in terms of the Committee General Recommendation No. 27 (2000) on discrimination against Roma to take all necessary measures to eliminate the practice of the segregation of Roma children in the school system and to ensure equal opportunities to access quality education;
b) provide ways and means for the elimination of the over-representation of Roma pupils in special needs classes and special needs schools by addressing the substance of this practice and integrate them into mainstream education; in addition to organising trainings for teachers and social workers on the rights of Roma, to increase human and financial resources for the education of the Roma people;
c) take measures for the implementation of the effective application of the Education and Anti-discrimination Acts, including their dissemination in schools and other preventive measures to end de facto segregation in education;
d) ensure that the compulsory pre-school education will be carried out in a way that removes inequalities between children from marginalised groups and the majority population in order to prevent future segregation in education.
Recommendation. No. 12: In terms of its General Recommendation No. 27 (2000) on discrimination against Roma, the Committee recommends that the Party:
   a) shall effectively implement the revised National Action Plan and Strategy for Roma integration by ensuring the right to adequate housing for Roma without discrimination and segregation with regard to the importance of this right for exercising other rights enshrined in the Convention, in particular the right to health, education, and employment;
b) shall ensure the involvement of Roma and associations that represent them, along with the rest of the population, in the projects of construction, remodelling, and maintenance of the housing; shall promote intercultural dialogue aimed at tackling the deep-seated mistrust manifested in the construction of anti-Roma walls;
c) shall ensure that all efforts to promote access to adequate housing and the improvement of the living conditions of Roma will be carried out together with the Roma and their organisations, and that increased efforts are directed towards the elimination of housing segregation, taking into account the General Recommendation of the Committee No. 19 (1995) on racial segregation and apartheid;
d) shall cease the forced evictions and demolitions of Roma settlements without prior notice; if such demolitions are necessary, provide Roma residents with adequate alternative solutions for housing and, in its next periodic report, incorporate information on measures taken to address the situation of the Roma population in Plavecký Štvrtok.
Recommendation. No. 13: The Committee recommends that the Party shall fully implement the recent decision of the European Court of Human Rights and ensure the full redress and indemnification of victims of this practice. The Committee urges the Party to thoroughly investigate all cases of the forced sterilisation of Roma women and prosecute those responsible. Taking into account the General Recommendation No. 25 (2000) on racial discrimination and the gender dimension, the Committee encourages the Party to take appropriate measures, including the implementation of the resolution of 2012 applied to cases of the illegal sterilisation of women and the organisation of special training for healthcare professionals on obtaining informed consent before performing sterilisation and on the sensitisation of the medical staff about the diversity of the Roma community.
Recommendation. No. 14: The Committee recommends that the Party shall continue to organise training in human rights, with the aim to promote the awareness of tolerance, interethnic dialogue, and harmony focused mainly to law enforcement authorities, judges, teachers, medical personnel, and social workers. 
Recommendation No. 15: The Committee recommends, referring to its general recommendation No. 17 (1993) on the establishment of national institutions in order to facilitate the implementation of the Convention, that the Party strengthens the independence and mandate of the SNCHR and provides it with financial and personnel resources necessary to combat discrimination. The Committee encourages the Party to ensure that the SNCHR will be able to operate in accordance with the Paris Principles, and will be successful in its application for accreditation.
Recommendation. 16: The Committee recommends that the Party shall take effective measures to implement the Convention and shall ensure that the principle of autonomy of local and regional authorities should not impede international human rights commitments in support of the economic, social, and cultural rights of disadvantaged or discriminated groups, as set out in the Convention. The Committee reiterates its recommendation that the Party shall implement the recommendations on the notifications pursuant to the Article 14 of the Convention, in particular regarding the situation in Dobšiná and provide updated information in its next periodic report.
Recommendation. No. 17: Taking into account the indivisibility of human rights, the Committee urges the Party to consider the ratification of the international human rights treaties that have not been ratified yet, in particular the treaties containing provisions directly relevant to the communities that may be exposed to racial discrimination, e.g. the International Convention on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their families.
Recommendation. No. 18: In terms of the General Recommendation No. 33 (2009) on the follow-up measures of the Durban Review Conference, the Committee recommends that the Party shall, at the implementation of the Convention into the national legislation, adopt the Durban Declaration and Programme of Action adopted in September 2001 at the World Conference against Racism, Racial Discrimination, Xenophobia, and Related Intolerance, taking into account the Outcome document of the Durban Review Conference, held in Geneva in April 2009. The Committee requests that the Party includes in its next periodic report information on action plans and other measures taken to implement the Durban Declaration and the Action plan.
Recommendation. No. 19: The Committee recommends that the Party shall continue in its consultations and extend its dialogue with civil society organisations working in the field of human rights protection, in particular in combating racial discrimination, when preparing its next periodic report and adopting follow-up measures to the final recommendations. 
Recommendation. No. 20: The Committee recommends that the Party make available to the public reports at the time of their submission, and makes public the Opinion of the Committee in the state or other commonly used languages. 
Recommendation. No. 21: Noting that the Party submitted the Core Document in 2002 (HRI/CORE/1/Add.120), the Committee encourages the Party to submit the updated Core Document in accordance with the harmonised guidelines on reporting to the international human rights treaties, in particular those relating to the common Core Document adopted at the fifth meeting of the bodies established by the Treaties on Human Rights, held in June 2006 (HRI/GEN.2/Rev.6, chap. I). 
Recommendation. No. 22: According to the Article 9 para. 1 of the Convention and Rule 65 of the revised Committee Rules, the Committee requests that the Party within a period of one year from the date of adopting the current conclusions shall provide information on the follow-up measures to the recommendations contained in paragraphs 6, 8, 11, and 16.
Recommendation. No. 23: The Committee draws the attention of the Party to the particular importance of the recommendations in paragraphs 5, 12, 13, and 15 and requests it to provide in its next periodic report a detailed report on the particular measures for their implementation.
Recommendation. No. 24: The Committee recommends the Party submit its 11th and 12th periodic report as a single document on 28 May 2016, taking into account the guidance for the document intended for the CERD adopted by the Committee during the seventy-first session (CERD/C/2007/1) and to express its views with regard to all points stated in this final position. The Committee also urges the Party to respect the upper limit of 40 pages for the scope of the report to the Conventions and the upper limit of 60-80 pages for the Common Core Document (thereto harmonised guidelines for reporting contained in the document HRI/GEN.2/Rev.6, chap. I, paragraph 19).
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
