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[bookmark: _GoBack]According to the ISTAT survey-II, 6.788,000 women have been victims of some forms of violence, either physical or sexual, in their lifetime (31,5% of women aged 16-70); 20,2% has been victim of physical violence; 21% of sexual violence; and 5,4% of the most serious forms of sexual violence, such as rape and attempted rape (652,000 women victims of rape and 746,000 as victims of attempted rape). Furthermore, foreign women are victims of sexual or physical violence on a scale similar to Italian women’s: 31,3% and 31,5%, respectively. However, physical violence is more frequent among foreigners (25,7% vs. 19,6%), while sexual violence is more common among Italians (21,5% vs. 16,2%). Specifically, foreign women are more exposed to rape and attempted rape (7,7% vs. 5,1%), mainly Moldavians (37,3%), Romanians (33,9%) and Ukrainians (33,2%). 

As for the author, current and former partners are those who commit the most serious crimes: 62,7% of rape cases are committed by the current or former partner, while the authors of sexual assault are mostly unknown (76,8%). As for the age of the victim, 10,6% of women has been victims of sexual violence prior to the age of 16. 

Considering VAW-cases against women with children who have been witnessing this scourge, the rate rises up to 65,2% if compared to the 2006 figure (= 60,3%). As for women’s status, women separated or divorced are those far more exposed to physical or sexual violence (51,4% vs. 31,5% relating to all other cases). 

It remains of great concern the situation of women with disabilities or diseases: 36% of those women with bad health conditions, and 36,6% of those with serious limitations have been victims of physical or sexual violence. The risk to be exposed to rape or attempted rape doubles compared to women without any health problems (10% vs. 4,7%).

-	On a positive note, compared to the previous edition-2006, sexual and physical violence cases result to be reduced from 13,3% to 11,3%. This is the result of increased awareness of existing protection tools by women in the first place and the public opinion at large, in addition to an overall social climate of condemnation and no mercy for such crimes. Women are far more aware that they have survived a crime (from 14,3% to 29,6% in case of violence by the partner), which is reported far more often to the Police (from 6,7% to 11,8%). 

-	As of 2013, femicides amounted to 0,83 out of 100.000 inhabitants. In  2012, 30,3% of homicide cases were against women; in 2013 such a rate increased to 35,7%. In 42,5% of cases, the partner or former partner has been the author of femicide, with a geographical prevalence of cases in: the Centre of Italy (47,8%), Northern-East (42,3%), and Northern-West (40,0%).
