Annex8
Measures have been implemented to neutralise the economic effects 
of Covid-19 coronavirus disease:

1.	Measure 4, the beneficiaries whereof were families with children under the age of 14, where both parents were released from work in the period falling between 13 March 2020 and 25 March 2020 (included), or one of the parents was released from work in the period between 13 March 2020 and 25 March 2020 (included) and the other had no job at that period.
The urgent financial assistance was provided in the form of a lump-sum payment in the amount of AMD 100 000 for each child under the age of 14.
2.	Measure 6, the beneficiaries whereof were persons in employment relationship with private sector employer (except for financial organisations) from at least 1 January 2020, released from work between 13 March 2020 and 30 March 2020 and whose average monthly salary did not exceed AMD 500 000 within the 2 months preceding the release thereof.
The urgent financial assistance amounted to AMD 68 000.
3.	Measure 7, the beneficiaries whereof were pregnant women registered in medical organisations with 12 weeks of gestation as of 30 March 2020 (hereinafter referred to as "the pregnant"), if:
(1)	the pregnant woman was not a hired worker as of that day, and her husband did not have a job (was not a hired worker) as of 30 March 2020;
(2)	the pregnant woman was not a hired worker as of that day and does not have a husband (she does not have a marriage registered in the bodies of civil status registration of the Republic of Armenia or is divorced or her husband is dead). The lump-sum financial assistance amounted to AMD 100 000.
4.	Measure 8, the beneficiaries whereof were hired workers of the economic entities of the fields of private sector affected due to spread of Coronavirus disease and the individual entrepreneurs operating in that field.
The assistance was provided in a lump-sum format, in the following amounts:
(1)	in the amount of 50% of the average salary for the months of January and February of 2020 of a hired worker, but not more than AMD 136 000; 
(2)	not less than AMD 68000, if the employee worked full-time;
(3)	to individual entrepreneurs, in the amount of 10% of the sales turnover of the 4th quarter of 2019, but not more than AMD 136 000.
5.	Beneficiaries of the 9th measure were the families with a child under the age of 18, where the parents did not work, or one of the parents was on leave for care for a child under the age of 3 and if the child under the age of 18 and at least one of the parents thereof were in Armenia during the period from 12 March to 31 March 2020.
The family was not a beneficiary of measure 9 if it was enrolled in the payment lists of March 2020 for family and social benefits, as well as if during the period from 1 January 2020 to 1 March 2020 the average monthly salary of the parents or one of the parents of the child exceeded AMD 500 000.
Assistance was provided in the form of a lump-sum monetary payment in the amount of AMD 26500 for each child.
6.	Beneficiaries of the 11th measure were the resident subscribers having signed contracts for natural gas supply and electricity supply, the expenditure for February 2020 whereof did not exceed:
(1)	AMD 10 000 for natural gas consumption;
(2)	AMD 5000 for electricity consumption.
The assistance was provided in the amount of 50% of the payment for natural gas and electricity consumed by each subscriber during February 2020, respectively. 

7.	Beneficiaries of the 12th measure were the resident subscribers having signed contracts for natural gas supply and electricity supply, the expenditure for February 2020 whereof amounted to:
(1)	AMD 10001 — 30000 included, for natural gas consumption;
(2)	AMD 5001 — 10000 included, for electricity consumption.
The assistance was provided in the amount of 30% of the payment for natural gas and electricity consumed by each subscriber during February 2020, respectively.
8.	The beneficiaries of the 13th measure were families entitled to family and social benefits as of April 2020.
The assistance was provided in the amount of 50% of the benefit of the family, out of which:
(1)	70% was provided to the family in the form of a cash payment, together with the payment of the benefit for April;
(2)	30% is transferred as a payment for the electricity consumed by the subscriber, and in case the beneficiary was not a subscriber, the amount was provided to the beneficiary. 
Moreover, in case the beneficiary had a debt, that amount was forwarded to the repayment of the debt of the resident subscriber, and in case of absence thereof, the amount was formulated as a prepayment. 
9.	Beneficiaries of the 16th measure were: 
(1)	the resident subscribers having signed contracts for natural gas supply and electricity supply, the expenditure for February 2020 whereof amounted to: 
a.	AMD 30001 — 40000 included, for natural gas consumption;
b.	AMD 10001 — 25000 included, for electricity consumption, except for sub-point 2 of this point;
(2)	the resident subscribers having signed contracts for electricity supply in non-gasified settlements, the expenditure for electricity consumption for February 2020 whereof amounted up to AMD 25000 included;
(3)	the resident subscribers having signed contracts for drinking water supply and (or) sanitation, the expenditure for March 2020 whereof amounted up to AMD 3000 included.
The assistance was provided:
(1)	in the amount of 30% of the payment for natural gas and electricity consumed by each subscriber during February 2020, respectively;
(2)	in the amount of 50% of the payment for electricity consumed by each subscriber during February 2020;
(3)	in the amount of 50% of the payment for drinking water supply and (or) sanitation service by each subscriber during March 2020.
According to Measures 11, 12, 13 and 16, the determined total amount was transferred to companies supplying natural gas and electricity, "Veolia Djur" Closed Joint-Stock Company, having provided drinking water supply and sanitation services, provided that the amount would further be transferred to the resident subscribers considered beneficiaries of the measure. 
Moreover, in case of a debt, the amounts were forwarded to the repayment of the debt of the resident subscriber, and in case of absence thereof, the amounts were formulated as a prepayment.
10.	Beneficiaries of the 20th measure were hired workers or employees under a civil law contract in the affected fields of the private sector, regardless of the fact of calculation of salary by the employer, if they were in employment relationship with the employer of the affected field for at least 1 day during the period from 1 March to 15 June 2020, including if the employer was liquidated or the activities thereof were terminated as of 15 June 2020, as well as individual entrepreneurs, if they launched activities in the affected field in 2020, regardless of the amount of sales turnover in the 1st quarter of 2020. The assistance was provided in the form of a lump-sum payment in the amount of the minimum salary — AMD 68 000. 
11.	Beneficiaries of the 22nd measure were natural persons considered citizens of the Republic of Armenia who were in employment relationship with the employer for at least 85 calendar days during the period from 1 January to 30 March 2020 on the basis of an employment contract or an individual legal act on employment, but were dismissed from work during the period from 31 March and 1 June 2020 and did not take another job during that same period.
The assistance was provided in the form of a lump-sum payment in the amount of the minimum salary — AMD 68 000.
The assistance was not enjoyed by persons:
(1)	the amount of the average monthly salary whereof for June, February and March 2020 exceeded AMD 500 000;
(2)	who — as of 1 June 2020 (included) — were in employment relationship with also another employer or with the same employer on the basis of another employment contract;
(3)	who — as of 1 June 2020 (included) — were individual entrepreneurs, the activities whereof had not been terminated as of the same date, through the procedure provided for by the Tax Code of the Republic of Armenia.
In the situation created as a result of the hostilities launched by the Republic of Azerbaijan against the Republic of Artsakh from 27 September 2020, the below-mentioned programmes were implemented, which were addressed to the citizens having actually been registered or having actually resided in the Republic of Artsakh. According to the programmes, certain conditions have been set, in case of meeting which, relevant support has been assigned for the beneficiaries.
In particular:
•	AMD 68000 was allocated in the form of a lump-sum payment to citizens — having actually been registered or having actually resided in the communities having fallen under the control of the Republic of Azerbaijan as a result of the hostilities launched by the Republic of Azerbaijan against the Republic of Artsakh from 27 September 2020 — who, according to the information received from the Ministry of Territorial Administration of the Republic of Artsakh, have actually resided (regardless of the fact of being registered at the address of a settlement of the Republic of Artsakh) in the communities having fallen under the control of the Republic of Azerbaijan at least in the last 3 months as of 27 September 2020. Within the framework of this measure, additional AMD 15000 was provided in a lump-sum to the beneficiaries who do not own an immovable property located in the Republic of Armenia belonging to them by the right of ownership (except for agricultural land parcels);
•	Assistance of AMD 20000 was allocated to pre-school age children of Artsakh born on or after 1 January 2015, registered in Artsakh as of 23 December 2020 for the purpose of celebrating New Year;
•	AMD 250000 was allocated in a lump-sum to the citizens having lost their residential immovable property, registered and located at the address of registration in the Republic of Artsakh, as a result of destructions or for other reasons as a result of the war unlashed by Azerbaijan against the Republic of Artsakh on 27 September 2020;
•	AMD 300000 was allocated in a lump-sum to citizens registered in the communities having fallen under the control of Azerbaijan as a result of the hostilities launched by the Republic of Azerbaijan against the Republic of Artsakh from 27 September 2020 and those having actually resided in those communities at least in the last 3 months up to 27 September 2020;
•	for a term of 4 months, AMD 68000 was monthly allocated to citizens registered or actually resided in the Republic of Artsakh, who were enrolled in the programmes for the lump-sum support in the amount of AMD 250000 or 300000 indicated above; 
•	The following was provided to the citizens (beneficiaries from Artsakh to measures of AMD 250000, AMD 300000) displaced from the Republic of Artsakh or having lost the residential immovable property in the Republic of Artsakh as a result of the war:
(1) to children, persons with disabilities of 1st or 2nd group — AMD 50000 for
        September-December 2021 and AMD 40000 for January and February 2022;
(2) to other beneficiaries — AMD 25000 for September-December 2021 and 
        AMD 20000 for January and February 2022;

Within the framework of the measure for social support, AMD 300000 was provided in a lump-sum to citizens registered in Shurnukh and Vorotan settlements of Syunik Marz of the Republic of Armenia or those actually resided at that address, lost their residential immovable property registered at the address of another place of residence in the Republic of Armenia; they continue to receive AMD 68000 per month from February 2021 up to July 2023 included. 
For the purpose of ensuring the gaining of work experience and employment of unemployed citizens of the Republic of Artsakh displaced as a result of the war unleashed by Azerbaijan on 27 September 2020 and actually staying in the Republic of Armenia, the Programme "Provision of assistance to unemployed citizens of the Republic of Artsakh displaced as a result of the war unleashed by Azerbaijan on 27 September 2020 and actually staying in the Republic of Armenia in gaining work experience" was implemented during 2021-2022, wherein about 703 persons were enrolled in the mentioned period. At the same time, the Programme "Ensuring the temporary employment of unemployed citizens of the Republic of Artsakh displaced as a result of the war unleashed by Azerbaijan on 27 September 2020 and actually staying in the Republic of Armenia through organisation of paid public works" was implemented, wherein 93 persons were enrolled and got temporary employment in 2021-2022.
