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Submission of issues concerning the implementation of the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women by Ukraine to the Pre-Sessional Working Group of the CEDAW 77th session


1. What measures are taken by the State in order to ratify the Council of Europe Convention on preventing and combating violence against women and domestic violence (Istanbul Convention)?
2. What steps are taken by the State for the respect of the principle of equal pay for equal work, as well as decrease and elimination of the pay gap between women and men?
3. What steps have been taken to address the specific needs of different groups of internally displaced women and girls who are subjected to various forms of discrimination, including women with disabilities, elderly women and women belonging to the Roma national minorities or sexual minorities?
4. How the State tackles rural poverty among women, as well as increasing their access to justice, education, housing, formal employment, skills development and learning opportunities, income and micro-credit, and access to land tenure and land use?
5. What steps are taken by the State to prevent sexual harassment, including in the workplace, and what steps are taken for access to justice?
6.	Does the State establish the programs aimed at addressing women suffering from multiple discrimination?
7.	What measures are taken by the State in order to provide internally displaced women and girls with access to health care services, education, registration, social benefits, justice, employment, and decision-making?
8.	What measures are taken by the State in order to eliminate discriminatory stereotypes and patriarchal perceptions about the role and responsibilities of women and men in family and society?
9.	Has the State established statistical reporting on domestic, sexual and other forms of violence against women?
